¦Wasps not as architects, builders, car-
pouters and paper makers. Thoy go
abroad into the fields und gardens in
.oarch of provisions, "With exemplary
caro for tho public wolfaro they oat out
tho sunny :; y- ur ponchos and carry
away meat front, tho lambchops in yourlarder. Man, base man, who rubs tho
busy beo of its hard earned honey and
Slays tho gentlo calf for the production
of veal cutlets, usually speaks of tho so¬
cialist insects as robbers and depreda¬
tors. But ho forgets that the generous
and public spirited wasp dues not levy
tribute on his apricots for itself alone.
It is tho commissary of tho republic.
Each worker hurries back to the nest tho
results of his fruit hunting or his ma¬
rauding expeditions and shares them
among his follow subjectswith that dis¬
tributive justice which Aristo! lo preach¬
ed and which nobody in our human com¬
munities practices. Ho carries out tho
principles of the Fabian society.

Every successful wasp, when ho re¬
turns to the nest with a piece of prime
beef, or a wingless fly, or a cargo of
sugar saved for the community from
tho grocer's barrcli perches on the top of
tho dome among his assembled follows,
and disgorging all his spoils divides
thorn equally among nurses and paper
makers. His two main doctrines are,
"If any wasp will not work, neither
shall ho eat," and "Evory wasp to labor
according to his capacity and receive
according to his needs in a free com¬
munity. "

Division of labor, I believe, goes a

long way in the nest. Some of the work¬
ers seem to bo specially employed its for¬
agers and soldiers, others appear to l>e
told off as nurses and guardians, while
yet others uro engaged as paper makers
and masons. It is oven said that these
last work by definite shifts, I know not
on what authority, and that they each
have a space of about a square inch al-
lotted to thorn to fill with cells, on which
no neighboring worker is permitted to
encroach with impunity. But theso are
perhaps the fictions of imaginative ob¬
servers. At any rate, the eight hours' act
is not yet in operation. Wasps work early
and lato of their own mere notion..

Kossuth's English.
Kossuth had a remarkable mastery of

English. This story shows how he
strengthened his knowledge <.f our diffi¬
cult tongue. Speaking at Concord, Mass.,Kossuth wished to oxpress tho figure öf
tho Austrian eagle rending the young
freedom of Hungary. Tho word escapedhim Stopping for a moment in the full
flight of eloquence, lie asked a matter of
fact American who sat near him, "What
you say when man tear his coat?"
"Hole." was the reply. Thai word did
not satisfy him, and Ralph Waldo Em¬
erson, who had overheard tho question,whispered "reut," with poetic sympathyfor euphony, and tho stately sweep of
the sentencewas completed. He learned
the language after his arrest in 1837,when he was sentenced in 1KJJK to three
years' imprisonment, during a part of
which he was cut oft' from all communi¬
cation with his friends and was denied
the ueo of pen and ink, and even of
book:'. In the second year he was allow¬
ed to read, but as till political hooks
wtru interdicted he selected an English
grammar, Walker's Pronouncing Dic¬
tionary, and Shakespeare. Without
knowing a single word ho began to read
"The Tempest. " lit; was engaged for a
fortnight in getting through tho first
page.Chicago Herald.

his mind it was man who played the
principal part, and to his eyes the lam:
scape was the stage on which the (ham
of humanity was represented. The con
tinned labor which the life of man de¬
mands, his Bufferings, his pains as well
as his joys, his pleasures, his weariness,his rest, his peace.those were tho con¬
ditions that appealed most strongly to
Francois' imagination, audit was these
