'A PIONEER S5(RTCH. .
A TOUCHING TALE,._,OF ‘A BURIAL II&!
THE WILD&HNIE;-JS.

The Lonely Grave of Little Ruth, Which
Was Coared For by Some Hindly Hand
For Thirty-flve Years—A Mother's Awful
Grief Almost Alono In the Forest.

In the year 1829 a steady stream of
immigration was flowing into tho terri-
tory of Michigan. The ever rustless peo-
ple of the east had heard wonderful sto-
ries of the abundance of gmne and great
fertility of soil to be found in the new
territory, and the sturdy, adventnre-
some farmers of rocky New England
were pushing their way westward, with
the hope of finding tho El Dorado of
their dreama

Detroit, at this time, wae a sight to
behiold. 1Its streets were thronged with
tho covered wagons of theo immigrants
Hunters and Indians, half 1 and
soldiers were mingled in achaotic mass.

Among the great throng of home sock-
ers that left Detroit on the 2d day of
May, 1829, were Jomes Harrls, his wife
and year old baby. Young Harris had
put all of his earthly possessions into a
covered wagon, and bidding goodby to
friends and relatives had joined that
endless stream of homeo seckers that wero
pushing their way into the wilderness
of Michigan, hoping by their cnergy
and perseveran® to build up a home for
themselves and an inheritance for their
children.

The road westward from Detroit fol-
lowed an old Indian trail, and by con-
stant travel the mud had become so
deep that it wns almost impassable
Many of the pioneers left the old road
and struck off into the wilderness, malk-
ing roads for thomselves.

Among this number wus Jumes Hur-
ris, and all went well for a finv days.
After camping one night the wind snd-
denly shifted to the northwest, and acold
rain set in. This was the ecighth day
after lenving Detroit. The company that
they had begun their journey with had
gradually dropped off, and for two days
they had troveled olone, alowe in the

great wilderness, anprotected savoe what
protection the canvis coverod wagons
gave them.  Was it any wonder that as
they listened to the howl of the wolf
and the hoot of the ow!l they Locame n
little homesick? Harris hed mado a
great firo of dry brush, and while it was
burning brightly the family had gone
to sleep.  From this sloep the young
mother was aroosed by o sharp, hoarse
cough from her baby. She immediately
awoke her husband, frosh fuel was
thrown on the fire, and as it blazod np
the young mather peerod ansiously into
the face of baby Ruth. Ome glance at
the little drawn face resting on her arm,
and the mother knew that the baby had
that dread discase, the aoup.  Every-
thing was done for the little suffercr
that the distracted pamnts conld do
They were young wmud inexperienced,
and all night long they fought for tho
lifo of their little one, bat all in vain.
Just as the first glimmer of lght ap-
peared in the east the spirit of baby
Ruth took its flight. The young mother,
wild with grief, pressod tho form of her
darling to her breast, moaning and soy-
ing over and over again, ‘“‘Baby is
dead!l'' She refused to let her husband
take the little one from her. Sho would
never give it up; no, never! All that day
they remained in camp. Toward evening
tho wife became calmer, and standing
nenr the wagon with the babe in her
arms ghe saw her husband dig the little
grave, and when it.wns finished a rmde
box was made, nnd she tenderly laid her
baby to rest, with her own hands plao-,
ing it in the grave, and as the dirt rat-

into her husband's arms.

After filling the grave the young fa-
ther took two little sprouts of Lombardy
poplar that he had in the wagon, set-
ting one nt cach end of the grave, and
cutting the words “‘Baby Ruth® on s
picce of board he placed it at the Lead
of the little monnd, and  then they ro-
sumed their journey,  Yewurs passod, and
a romd was laid near the spot. The pop-
lars grew and becamo o living mony-
went. The pieee of board that had told
the littlo one's name was annually re-
placed by some kind hand,

Time passed quickly, and May 10
had come and gone 85 times sinco baby
Ruth was lnid to rest in the wilder-
ness; the poplars  had grown to be
trees nnd stood in o cleared fleld near
the roadside; the surrounding forest haul
long sinee disappeari<d, A bourd wis
nailed to the trees with the words ' Ba-
by Ruth'’ printed onit, A carringowas
passing by when the driver, an elderly
man, glancod toward tho trees and saw |
the inseription.  He looked at the trecs i
mud at the sign, hitched his horse, mado
inquiry of a farmer near by as to the
memning of the sign and was told that
when he eame to the country hoe found
the little grave marked with a rode
board, and that ho had sprred tho troes
and nailed up anew board. His inform-
ant wondered at the emotion of the
stranger, who stnid with him overnight,
but his wonder ceased when ho was told
the story of baby Ruth as I have written
it. The wife and mother had died somo
two years before. Other children had
come to bless her, but she never forgot
her firsthorn and tho little grave in the
wilderness, A beautiful monument now
marks thoe spot swhere sleeps baby Ruth.

HaMLTON, Bormuda, «.;.s! #4—The
sight that- greeted ' my gaze . upon com-
ing on deck after those three woeful
days spent in the seclusion of my cabin
drove every unploasant recolleotion from
my mind. The profession of green trop-
ical folingo scudding past us on the
shores of theso 805 islands, the wonder-
ful radiance of the bright blue sky and
the soft, balmy springness in the air
afforded a marvelous contrast to the
weathor we had left behind us in New
York only 65 honrs before.

We went immediately to our hotel,
where a note from n member of the oue
Bermudan family whom we were for-
tunate enough to know informed us of
the death tho night before of o near
relative, whose funeral the next day
would prevent our friends from coming
to us until the aftornoon following.
Later, upon inguiry, I was told that on
account of the warmth of the climate
and the total absenoe of ico—except in
the largest hotels, which manunfacture
their own—it was found always neces-
sary to give interment tho day after
death. Since it wonld be impessible to
prooure mourning at such short notice,
it has becomo the custom of the island-
ers to borrow from one another the roq-
uisite habiliments for the funeral

It will be remember. d that Bermuda
is ono of England’s most powerful
strongholds, second only to Gibraltar in
being tho strongest fortified plaoce in the
world, and therefore the military and
naval socioty ranks among the highest
to be found in any of the British posses-
sions, the finest regiments and battleships
being sent out from ‘‘home’ to protect
this important station. Itiscurious how
faithfully tho British colonists speak of
‘*homa'* Even thoso of them who have
never been to England, and whose an-
cestors for generations have never set
foot there, always speak of the mother-

sity, when, with a distant bray resound-
ing in my ears and an answering salute
from closo at hand, 1 became conscious
of u tremendous bound, then amighty
lungo of the cart, and finally a sensa-
tion akin to that one expericnces in
ehooting the rapids of the St. Lawrence
during n storm, but intensificd a hun-
dredfold.

0Old Delft Ware.

The earliost wores for table use im-
ported to this country were tortoise
shell and delft. It is impossible to give
any st of the many marks found on
delft ware. The character of the decorn.
tion is frequently oriental, being copled
from Chinese w: 7 hence the picces
are ofton mistaken and called India
The oolor of decoration generally nsod is
blue, sometimes combined with green
and yellow, the designs boldd  The ware
is o coarse pottery. The old pleces found
here aro usnally plates, round platiers,
tiles nd occasionnlly o tea eaddy, teapot
or *'bowpot. '’ Old delft is much sought
after for decorative purposes. The picoes
madoe a centory ago have Dutceh scenes,
windmills, ote.,, wnd are frequently
bulging bodied or flaring topped vases
The word delft has come to be applied
to ocomumon erockery, wharever made,
and muny mibstakes in definitiom arise
therefrom

The tortolse shell ware is English.
Much of it wns made by Whildon, the
predecessor and partner of Wedgwood,
till 1750. The marble, agate, tortoise
ghell, cauliflower and melon wares were
mado by him and by the Wedgewoods
and one or two other pottars and are
really beantiful in color,—Philadlephia
Timea

Cat-n-oorne red.”

None of our lexicographers gives “‘eat-
a-cornered’” (sometimes ‘‘eat-n-ocorner-
ways''). ‘‘Cater-cornered’ is givon as
““local English and United States "' Bus
does anybody in this eountry say cater-
cornerod? Worcester gives *‘catty-cor-
nered’’ in a bashful note in small type.
Halliwoll derlves *‘eater-cornered'” from
quatre, throngh the provinecial “‘eater,’
to cut dingonally. ut why go so far?
Might not “‘eatter-cornered’’ be only a
oorrupt ‘'‘guarter cornered’’—that is,
quartercd by lines through the corners
instead of in the more uweual way, hy
lines at right angles to the sides? This
etymology soems to be confirmed by a
curious bit of folk speoch in tho npper
Hudson country. Our people, in sawing
or nailing anything at an angle othexr
than a right angle, do not place it or
cut it ‘‘quartering,’* which is the recog-
nized techpical term, but “‘cattering. '
I am told that in parts of Vermont *‘cat-
tering’’ is used in the sense of bina For
“‘cattering'’ thereis aludierous diminn-
tive much oftener used in my neighbor.
hood—namely, ‘‘kittering'’—that is.
somewhat cattering, for is not o kit &
littlo cat?—Century.
