Indication* Tliut It* Surface Mutter Is In a

Gaseous State.
Taking tho earth's uictui distance fromthe sim ut 02,700,050 miles, as given byHmkness, the mean distance of Jupiterfrom the suu will bo so:},U70 miles.The eccentricity of its elliptical orbitbeing 0.04826, its distaueo from the sunat perihelion is 460,607,700 miles und

tit upheliou noil, ioo, l ko miles. Betweenits greatest and least distiuices, therefore,thorn is udifferoucoof 40,602,420miles,or about one-half the earth's moan dis¬tance from tho sun. Tho inclination of
Jupiter's orbit to tho plane of the eclip¬tic being only l degree 1« minutes 41seconds.or less than that of any of thoother largo planets, with tho exceptionof Uranus.tho planet never departsmuch from tho ecliptic, and hence it
Was culled by tho ancients tho "eclipticplanet " Its period of revolution roundthe sun in 11 years a 14.8 days.Tho inclination of its axis of rotation
being nearly at right angles to tho pianoof its orbit, there are practically no sea¬
sons in uliis distant world, und the onlyvariation in tho heat and light ut out¬point on its surface would bo that due
to the comparatively small variation in
its distance from tho sun referred to
above. Its moan distiuico from tho snn
being 6.2028 times tho earth's mean
distance from the snn, it follows that
the heat and li^ht received by Jupiter are
27 times (Ö. 2 squared, less than the
earth receives. The amount of heat re¬
ceived from the sun by this planet is
very small, and wen; it constituted like
the earth its surface should he porpotu-

f ally covered by frost and snow. Far
from this being the ease, the toloscoposhows its atmosphere to bo in a state of
coustnut and wonderful change,These extraordinary changes cannot
possibly bo due to the solar heat, :uid
tin y linvo suggested the idea that the
planet may perhaps be in a rcdhot
state, a miniature sun, in fact, glowingwith inherent heat Tho great brilliancyDf Its surface, tho "albedo," as it is
sailed, and its small density.less than
thai of the mim.ani facts in favor of
this hypothesis. As tho attraction of
Jupiter's enormous mass would render
Iii« materials near its center of much
grout* r den. it}- than those near its sur¬
face, tho latter must bo considerablylighter thau water and may possibly bo
in the gaseous state..Gentleman's
