RATTLESNAKES' PARADISE,

Southern Lrizona Is the Reptile's
Favorite Brooding Ground.

Exprrieccos of oIinttler Jim" Davls, the
AModt Celebratud Snake [KNler of the
Southwest —Elleaey of Whisky
A nh Antldote.

There is no locality 1n the union,
g0 Prof. Henvy Palmer, of the Smith-
inn institution save, that is so nat-
breeditgzrround for tho rattle-
— the  Crotalus  horridus —as
southern Arizonn. Similar anthority
is quoted to the effect that thoere is

seareely . more venomons reptile in
the try than the bLloated rattlor
of srion. The rocks of the

mountains and foothills are o hoavy
Yeilow nnd gray color, and the soil is
sonearly the hues of o ratiler that a
ke ean move slowly along and boe
rdly perecived by a person fifty feet
vway. ‘The hot, dey air, and the warn,

fornin yeurs ago, and beenme relegatod
to w devil-muay-care, itdependent and
Happy-ro-incley way of getting his Hy-
ng Ly using lis gun and by wraveling
cross the mountains and over the vile
2ys witha blanket and askillet aneross
s baclk. Iiveryone says that for un-
dulterated snale information there's
0 one like *Ruattler Jim."

“Do I know much about ratile-
Balies?” said the old man as he sat
‘tipped back in o chuir, sucking a vile
corneob pipe, in a saloon in Lenson,
“You bet yer

've kkilled thousands of 'em.  I've been
‘here in this snake country just close
onto twenty-four years, and never
have been out of it. 1 could sit all
night and leep telling you something
new every minute about rattlesnales,
Goshl how 1 hate the varmints., I
never miss trying to kill 'em off, but
it's about useless tryin’ to elear out
this yere country of rattlers. They
breed so darned ensy. Every female
rattler is good for thirty or forty rat-
tlesunlkes n year, so I've about given
up tryin’ to do anything more at snake
killin’, y
*'This is the dryest year we've had in
o long time in thisend of the territory,
and it's an awful season for &nakes. It
is 80 dry and we have had terrible hot
weather since May. These here locust
bugs are all over the ecountry, and they
buzz just like tho rattlers. Whenever
I'm ont hunting and kick a bush a
whole swarm of locusts, buzzin® for all
they're worth, come flying out. Their
singin' puts me off my guard, because
I ean’t hear the rattlesnnkesa rattlin’,
I'm most alraid to hunt at all now, for
You know it’s just about certain sure
death for an eld white man like me to
get Arizona rattlesnalke venom in his
body at the end of a long summer. I'd
rather ba shot plumb through the ehest
nny day than to take chances on
pullin' through a pizenin' by & desert
rattler, when he is puffed up plumb full
of pizen as they are now. At some
seasons of the year there ain't any-
where near as much danger from rat-
tlesnnkes
“Iut Arizona rattlesnakes ain’t near
50 dangerous in some ways as them
used to be baek in the mountains of
Pennsylyania and Olio. The desert
Eu'-,tlern are fat and lazy. They ain't
ot no fight in 'em. They ain't got no
Teal meanness in 'em. As a general
soni erawler will set up

thing the Ap
& rittle and slide off in the rocks or
brash.  Horses, eattle and sheep lrnow
that rattle as well as o man, Some-
imes they get bit, but that is only
t they tread on o snalke. It ain't
7 to kill a sheep if he is struek fn
the wool. A wild deer will kill a snake
oy titne he sees him. e jumps
all four feet together onto n
sue aud is off wnd gone so quicle that

a snalke can’t hit him. A hog will leill
‘em, too, and a snake's’ poison dou's
hurta fat hog. I have seen many a
dog t! would kkill any rattlesnalke
he'd comenerost. Ho gets bitof course,
somepimes, but w'enever ho's bit youn
may notico:that he'll go off sy from
the house and stay two or three days.
Ile's doctorin® hisself then, o laysin
the mud and water, and when an Injin
is bit he does pretty much the same.
Ile will put mud on the bite or jis' go
aidd lny in the fresh mud until the
swellin' rFoes down.

*The pizen of o rattlesnalko is white.
Ife has two sharp teeth, like o cat's
claw, in his upper jaw, that lay flat
hidden under little sacks when he
ain't mad, so't he can yanlk i a frog
or a bird with his other teeth withont
using his fangs at all. 1f he couldn't,
of course he'd never get anything to
eat but what's pizened, and that would
kill him as guiclk as it would woything
else. When he gits mad the first thing
he does is to coil himself up, and then
he can strilce two-thirds of his langth,
Ie will hit as high as he can reach,
and his jaws wide open, like striking
o thing with the palm of your hand.
His fangs are as sharp 2s o needle, but
they won't go through thiclk leather,
and, if they go through clothes, par-
ticnlar wool, the clhances is the pign
will Le sucked up by the wool. Light
along the under side is a groove, and
when the fang roes in it presses down
on the pizen bagr at its roots, nnd that
Bquirts the juice right around the fang.
1t will throw the pizen as far as three
foet.”

“Cun they bita when not eoiled?"

“Bite any time; bub thoy ean't soele
their teeth in so deep.  No, they ain't
a5 many people bit aroumd here as a
man would thinle, but onet in awhile
somcebody pets bit. 1 was bit onet. T
was hauling freight with a boll team
from Maricopn to Tombstone, and
amongst my stufl 1 had five barrels of
whisicy for the Aveade saloon nt Tue-
son. Comin' along down towards Ar-
royo Seco I enmped one evening early
where there wuas plenty wood and
griss, and I see a little spring branch
tricklin' by the spot, and I knowed the
spring was not far off. 1 tarned ong
my stock, built a fire, and went to the
spring to get o drink of water. I see
the spring there in nmongst Lthe lavyy
rocles, and 1 kneeled down on all fours
todrink. 1 am the biggest linr on
carth, partner, if 1 didn't put my right

hand  down  within six inches of
the bigirest rattler 1 over see, lny-

in' there ull eoiled up, just ready to

strike, with his tail straight up in thoe
iy jist noawh was that mad.
1 i thinkin’, T guess, thot I was
Ol Lo cateh Bim. 1 was that para-

Ivzed thet I hado'n enough sense to
Jorke my liand up, and he hit we o fair
lick right on the wrist. When I sce I
was bit, and well bit at that, | rrabbed
wraclk and 1 pounded thil snake into
u thousand pie Then 1 be 1
thinkin' what was lest to do with my-
self. 1 put o chaw of terbaceer on the
wound. I had learned that suckin’
the wound was good, if vou had souni
teeth, but I knowed that would never
do for me, a5 my teeth was about half
of 'em good.  Mighty few people here
have good teeth, I am here to tell you
—poor cookin' and plug terbaccer.
Well, I thought of the whiaky. I had
ome barrel of good stulf for Billy
Flynn, that bossed the big diteh in
them days when the mines was (lush,
and I had a hole elready bored in the
top of the barrel and had been Littin'
lier a lick along the roawd when the
sperrit moved me: I brole off a fow
rye grass straws that growed up Ly
the spring, and I laid at that bang-
hole and suclked whisky till I thought
I would bust. My memmy never
whipped me for holdin' my breath,
Then I drawed some in n tin cup and
mixed it with sugar and mint—mint
growed wild there. [ didn't want to
drink too much, and T wanted to drinl
a plenty, you know. 1 felt like I
could eat a bLox full of rattlesnakes,
rattles and all. Then I knoeked under,
laid down under my wagon, and went
to sleep. 1 woke up next morning
Iresh n# n daisy, and went on about
iy business, The pizen never tool
eifect on me at all.

“Then there was Tom Shuele. Ife
was camped up on Blue creek, holdin'
a band of horses there to got them
used to the range. e was about sey-
enty-five miles from Benson. One
night he was out getherin' gome sare
brush to throw on the fire, and ho felt
something priele him on the hand, and
he thought he had grabbed a hold of o
Lriar, and paid no more attention to
it, It hurt awful that night. e had
to git up 'fore day, and he knowed a
rattler must have bit him. lle tool
some paper from his poclet and tried
to write his will. Tom had money—
yes, he was jest a-rottin' with coin,
le couldn’t write, lle managed to get
the best horse in his band saddled and
bridled, and he rid him through to
Benson by noon. The doctor cured
him, but it was a mignty close call.

“0ld man Johnson (Tin Cup John-
son, they used to call him) and his
boy, Feather Leg Willie, want out one
day nfter o load of juniper, and they
fee the dog tree o rabbit in a eleft of
rocks,  The old man wanted to get the
rabbit, so he rech his hand in the hole
after him, and his hand was too bigr.
le felt somethin’ serateh him in the
han’. So he tells Jos to rech in, Joe
he reeh in for Mr. Rabbit, and a rat-
tlesnake nailed him quick. The old
man sueled his hand where the snalke
jes' ereased him, and wenton nfter his
load of wood. But Feather Legs came
back home and lay et the p'intof death.
They saved him on winsky, and now
he breaks out in blue blotches every
time doz days come around.

“Indians used to put the pizen on
their arrow heads when they went on
a fightin' expedition, They'd tie n
inic of fresh meat on the end of a
stiels, and go where rattlesnakes are
thick around these gopher or prairie
dog holes, Then they'd whip the snalke
with a switeh and let him bite that
meat until it was ranlk pizen, rub their
spikes in the meat, and then set up in
the sun to dry. Speakin' penerally, a
rattlesnake is like whisky—let him
nlone and he'll let you alone."—Globe-
Democrat.
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THE GEN. BOOTH MINE.

Gold That Is Dug by Members of tho Hale
sutlon Army.

Way up in one of the most inacessi-
ble portions of the Huachuen range of
mountains, near Prescott, A. T., there
is situnted perhaps the most unigue
mining camp i the world, says the
Mining Industry and Tradesman. The
sixteen men who daily teil in the Gen.
Booth mine are ull members of the Sal-
vation Army, and the profits of the
mine all go into the treasury of thut or-
gonization. The history of the location
and subsequent development of the
mine is interesting.

*01d Dick"” Taylor, tho discoverer, is
one of the best knownr and most sue-
cessful prospectors in the territory,
Coming to Arizonn in the early days.
when the whole southwestern country
was o wilderness given over to the
Apache Indians, he has prospected
the country from one end to the
other, und made more valuable lo-

cations than 'any other man in
Arizona. The One Ilgrse, Bad Luelc
and  Desert mines in the Ilarqua

Hula eountry, the Apache nnd New

- Yorkin the Superstitions mountains,

the King in the Drudshaws and many
others were loeated by him, and have
since made fortunes for the investors.

Dick Taylor was, perhaps, the most
profune man in the southwest, Ilis
vocabulary of invective was something
phenomenal, and was brought into uso
on the slightest provoeation. The pie-
turesqguer 1l volubility of hisoaths
were proverbial over the territory for
muny years, 1t is said that after each
sule 7 or would invest in a year's
grubestalie and then proceed to spend
the remamder of the money in the
wildest debuuchery. At one time he
ran through with ten thousand dollars
in two weeks in Phoenis, throwing his
money away in the most veelless mau-
ner. is money onee gone, he returned
to his prospecting, and touched no
liguor until his next salo.

It was immediately after tlie snle of
the Apnche mine for fifteen thonsand
dollars that he started on his wildest
debauch in Phaenix.  FPor over a month
he did not draw a sober breath, and,
at last, reduced wgain to poverty and
weakened mentally and physically, he
professed religion nt an open-air meet-
ing of the Salvation Army in Phonix.
For over two months he marched with
the army at its nirhtly meetines, but
finding such a rontine life too irksome,
he again started for the hills, Nothing
wits heard of him for over two months,
and it was reported that he had per-
islied on the desert, but one day he
again turned up in Phoenix with a
burro load of rich ore, which set the
town ablaze with exeitoment.  Some of
the nuggets which he bronght wero
vitlned at fifty dollars.  Every one was
surprised when Lo announced his in-
tention of turning his latest find over
to the Salvation Army. It was duly
proffered to and aceepted by that or-
ganization, and fifteen mwen volunteered
to develop it. Worl was commenced
over o year ngo under the direetion of
Tuylor, and has progressed steadily
since. The pay streals is sixteen inches
wide, and has paid well from the grass
roots. The ore is treated in two
crushiers creeted near the mine, but it
is proposced soon to bring in a ten-stump
mill.  Strict religious diseipline s
maintained in the enmp, and tho profits,
after paying the necessary dxpenses,

IN MEMORY OF PRINCE ALBERT.

Deautifal Service Held Every Year on tho
Anniversary of 1lls Death.

Every year on the 14th of December
Queen Vietorin holds o solemn serviee
to commemorate the deaths of the
prince consort and of Princess Alice
of Ilesse. Ou this oceasion the benuti-
ful memorial chapel is open to the
court and to certain of the gueen’s
tenants and tradespeople, but under no
pretext ave the public adnitted to
either the plantation at Frogmore,
which surrounds the mausolenm, or to
the building itself. The service held
this year followed the usaal form luid
down many years ago by the queen,
and the musie, most exquisitely ren-
dered by the choir of St. George's
chapel, had also been chosen by her
majesty.

As cach year goes by a greater inter-
est attaches to the vacant space above
the tomb of the prince consort, for on
the now cwmpty slab the carved offigry
of the queen will one day lie. When
her majesty first announced her inten-
tion of being buried Ly her husbund's
side, considerabler diffleulties  were
raised, and it was urged that an Engr-
lish gqueen could only be buried nnong
her crowned predecessors at Westmin-
ster, or Windsor. Iint no arguments
have ever turned her majesty from her
purpose, and in time the beautiful in-
closure at Frogmore will be her ac-
cepted royal cemetery. The mausoleum
of the duchess of Keut is but a stone’s
throw from that of the prince consort.,
Outwardly, snys a writer in St. Paul's,
it is the more pleasing of the two, und
the bridge across a placid luke, by
which the mnuseleum is approached,
and some flue weeping willows, lend
ft a most picturesque and peaceful air.

The anniversary of the prinee con-
sort's death is pussed by the queen in
absolute retirvement.  After the service
at the maunsolenm her majesty rotirves
to her own apartments, where, if so
disposed, she receives o few members
of her family, There is no music in the
castle on that day, and the princesses
und ladies of the househald are ex-
pected to appear in black gowns, or in
grey with black bonnets and gloves.
