THESITUATION AT POCAHONTAS

Governor O'Ferrall and Staff on
tha Ground.

The Strikera Btlll Holdiog Mostlugs, at
Which Agitators Make Bpeoohes—The
Governor Compliments the Milltary
On Their Soldierly Bearing and Told
Them They Were Not at Pocahontas
to Fire Blank Oartridges.

PocAnoNTAs, Va.,, May 11.—The
sltuation remains about the same
a8 yesterday, with the exception ot more
miners belng at work in the Browning
and Southweat mines. The Pooshontas
strikers who have jolned the United
Mine Workers have receivad the charter
for thelr local organizition, and are us-
ing every effort to induce all the miners
here t8 gointo {t. They held & meot-
ing across the State line to-day, a$
which they expecied mn attendance
from all the mliners of Pocahontas, ‘but
the outvost detall was strengthened
and extended, and but few miners, if

any, got out of the town.

A number of agitators, who held
passes at will, got thelr passes taken
up, and large crowds wera turnod back
by the pickets. 'The meeting was slimly
attended, only about 125 men belng
prerent. Several spseches were made
and they were about as usual.

Adjutant General Anderson, Logan
M, Bullltt, representatives of the press
and others attended the mesting ina
special car. One of the spealkors im-
plored the miners to stand by them,
and stated that [f they romained out
two years that shey would have no doe -
tor bills nor house rent to pay, as the
Elkhorn operators would protect them,

Governor O'Ferrall and staff, accom-
panied by Adjutant General Anderson,
arrived to~rday. The governor Is firm
In his determination \o preserve order
and says that he will protect every cit-
fzen in bis rights if he has to bring the
whole Virginia State militla of 2,500
men to Pocahontas The roops were
on drees parade at 0 o'clock and passed
raview of column by companioa before
the governor and stall and offizers of
the post.

Thelr soldierly bearing was compll-
mented by the governor and he ad-
dressed them, telling them that they
were not here in the Interest of any
company or corporation, but in the in-
terestof the peace and good order of the
Btate in which they all lived, He said
that he does not deny the right of every
man to 8top work when ho pleases, and
the right 6f ovory man to labor without
molestation must ba enforced. He told
them toat they were not bere as sol-
dlers, nor wera they here for 8 pleaic,
and while he regratted that they were
detained feom thelr homes and business
they riould not be withdrawn until all
danger is past. He told them they
ware not here to fire blank cartridges,
nor to do any playing, buc to load their
rifles filled with powder and lead, and
when it became necessary to use them
ta do 8o and to shoos to kill and not
seare.  He said he was proud of them
und that he had heard mothing but
praise for thom from all aides; that the
State was proud of them, thelr moth-
ers wives and sweethearis were proud
of them,

The strilkers and others interested
have employed counsel in the porsons
of R. R Henryand A. P. Gillespie, of
Tazewell, The regimental detail for
to morrow i4 as follows: Oflizer ot the
dsy, Capt. N. P. Parkins, of the Rozin-
oke Machine Works Guards; cfilcer of
guard, Lieutenant Gzorge Bantley,, lst
battallon infantry, 2 corporals, 7 pri-
vates; 2nd  cattalion infantry, 1 ger-
geanv and S privates. Tne output de-
tail for to night are as follows: Outpost
number 1, Brownings, Lisutenant John-
fon, of the Jeff. Davis Rifles; ontpost
number 2, Coal Branch, Lioutenant
Wing,cf the Monticello Guards; outpost
number 3, Cemetery HIll, Lieutonang
Campbell, of the Lyschburg Home
Guards.

The strikers attempted to hold a
meeting in the old carriage factory this
afternoon but on the approach of the
militia they ran in every dlrection,
‘The output for tho Browning mines to-
day was about half the usual outpat
and the toal output for the week was
only three cars less than half the usual
amount. The Bouthwest Compauny put
out thirty-four cars to-day. A crowd of
150 strdiers attempted to pass  the
plekets about 6 o'clock, but were hald
bock at the point of bayonelge and the
belp of detectives until adetachment of
militla z2ould be sent for, when they
conoluded thas diecretion would be the
better part of valor and scattered in a
hurry. They know that it will not do
to push the soldiers too far.

The soldiers are living well and all
the Roanoke and Salem boys are en-
joying the best of health. The follow=
1ng 14 the bill of fars as given out by E.
J. Page, commissary manager for to-
morrow: Ham and eggs, beef stew,
steak, lamb and all kinds of canned
goods, dessort ice ocream, chocolate cake
and jslly roll. The fare i3 excellent
and they tako thelr meals thres times a
day. The situstion to«night is as fol«
lows: Thirty more men have just ar-
rived. The output of cosl increaged
from twenty five cars yesterday and
elghteen day before to thirty slx to-day.
Forty-flve Iialians and twenty natives
arrived to-day, ready for work Monday,
The Southwest Company are very confl-
dent of winning the fight.

A Conference of tlie Miners,

BrLuerFieLp, W. Va.,, May 11 —The
West Virginia miners met the Virginia
miners at 11 8. m. to-day at their usual
place of gasvhering, near Pocahcntas.
More non=unicn men went to work to-
day. Everything {8 peaceful, W. C,
Bullit, of Philadelphis, vice-president
of the Norfolk and Western, had a con-
ferenca with the operators yestorday.
Thers {8 talk of compromise. ~ Many of
the colored miners are golng to New
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River mines, on the Chesapeake and
Ohlo, to get worlk, leaving their families
in this sectlon. Governor O'Ferrall, of
Virginia, and his staff arrived bhere to-
day at 12 o'clcek en route to Pocahontas.
About forty Huvgarians were on the
car to work for the Souihwest Virginia
company, The governor was met at
the statlon hers by many of the clti-
«ens and it {8 thought his presence will
have a good effect on hoth companles
and miners.

BOUTHERN BAPTIST CONVEN TI1ON,

Excliting Discorsion of Oathollelsm Yes-
terday.

WasaINGTON, May 11.—The feature
of the night sesslon of the convention
of the Southern Baptists was the report
of the commistee on papal fields, sube
mitted by Rev. Sproles, of Miasisalppl.
The report stated that although the
work In Italy had met with great oppo-
sitlon from svhe Catholic chureh, consld-
ernble progress had been made,and that
the work in Brazll had been hindered
by political disturbances and the organ-
ization of the clergy. In Mexico it had
been less difficult. Rev. J. D. Hiden,
of Virginia, made a very temperate ad-
dress on the report, deprecating agsauits
on Catholies.

Rev. Oranfleld, of Texas, made a
most viclent and sensational denuncla<
tion of Catholicism. He declared that
the lron hand at the Pope gripped alike
Ameriza, Spain snd Brazil. If this
spaech were to be . his last he sald he
would conalder It o noble heritage for
bis children tha; he had sald hebelloved
Romanismn was the aroh-enemy of en-
lightment and freedom. A chorus of
‘‘Amens” followed with renewals when
he stated that Catholiclsm was pagan-
fam. He declared that Romanism hsd
its hand in the public treasury and had
filched from it millions.

"I shall never be satisfed,” he con-
cluded, ‘'until the doors of the convent
are opened and every imprisoned nun
can tell hor tale of diatress, and until
Rome can no longer send here a papal
legate to influence leglslation. When
Roman Cathollclsm dies the rum trafo
dies with fv."

RBev. W. M. Pickard, of Lonisville,
8iaid the tumult aroused by Rev. Carne
fleld. ledrew rapldly & sketch of the
Rreat work of the Catholle church.
‘'‘Slzteen centuries of holy history,"
sald he, ‘‘crowd around the vatican and
no Fourth of July orations can erumble
hor temples.”

Central Church last night the
oponing exercites were held, Mrs. \V,
Dwightman, of Charleston, S. C, presi-
dent, in the chair.

Dame Fortune seemed inolined to
favor the Magiclans yesterday, laugh-
Ing outright several times when the
chances seemed to bo agalnst them and
sllowlog tbem to crawl out of very
small apertures into Bafety.

Ot the Supremo Conrt on the Income Tax
Question When that Body Re-astem-
bles on the 20th of May—Justice Jack-
son's Frivate Cosferance With Mem-
bers Favoring that ¥View. the Renson
for Suoch Bellef,

WasriNatoN, May 11 —The nine
justices in the United States Supreme
Cours held a codsultation ag the capitol
to-day, and there Is every reason to be~
lieve that the result of the consultation
was to reach a conclusion on the income
tax question. 1Itis presumed that the
ususl custom of tha court will be fol-
lowed ard that to ona justice 1 the
majority has been assigned the work of
preparing the opinlon of the court.
The justicesin the minority may each
write a separate dissent cr not, £5 each
individually prators.

The consultations are held in Eecret
and no announcement of the conclusion
reached, is ever made prior to promul-
gation from the bench, but some cire
cumstances connected with the session
p2int to the vote of Justice Jackson
having been cast in favor of the congti=
tutionality of the law. Tho principal
reason for this statement is to be found
in the fact that after the consultation of
all the members of the court, a privata
conforence was held between Justices
White, Harlan and Brown, who were all
in favor of the law at the previouva
hearing, and Justice Jackson, Chlef
Justice Fuller, the remalning justice
who favored upholding the law In part,
Was Dot present.

Tke maoner of Justices Harland and
White, who were the moat atrenuong
supporter of the law in previous confer-
ferences slso led to the inference that
they felt that thay were In the majority.
These incldental facts of course are by
no means connlusive, but as straws,
they polnt to the upholding of the law.
It is regaried ss almost ocortaln that
the decislon will be announced when
the court re-zssembles May 20. Jus-
tice Jaokson, now that he has cast his
vote, will not endanger his health by a
further stay In Washingtion, but will
leave hera noxt weel, probably on Mon-

day night, for his home, near Nashville,
Tenn.
