BAREBACK RIDING.
AN QLD INTERVIEW WITH FISH
VWHICH IS HiTEREESTING.

What the Champlon of the VWorld, He-
cently Diecensed, Ll to Say of His Cull-
Ing Awey lack In 188)—The Valuo of o
Good Uorse— Dangers of the “Twister.”

Charles W. Fish, the barcboack rider, was
probably the best known ridor in the world
and held the championship for years, do-
Ing mony remarkable feats which tho
Younger men in the profession never ex-
celled.  Heowas born in Philadelphla in
Ho camo of wd 8§ old stock. The
following interview wiui him, publishad
in Philadelphia in 1880, will be interest-
ing, espeeinlly to circus men aud lovers of
the tent show:

“What is necessary, Mr. Fish, to becomo
8 first cluss performery’

“*Well, there are o good many things nec-
essary. 'To climb to tho top of the tree—
or on the back of the horse, properly—a
child’s training, boy or girl, should begin
at the ago of 5 or 6, not later than 7 or 8§
years anyhow. Tho first steps are to givo
the body that elastleity so essential, and
this is done by praoticing all kinds of tum-
bling on tho ground. Somersaults, hack-
ward and forward, handsprings or fliptlaps
—in fact, wll that tumblers do in a cireus,
When a boy becomes thoroughly proflelent
in this sort of thing, the next step is to put
him on tho back of o horse und teach him
how to keep his balance. There aro two
ways of doing this to keep o juvenile from
mnstering it at the risk of o broken neck.
One 15 by the ‘mechanic,” n modern Inven-
tion, by which the rider is held suspended
in the alr {f ho leaves the horse's hock
while going around the ring. The other is
to have o ropo attached to the hoy's wilst,
whieh passes through o ring on the side of
the pud. the end being held by the teacher,
As soon us the boy beglns to topple and is
&een golug o strong pull on the rape brings
him up ngainst the side of tho horse and
keeps him thero until he can clamber back
apnin,

“I bogan riding when I was 0 years old
at Spsulding & Rogers' old eireus in Cin-
elnnatl, in 1848, but I've heen all over the
world sineo that.  No, my family were not
prufessional poaple. I yearned to become
urider the fiest timo I ever saw o eireus,
liko ninety-uine out of every hundred boys
in Amerlea,

"Ameriean malo riders are the best in
the world, but we look for thoe hoest liily
riders in Europe. In Europe, 1 have
Euotwn Frenchmen, Englishmen nnd Spun-
lards to e billed us the 'Great Ameriean
Horseman.' Somceof these men never saw
this slde of the Atluntle.  There Is no ren-
son why the riders there should not he hu-qlv
tor than American riders from the fae
that they are six months ina place ot a
thne, and learn to know their ring thor-
oughly.  That is a more linportant mntter
than it seems nt first sight, A foot's differ-
ence makes o very serious mntter.  The
ring is usunlly 42 feet in diamoter, and s
rider counts on that. A single foot lnrger
or emaller mnkes it necessary for the per-
formers to strike n different angle, inelin-
lng moro inward as the ring gets smaller
ond more perpendicularly if its dimensions
are Inereased, Yues, bavebuek riding is the
most diflleult, of course.” A pad rider gen-
erally requires four or flve yenrs' hoaed
proctice barebeek before he can be tristed
for o clenn, finished performance, You
see, on - pod riding o man doesn't have to
tako Into nccount the horse's backbone or
the curve of the baek, Tt is porfectly lovel
on o podd, and just so much cugicr, A grent
deal depends on the horse,

“Value?  Well, a first elass hiorso is not
for sale at any price.  You've got to usn o
horso three or four years before you ean de-

pend upon him with absolute certainty.,,

Reputation, lving —life itself — depend
upon s harehack rider having under him o
horse on which ho can positively depend to
be just at the right place ot the right time,
Tho swerving of an inch, the nuickening
or slowing of the pnee to the Lalf length af
t hoof, may mean o hroken sem, perhaps o
broken neck.  Realize the dangorr Why,
of course we do, I've had o horse stumble
on e when 1 was half way up in a somer.
saulty and before T got down I eould real-
Izo that T was in danger ol nover getting
up alive. It only cost me o fractured nem,
howevor, which is all vight now,

*The most eritical moment in my life
was while I was doing a ‘twister’ In 1874,
Jumes Robinson and mysell were with
Montgomery Queen's clrcus on our Wy
overlund from San Franclseo. We were
billed as the rival champions, and at Mus-
kegon, Mich,, on the 16th of August, I
flirst did the ‘twister.’ Now, I'll tell you
what it is, There are three bunners held
very elose together. As Iride, with my face
to the first, I jump, pirouette and come

down again face forword, instantly up .

again—{for it must bo done in an Instant—
and half pirouette over the socond, thus
bringing my back to the horse's head, when
I ngain alight, then, quick as o flash, up
and turning & somersault, twist my body

‘around when in the air, 80 0s to reverse

my position, and when I alight on my fect
having my head in front, asthe horse goes.
I had practiced it on the ground for ten
yenrs, but on o barchack horso it's o very
different affair.  Wo were in Detroit, and
among the nudience were J, M. French
and o number of other prominent cireus
men. All were suxlous to seo the 'twist-
er.'  Thoe ring wos wet and In bad eondi-
tion, nnd I had only about one-thivd of the
cirele to work in.  Three, four, five timoes
I teied it and failed. The sixth time, with
overy merve strung to its  utmost tension,
with any tweth fiemdy set and my hunds
clinched, I was detwermined to sucessd,
The nudience rose almost en masse with
exeitement, and erics of *Well done, any-
how! Don’t try it again!’ maddened me,
The first step was all right, so was tho
next, but as 1 left for the final spring the
horse stumbled slightly., It was too lute,
I was up in the air and eame down with a
terrifle erash, head wond shoulders, just dis-
locating my clbow. I didn't do the ‘twist-
er’ just then,"

OUR INCOMPARABLE ICE CREAM.

Europeans Strive ts Imitate It, hut Thodr
Efforts Huve Ieon Valn,

Ioe cream is pre-eminently an Ameri-
can specialty.  All the Atlantie pusson-
ger steamers plying botween this part
and Europe take nboard in New York a
sufficient supply of ico cream for the
voyage back to New York as well as for
the outwuard joorney, despite the fact
that the cost of tho article is groater
here than abroad, and that it is expen-
sive stuff to keep. The ronnd trip ocen-
pies at least three weeks, und the cream
has to 1 that pericd, gne week of
which the ship is tied up T dock, with
the eream eating np we in the refriger-
ator at o prodigions rate. When the an-
tumn rush homeward sets in and the
steamers are crowded to the limit, the
amount of ice cream thos earried from
thig port and kept nt least two weeks for
use on the return voyage is a big item
in the provision account. Muny kinds of
provisions and snpplies are clieaper in
Europe than here, and of these the
steamers lay in n donble stock at the En-
ropean ports. Ico eream, too, is cheaper
in Burope, but it has the fatal disad-
vantage that it is not ice cream as the
Ameriean regards the article.

Ice has come to be less of a novelty
on the table in Europe in recent years,
mainly, doubtless, becanse of the insist-
ence of the thousands of Americans who
make Enrops their summer playground.
Ice cream, too, you can got in mast of
the big cities, even in England.  But it
usuilly lncks the main, indefinable qual-
ities that make it so attractive at hiome,
Europeans may talk about the inimitahle
bouqnet of their wines, but the bouquot
of American ieo eveam is bevond them,
This is not 4 matter of natnral advan-
tages and facilities, nsis elnimed for the
wine and other things, for Bwitzerlunl
is full of ice toppsl mountains, and her
valleys are filed with cows.

A varied and recent experienco with
the ico ercams of Earope induces the
coneclusion that only the “sorbetto’ ono
gets on the Piazen of St Mark's in
Venice approaches the delicious perfee-
tion of the ordinary every day ice eream
of America. Perhaps this is bheenunse the
Venctinns  themselves  eat ice eroam,
whereas in most other Envopean cities
it is reparded s an ontlandish coneoc-
tion, prepared ouly for the pecaliar pal-
ate of the stranger. 1t is o far ery and a
strange one, from St. Mark's to Madizon
saquare, hut the delighted exclamation of
a gronp of Ameriean girls, ordering ice
cresun there as they had done all the
way down from London, *Ah, this is
something like!”! covered the distanee
in no time. w York Son,
