Then, as now. the money power was
active and enthusiaatic. hen, a8 now,
the banking interests worked upon the
fears of the more timid business men
and so alarmed them that shey held
meetings and poured thoussnds upon
thousande of petitions into the halls of
congress. The commercial bodies, the
boards of trade and the chambers of
commerce passed strong resolutions in-
dorsing the bank and demanding that it
be lat alone. .

Rut even this was not all. A power-
ful lobby made the national capital lis
headquarters and brought all its influ-
ence o bear on the people's representa-
tives. Delegatlons of ‘'‘financiers’’ and
prominent business wmen awarmed
around the White House, and such was
their persistence that Andrew Jackson
was compelled to drive them out of his
presence.

We all know the result. The people
huad thelr way. Congress refused to re-
new the charter of the bank and {t and
its branches went out of business. The
people, led by Andrew Jackson, were
victorious. The wings of the money
power were clipped, and for more than a
generation, it was powerless for evil ex-
cept In & small way. :

We have now a repetition of that
campalgn. ‘The money power, without
resson or excuse, has taken up the
csuse of the Shylocks, and it is moving
heavea and earth to make an lmpression
on public opinion. It ia working on the
fears of business men. Isi1s tryiog to
creato alarm in the minds of those who
arp conservativae In all things. It is
organizing a campalgn; It {8 atriving to
make these conventiona respectable by
prevailing on reputable business men to
act a8 delegates.
