He Orel Fishing For Trout In tlio Fruit¬
ful Jtreams of North Carollnn--Uo Re¬
lates the Story or now Ho Killed Ills
First Fish.

The stiir of onipiro is moving iu this di¬

rection nt present, nud tho untrodden wil¬
derness echoes the telephone "Hello!"
uul us theso echoes run together thoy
rspress my opiuion of tho average tele¬
phone. Short distance telephones work
butter forme than city teluphou.es, how¬
ever. I geucrnlly get the central office
all right, ami "central" places ruo in
connection with the boiler works. I sny:"No; do not givo me the boiler works.
I wuut you to give me the Astor House.1'
And while I am reading tho rules aud
things they claim that I was presented
with the Astor House, and then it was
returned unclaimed to tho owuer.

I never got a message of my own over
a telephone to its destination, aud tho
only message I over got straight from
an}- ouo else was a reqnest to pull my
front tooth out of tho instrument aud

givo it back to tho company. Yes; a
sweet voiced girl old enough to havo
been my father said that to me in a
large city over tho wires once iu tho
purple past.

I am fishing hero for trout and restor¬
ing tired nature by wading iu the ico
cold streams by (lay and making ar¬
rangements by night for kind neighbors
her;- tu meet me along the streams with
tu ut ou the following day.
My physician ndyised me to como

here, and fearing that I might overtax
myself ho came along, and when he
thinks I have done enough he takes mo
uway to a spring by the inouutaiu brook,
where the wild thyme blows or the mint
or something that has medical properties
in it, and out of a large carboy of fluid
extract of some kind marked "Poison"
and "For Medical Purps (Inly" ho makes
a sort of infusion or treatnrnte that
shows what rapid strides the practice of
medicine is making.

Trout hero arc very plentiful indeed.
Even the bear, the wolf, tho panther
and the serpent scoot around the uplands
yet,, and I was told that salt placed iu a
retired spot would bring the bear in
great quantities, as they are very fond
of salt.
Maybe this is not true. A neighbor

who had been soiling mo what eggs I
used OH tho farm for two years told mo
that my hens needed corn soaked in
bi ine, aud that I would find this a good
tiling, as it would also have a tendency
to .keep them out of the garden. It did
keep them out of the garden, but not
out of a future state.
We farmers believe too readily what

is told us. Wo aro not conservative
enough, especially when we go to town.
Politically, too, I can say, for one, that
in trying to believe everything that was
told mo I have two or three times
"overhet" myself.

Perhaps it might interest tho trno
sportsman if I were to tell how I killed
my first trout here. I have n beautiful
rod, which was a gift from a great
manufacturer of these artistic imple¬
ments. My lino is a perfect dream, and
I borrowed a sweet little nickel reel of
a young lady here whose kindness I
shall never forget while reason contin¬
ues to usurp ber throuc.

I have a volume of dies, some of them
with yellow bosoms nud blue feet, while
others have a more hectic complexion,
with moth patches on them. Some are
called coachmen. I used nt first a fly
that I made myself according ton rec¬
ipe of Mr. Seth Greon's. If 1 could
have thought of it in time and handed
in my design previous to the creation,
some of my friends think it would have
been adopted.

It is across between the snake feeder,
or dragon fly, and the infant buzzard.
But it frightens a dumb animal so to
look nt it, and it makes such a plunk in
costing it, that I took one that I bought
at onr store at home. Attaching this to
sis feet of strangulated "leader," and
that again to the line, 1 looked careful¬
ly- to my reel and rod, put OH a pair of
wading boots, and the first day got
mired.
That evening we played si>: hand

euchre.
On the following day I cast my fly a

few times, but got no results until I put
on a tall acrobatic worm. Long before
evening I got n rise. Trout hero rise
readily to the worm. I was so surprised
at the attack of the trout that 1 almost
forgot to play him, but coolness soon
comes to the true sportsman.

Noticing that the stream did not give
innch room for playing tho speckled
beauty*, as ho is culled, I threw him into
tho top of a dead tree, resolved to dash
ont his brains, or, failing in that, to
sell my life as dearly as possible. It did
dot kill him at once, but while debat¬
ing whether I should climb the. tree

with my hnntiug knife and dispatchhim or wot a lucky thought came to
me, for fortunately at such a time I am
almost shxo to have uiy wits about mo,
und it occurred to mo that I wonld re¬
main at tho foot of the tree until ho
died from exposure.

I realize thut in giving the abovo de¬
scription there is little of interest to tho
eoaiy© youth who simply feeds a tront
what ho likes best to eat and then jerks
him out and sells him to thotruo sports¬
man, but by any oue who has for years
talked and thought of nothing hut an¬
gling und meantime lived ousnlt mack¬
erel and canned salmon I know that ev¬
er}- lino will he read with interest.

This is a most beautiful country, and
so full of game and (ish, having been
preserved for over five years, that it will
soou bo full of people. Many precious
stones nro found here aud rich minerals
of every description. A largo basin be¬
tween tho mountains will bo flooded
and an artificial lake thus made. A rail¬
road is almost completed* to Brevard, a
morning's rido from Sapphire, and very
soon this wild and delightful solitndo
will also have thochoo choo cars scaringtho

Everywhere I

Four bountiful waterfalls, each over
100 feet high, are within a comfort¬
able walk from the Sapphire Board of
Trade building, and oue that is over 200
feet high is within easy distance. Oue
can hardly say enough or be fairly in-
telligiblo in trying to give those niouu-
tains their due, aud to be extravagaut
would bo impossible.
The rid" even by earriage, or voiture,

is not at all difficult, und the quarters
here are already very comfortable. The
all pervading bloomer and leather leg-ging are already here, and the merry,mocking laugh awakes the slumbering
echoes where time and solitude for cen¬
turies have had it all their own way.

I cheerfully speak of this beautiful
regiou iu nustiuted terms of praise be¬
cause it is not for sale. It has not yel
even a fancy hotel tin-owing out induce¬
ments to the hectic but wealthy wan¬
derer who has speut all bis health get¬ting wealthy and who is uow spendiugall his wealth getting healthy.
Tho ruby is found here ; also gold and

silver. The celebrated corundum dis¬
coveries aro all about here. The beryl
and tho amethyst are, too, owned iu
perceptible quantities.
Thorazorbaek hog may be seen roam¬

ing through tho woods here and there,
stropping himself on a shag bark hick¬
ory and putting a feather edge nu Iiis
back, so that he can cut his way throughlife.
Tho people uro pleasant and obliging.They talk freely to ouo and give all the

information iu their power. Along tho
road ouo stops to get a drink of water
at ouo of the countless springs and ask
the distance. Every ouo is kind aud getsthe coolest water possible, tells you the
distauce to the place yon waut to reach
and always throws in some original esti¬
mates. Hehates to get muuotonons, and
bo be gives you something new and
startling every time regarding distances.
Ho is liko the man who corresponded
with President Jefferson for a time, but
broke off tho correspondence because
Jefferson was such ad-d monotonous
speller.

Brevard mid tbe upper French Broad
valley are the coming fields for tho
farmer. The railroad will reacli Bre¬
vard in September, and the vast fields
of corn aud grain are waiting for it,
holding their breath, as it were. For¬
merly all theso crops have been toted
over indifferent roads to Asheville, 30
miles away.
A good way to visit this conntry is to

start from Asheville by diligence aud
reach r.iy honse tor dinner at 12 o'clock,
where u good meal is served at $ii per
plate; horses fed on homegrowu hay at
$1 per plate. Then Brevard can be made
by evening, where a good hotel, sur¬
rounded by night blooming dogs, may
bo found. Brevard lias a lively paper
called Tho Hustler aud offers a first
class point for some one to start a gc<od
religions weekly also. Corn whisky may
be obtained by going out of towu to¬
ward Sapphire a few rods and turning
