Corean Paper,
The statement is made by a writer |
in the Apotheker Zeitung that a re-
markable kind of peper is produced in
Corea entirely by manual labor and
withont the use of machinery. Its
qnality excels that of the very best
made in China or Japan. The raw |
material used for this paper is ob-
tained from the bark of Broussonetia
paprrifera, which is collected in the
spring and beaten in water containing
a large admixture of wood ashes, until
rednced to thick pulp: this is taken 1n
large ladles and spread npon frames of
bamboo, and 1o this way formed
thin sheets.
