EDUCATIONAL NOTES.

oOnly one person in every 1,000 in
Denmark is unable to read and write,
ps compared with seven out of every
1,000 In the United States. Of 260,
000 Danish children of echool age only
370 failed to attend school durlng the

venr 1911,

These and other significant facle are
brought out by H. V. Foght of the
United States Dureau of Education.
Nr. Foght recently visited Denmark
to make personal investigations con-
cerning school conditjons and has pub-
lished the results in a bulletin Just is-
sued.

Compulsory attendance upon school
between the ages of 7 and 14 is so
strietly enforced in Denmark that “Lthe
few who persist in avolding their legal
responsibilities are punished so severe-
Iy that they are glad enough to change
their minds.

According to Mr .Foght the Danish
schools are run six days in a woek, giv-
Ing at least 246 school days Lo the Year
The people are so imbued with the
gpirit of education that they will go to
gny extremity to keep childron in
school.

School life 18 made attractive by

giving a large place to popular songs. |

“All teachers,” says Mr. Foght, "must
be able to instruct their pupils in mu-
gie whether they can sing or not. The
teacher almost invarizbly accompan-
fes the song with the. violin, wwhich
all teachers know how to use.” School
musie includes patriotic, religious, and
folkk songs.

Danish schools do nol use a epolling
beol. Spelling is taught ad o part of
the reading process.. Grammer fs like-
wise tanght largely through "doing"
as Mr. Foght oxpresses it. “Dictatlon
is given from some classic; this is tho
annlyzed and rules of grammar are
applied &s needed.” The Bible is
strongly emphasized fn all the schools.

Children at school wear slippers and
the girls wear short bloomerlike
skirts. In thelr physical exerclises,
which have a prominent part In even
the rural schools of Denmark, the pe-
cullar dress of the girls serves them
well in giving freedom of movement.

Mr. Foght says that the secret of
Denmark's high place in educational
affaire lies in the hold which the
tencher has on the entire people. Ev-
ery teacher is a professional teacher.
The salaries arc among the highest
given to any class of workers. Teach-
re’ houses with valuable ploces of
land attached are furnished in addi-
tlon to the already liberal salaries.
Teaching is, from every standpoint,
made homorable in Denmark. The
teacher has high social ranking, I8
leader in both church and State, and
is Invariably peunsloned for disability
Cr age.

Teachers so thoroughly furnished
and working under such hapy condi-
tions very naturally exemplify o high
crder of teaching. Mr. Foght says:
“The Danish teachers draw upon their
broad general reading and experience
for much of the classroom materials,
instend of depending upon textbooks
to furnish so muchetaoletnoinetacin
to furnieh everything reguired.

Greatest Season
InTrotting Game

NEW YORK, Dee, 9—More trotting
meetings were. held in America the
past season than in any other, year in
the history of the sport. Up to De-
cember 1, W. H. Gocher, secretary
of the Natlonal Trotting Association,
had received reports of 1,368 meet-
inga held -this year on ftracks in the
United States and Canade.

How closely harness raclng Inter-
ests are bound up with the fairs, big
and 1ittle, Is indicated by the fact
that 76 per cent of all the trotting
meetings held last season took place
between August 1 and October 15.
This is the period during which nearly
all fairs are held, and it is probabls
thnt more than' 75 per cent of all the
races botween these dates were trot-
teﬂ on the fair grounds of the states
and the dominion.

The 1,368 meetings of the. season
were held on something like 1,200
different tracks. About 1,300 of the
meetings were on half-mile tracks,
There are 93 mile tracks in the Unit-
ed States and Canada, but some of
these are used only for training pur-
poses and are not.for racing. Meet-
Ings were leld on 4P mile tracks this
yvear. There are in the United States
and Canada four trotting tracks of
one—third of a mile in length. Threa
