The people of ibis community who have been daily wit¬

nesses of the progreu upon the new building for die Fair¬
mont State Normal school and the work that is bong ear¬
ned on in the buiMing now in use know where some of the
money that has been spent by the state has gone and they
are in a position to form some idea as to whether or not it
has been wasted or applied to an unworthy purpose.
Would the critics of Republican management of the state
stop expenditures of that sort? It is a fair inference that
the other institutions maintained by the state are as care¬
fully conducted as is the local school.
No one is foolish enough to believe that if the govern¬

ment of the state were turned over to the Democrats there
would be a reduction in the amount of money spent
Indeed, if the example of the federal government may be
accepted as a criterion the exact opposite would be the
case. The best that any honest political party or candi¬
date am promise is that for every dollar paid out the pub¬
lic will get 100 cents in value returned, and that not a

penny is spent foolishly. Upon that point Judge Robin¬
son has placed himself on record. In his Huntington
speech he said that he stands for economy without parsi¬
mony. This means that if he is elected governor the wise
policy of maintaining the normal schools and the other
state institutions upon a plane of efficiency will be con¬
tinued. Where do the Democrats stand? If some of their
newspapers and spokesmen may be taken at their word
there is no telling what will be done about the schools
and the hospitals. It may be taken for granted, however,
that they will be weighted down with the very last place¬
man they can be made to maintain, and that no attention
will be paid to the kind of service the public, which pays,
gets out of them so long as nice soft berths for "deserving
Demcrats" are safe.

IS WILSON A DEMOCRAT?
THE most significant feature of the presidential cam¬

paign that has developed so far is the turning of the
independent, or if you please, the mugwump vote in

the direction of Mr. Hughes. It was this vote that brought
about the election of Cleveland in both of his successful
campaigns and it was largely instrumental in putting Mr.
Wilson in the White House. Unless he gets all of this
element of the electorate there is not the slightest hope that
Mr. Wilson can be reelected. And it seems to have gone
away from him completely.

For instance, Nicholas Murray Butler, president of
Columbia University and one of the most influential of the
independents, has come out vigorously in opposition to
President Wilson. He has prepared a paper for use in
the Maine campaign in- which he attacks the present ad¬
ministration as incompetent and vacillating. In this paper
among other things the distinguished educator says:

"The Democratic pledges of 1913 have been
treated as scraps of paper and abandoned be¬
fore the higher political necessity which con-
sists in votes at any cost. Where Republican
policies seemed hopeful they have been seized
upon, altered for the worse, and proclaimed to
the country as Democratic triumphs. The one
great victory of the administration is "over
the Democratic party and Its principles.
Thomas Jefferson would turn in his grave it
he could read the legislation of the past four
years. Andrew Jackson would stand amazed
before the Mexican imbroglio, Samuel J. Til-
den and Grover Cleveland would have ill-con¬
cealed indignation at what has masqueraded
as Democracy. Republican victory in Novem¬
ber is essential if our country is to be made
fully conscious of Its duties and obligations
both at home and abroad, and made ready to
meet and discharge them."

Breeders of thoroughbred leghorns
In their several varieties out-number
tho breeders of any other kind of pureblood chickens In West Virginia, ac¬
cording to a bulletin on that subject
Just published by the state department
of agriculture. Plymouth Ilocks rank
a close second, with Rhode Island
Iteds coming third. There are 435
breeders of Loghorns, the white vari¬
ety being the favorite with 304 of the
number Barred Plymouth Rocks are
bred by 239 fanciers in the state; and
Rhode Island Reds are the favorites
with 230 breeders. Other favorite

'breeds are the Orpingtons and Wyan-
dottcs and there are a few breeders
of numerous other kinds.

Tho Woston Free Press says: From
Roanoke, one of the largest shipping
points in Lewis county for live stock,
thero wore shipped 10 or 12 loads of
lambs and cattle last week, and at
Arnold Smith & Cunningham loaded
two loads of lambs, P. H. Crawford &
Sons four loads of lambs and E. F.
Garrett oho load and Fisher & Jack
two loads of cattle.

John Matthlson, of Wheeling, who
recently returned from the military
training camps at Plattsburg, In con¬
versation with a Wheeling Telegraph
reporter said that West Virginia has
been well represented at the camps
all summer and that the boys from this
state have beon leaders there.
"Many of the West Virginia con¬

of this amount will be expended be¬
fore June 30, when tbe fiscal year
ends. The two new battleships au¬
thorized March 4, 1815, were not be¬
gun for many monthB and no payment
on their account la likely this year.
Congress appropriated $5,400,000 for
submarines, but only about $2,350,000
was expended. In fact, this year has
been the worst from the standpoint
of naval construction that has oc¬
curred In many a long day. In view
of the condition ot the Treasury and
Secretary McAdoo's Insistence that all
headB of departments so handle their
work as to mako tho bills come In as
far in the future as possible, there Is
considerable suspicion atpong Repub¬
licans that after the "preparedness
program" has been duly utilized tor
election purposes, there will bo a
slump, so that the next administra¬
tion will have to pay the bills.

Cringing under the White House

lash, the Democratic Senators who on
Monday disobeyed President Wilson's
mandate and voted to take up Immi¬
gration bill hastily crawled on TueB.
