rock and roof falls, two to motor accidentsand one to electricity. Fayette
county ranked second with seven fatal-
ities, of which were caused by roof
falls, three to motors and one to a

mining machine. Raleigh county had
four fatalities. Harrison, 3; Kanawha,
ami Logan, 2 each: Marshall, Mercer,
Mingo and Mongalla, 1 each. Of those
killed. 22 were American horn and 8
