throw of all common sane, bloody monsters as dictators,
the establishment of Codlessness and the passage of many jjinsane laws governing life in all its expressions. In Russia,
this was Bolshevism.
The third phase in France was desperation. This countrybecame desperate from the frightful conditions imposedby the neurotics and criminals who ruled under the

tenor. In their colossal ignorance, and worse, they had
brought disorganization, starvation and suffering upon a
people who asked for democratic freedom and were given
a stone by the Lenines and Trotzkys of that day. Russia
has experienced this phase to the hilt during the last two
years. We need not dwell on its horrors.

From desperation and suffering France developed a,
strong army and hardness as a people. She put down civil
war and gave no quarter to the rebels.men, women or
children. Her armies threatened the frontiers, and the
other nations, frightened at her military display and successes,made peace with her. Today this phase, the period
of reaction, is opening in Muscovy. Russia has a sternly
disciplined, excellently equipped and well-fed army of a |million men, including Chinese and other barbaric fighters
for profit. This army has routed the rebels right and
left, and forced peace with its nearest neighbor, Esthonia,
insuring a seaport for Russian commerce, while the other
nations.England, France, and America.have with-
drawn.
So far a oerfect parallel of France. The oueslion be-

fore the world today.and it ought to be a burning ques-
bon.is: Will the parallel be continued to the next phase?
The further reaction in France was Napoleon, the man

of blood and iron, the scourge 'of the world. History
rhows that the whole French people supported him when
he carried fire and the sword over Europe repeatedly. The
people who were for freedom, for equality and fraternity,
a short ten years before, now became the ruthless oppressorsof nearly the whole civilized world, the tyrants of
humanity. Wherever a Frenchman set his feet, there the
rights of people ceased.

Will there a Russian Napoleon? Can a parallel carried
so far, now dissolve into nothingness? Will the Russian
bear, who has fought all his life, now tamely subside and
lie down in peace? Will he lose his centuries-old appe-
tite for other people's territories, for the loot of conquered
lands? Let's watch that same Russian bear!

No one, perhaps not even the men who have
the investigations In charge, can tell when we shall be
able to control cancer as we control diphtheria and
typhoid, for instance, but the knowledge that something
tangible is being accomplished ought to free from morbidfear the children of cancer victims and remove that
nameless dread that lurks in the sub-conscious mind of
many people after they pass into the cancer age. Sciencehas worked many a miracle. There is every reason
to believe that it will bo equal to winning the fight with
cancer.
