This
means that checks drawn od all banks,
in that state will" be receivable by allj Federal Reserve banks lor collection
and credit at par in accordance .with
published time schedules.

While progress in the direction of
universal par collection has been
rapid in all part of the district, there
are still a considerable number of
banks in Virginia, North Carolina and
South Carolina that have not yet signifiedtheir willingness to do their
part in bringing about the universal
par collection of checks.

Of the 29,686,banks. in the Un't"d
StaleB .more than 25,700 arc on the
par list. While a considerable percentageof non-par banks are located
to Virginia, North Carolina and South
Carolina, it is the hope of the Federal
Reserve bank of Richmond that tha
Fifth district will be 100 per cent parwithin the next few months.

All the non-par banks are in a positionto take advantage of the parcollection facilities of the Federal Reservesystem through their member
bank correspondents, and it is no
more than rair that they should do
their part to make,the system comIpletely effective.
