Car shortage was again keenly folt
on the Monongah division of the Bal-
Te & Ohio raflroad today when
the total mumber of cars was 617 or
bat six cars more than on Tuesday.
The car supply for the first three days
of this week is far below that of the
crresn~=2ing days of last week, Dur-
ing the first three days of last week.
there were 3247 cars on the divialon
or an average run of 1082 cars a day.
This week there were &n u?en.tﬂ
of but 2630 .cars during the first three
days or an average of but 877 cars a
day. When the coke and privately
owned cars are deducted there are but
547 cars in the region and after the
100 or more assigned cars ars su
tracted the total number of available
coal cans drop down to 447 or less.

The cars on the division are clads-
| ified as follows: Open, 547; coke, 16;
i e e X, 12; M. V. T, 42. The early
morning placement today was 517-The
cars left over from Tuesday were 5.
As  result of the car shortage ther®
mines jdle today. Quite &
few of the large 'mining operations
are badly affected today owing to the
car shortege.

Assigned cars coming at a time
when the cars are sg short has had
a bad effect on the coal mining in-
dustry. It means that twenty-five
per cent or more of the tonnage is
being secured by rallroads and has a
tendency to reduce the amount of
commercial coal, which has almost
gone out of sight in price.

Cars are scarce on the Mononga-
hela railroad today also. Not a sin-
gle empty was placed today in the
‘West Virginia division of the road and
it was reported today that there were
none in sizht for Thuraday. In the
Pennsylvania end of the road therd
were 134 emptes placed. On Tuesday
there were 250 loads of coal and coke
moved on the Pennsylvania railroad
out of Brownsville, Pa, There are
yet 1340 loads of coal and coke accu-
mnlated there. As yet the P. & L. E.
railroad has been unable to move any
coal owing to the switchmen's strike,
