DECIDED TOMORROW

The Associated Press.)--Seventyninegolfers, survivors of a field of
325 which numbered the champions
and most of the great players of
every golfing nation in the world,
today started the seventy-two hole
play for the American open golf
championship, shooting over the
Sltokie course with playing conditionsas near perfect as human
hand and ideal weather could make
them.
Tonight these stars will have

reached the half-way point.thirty|six holes.and tomorrow will come
the final half of the titular contest
with the player turning in the lowestmedal score for the two days
officially adjudged the American
open championship, and probably
unofficially awarded by many the
title of world champion.
While pairings mean nothing in

u ineaai ^core tournament., a giunce
through the pairings for today's
play gives an excellent idea of the
comprehensiveness of the field.

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Extensive Investigations of
Planet Made During Recent

MonthsFLAGSTAFF, Anz.; Tuly 14..
Members of the staff of Lowell Observatoryhere are elated over recentstudies of the planet Mars,
which, they assert, hear out the
theories of the late Percival Lowell,
founder of the observatory, as to
snowfall and vegetation on the littlered planet. Mars, nearest neighborof this worll with the exceptionof "Venus, is closer to the earth
now than at any time In eighteen
years. Observations have been in
progress for the past five months
each hour of every night that
weather conditions would permit.
Hundreds of photographs and
charts have been made.
The seasons on Mars have the

same significance as on our earth
and occur in the same manner, but
are about twice the length of our

own, according to Doctors E. C.
and V. M. Slipher of the observatorystaff. A statement by them on
the results of the latest ooservationshere follows:

'"Winter has been occurring in
the southern hemisphere of the
planet Mars and the extensive dark
areas there are now faint and have
been so for some time, betokening
the dead season of vegetation in
conformity with the view held by
Lowell regarding the seasonal
changes on the planet.

"The large winter cap of white
about the south pole of Mars, which
for some months has appeared to
consist of only mist or cloud coveringthe south polar regions of the
planet down to latitude forty degrees,is now dissipating and disclosinga mantle of snow beneath.
The spring season for the southern
hemisphere is now approaching, the
season there at present correspondingto our March 21, and these
changes are characteristic of late
winter over the south of Mars.

"In the northern hemisphere
autumn is arriving and the polar
cap there has already become conspicuous,having increased rapidly
during the last few Maritian nights.
On the night of June 17 it was observedthat when the planet's longitude2S5 came into Maritian sunrise,and therefore visible to us.
that a vast area there had during
the preceding night been covered
by a bright canopy. This bright
hood faded off toward the equator
but was discernible down nearly to
fifty degrees north latitude and
veiled the darker markings of the
northern part of the planet. This
event marked the first really big
autumn storm ip the northern hemisphereof Mars so for this year.
On that date the Maritian season
corresponded to our Septemper IS.
Early indications of autumn made
their appearance a month and a
half ego at a Martian season correspondingto our late August. These
observations have been recorded
on photographs.

"These conditions and changes
occurring in unison with the planet'sseasons indicate that conditionsare more analagous to those
of the earth than to any of the otherplanets."
