President w^-ding1b not that type of man. in his
public utterances since ho has
been In the White House. PresidentHarding has lost no opportunityto Indicate his appreciation of

He
does not assume, as some seem to
do. that when he disagrees wim
members of Congress, they tnu. t
be fools or crooks.

well be followed by other gentlemenwho seem willing to draw the
limelight, of public attention by ,i
cowardly attack upon congressmen
and senators in general when thoy
htfve not the courage to be specific
in criticism."
