The Bcrxinu Oil Well. The oil well in
I'ithole, which took fire two weeks ago, is
till burning fiercely, the flames covering a
lace ot turtv feet square, and rising to the

height of sixty and sometimes a hundred
feet, lighting up the whole region, so that
one can m to read by their lir,bt at the dis
tance of lour or hie miles, iaeir roaring
is heard distinctly a mile oS. At times they
burn with a iicrccness which threatens to
burt-- t the earth and engulf all around. The
well had been "ftruck'- -

two weeks, and was
flowing oil and water with strong force of
gas, when one evening, while the workmen
were at supper, tbe fire broke out, communi-
cated by the engine, as supposed It was

suing lroin the driving pipe, anu was ui
three or four feet in diameter ; in two or
three days the pipe was melted off. and it
pre&d over its present ground, ueiying an
fforts to subdue it. Its intense beat has

baked the earth around it for five hundred
feet ; beyond that it has hastened vegetation
with astonishing rapidity. The trees are
budding, and some ot them are airoaay in
leaf. Tho grass is two inches high.

What is most curious is that tbe attempts
to put it out by pumping water upon it from
the neighboring house wells has turned
them into valuable oil springs- - A week ago
it was noticed that the effort to quench it
onlv made it burn the hotter and fiercer ;

examination showed that it was oil which
was issuing from the water wells and pour
ed ujwn it,the water having been exhausted.
These wells arc only sixteen feet deep and
arc at least a hundred and fifty feet above the
fiats. There are three ol thein and lour or
five flowing springs. Their water was good
until four days previous, wiien a uisgreeanie
taste was perceived which incrcaeed up to
the time of the appearance ol the oil. Unc
of them belongs to a washerwoman, who

has been ollercd hvc thousand aouar ior

and spring and bole in the ground is gush

in" witn oil. it is oozing up in oumc vi iu
cellars. One man pumped thirty-hv- o bar
rels, worth 3,50 a barrel. Irom hie bouto
wrll in fifteen hlurs Tliov are ladling it
up with dippers into wash tubs and what-

ever else will hold it. The wire men arc
puzzled ; all the more because salt water
