Marshal are the result of
blundering or knavery. We have heard it
charged in so many words, that the census of
Burlington was " stuffed " with false names
We have only to say as to thit that the census
of Burlington was taken under the immediate
personal supervision of U. S. Marshal Gen. Geo.

I. Foster. He and his assistants did their work
under a solemn oath, by which they swore that
they would well anl fiitbfully discharge the
duties of their office, and " make a true and
exact enumeration of all the inhabitants within
the distirct" assigned to them. In the discharge
of their duty, they took our city by streets, and
by bouses, going to every bouse, anl taking the
name, age, etc , of evety person in eaoh h ousc
They did not go to the docks and include the
considerable floating population living on the
canal boats and hanging around the wharves.
Their list is a list of actual residents ; and it is

all in a permanent record, the page of which
are on file in the State House at M.ontpelier
and at Burlington, for the inspection cf any
person who chooses to examine them, and
will all be subjected to careful scrutioy at the
census bureau at Washington. It is not very
likely that the marshals have purjured them-

selves in this matter, by introducing false names,
with the liability of immediate detection, for no
object except to swell for a short time the appar-
ent population of our city. Andexperieneeehows
that the errors of the census, when any occur,
are almost always on the side of omissions.
Names often are omitted that ought to be includ-

ed, but it is not easy to make up fslse returns
BtnrTed with fictitious names.

Those who makes such charges, evidently arc
not familiar with the obvious facts attending the
growth cf our city. Our lumber business,
which has grown up almost wholly within ten
years, now employs 1,200 hands.

Tbe
accident did not hinder her fiom making her

regular trip. The waves Troke agvnnt the

breakwater with such force that it was con-

stantly enveloped with spray, causing tbe la-

borers on the extension to top work and seek
shelter in the lighthouse, and in one or two
other small buildings. A portion of the pier
bnilding for the Rutland Railroad company by
L Whitney was drifted ashore, tiking with it

the schooner "W. W. Wright' that was fasten-

ed alongside ; the schooner grounding in the
tand some few rods from shore. Several
