GEEEE TRAGEDY ET TBOF. II. W. HAYS IS.

The second lecture of the coarse at tlw Univer-

sity was delivered on Wednesday, March 6, by

Prof Henry W. Haynes. In spite of the severity

of the weather, the chapel was filled with a

choice audience, including a number of ladies.

Prof Llavnes1 subject was Gretk Tragtdy
lit Skid be should not undertake to discuss the
obscure and controverted questions of origin
and development of tragedy among the an-

cient Greeks, but would mdeavorto sketch the
general features of those 41 Attic tragedi' of
stateliest aud most regal argument " which
have been the wonder and delight of all succeed-

ing ages, and to show how tbeir purpose was
developed through their ttruoture and chtrae-teriet- ic

elements.
The ancient Greek tragedy differs widely from

the more modern drams, which aims to be a re

of human life. It was in the highest degree
iJcsL The Greek tragedians knew nothing of
the modern idea of poetic justice. Destiny and
not Justice was the great principle they loved to
celebrate, and virtue, not i warded, but strug-
gling dauatlessly against the wrongs of Fate.
Schlegel defines the prevailing idea of Greek
tragedy as the overwhelming sense of an oppres-

sive dtstiny : but he overlook; the fact that this
inflexible Fate is ret in motion by a inferior
power, and that it operates in the service of of-

fended justice. Not Fate but Nemesis was the
ruling motive. Tnie notion of an avenging Nem-

esis, thit cannot be escaped, can be traced
through Homer, ITestod and the Gnomic poets
down to Pindar.

Greek Tragedy was an outgrowth uf religicus
worship It treated lift as the work. ng not ot
individual forces and causes, but of higbe su-

pernatural agents. It embodied the idea of pur-

ification by sullen ng and It rep-
resented min in his critical .moment, strugKliog
fur freedom against the divir.e control. Head-

strong and impious he gains his point but loecs

all beside. The avenging furies are upon bis
track, and calamities crush his proud heart, till
under chastisement he subsides into a iuMim
resignation to the divine decrees But the end
of the tragic hero, is not tlwsy sad When the
vindication of divine justice is completed by pun-

ishment. Prometheus is unchained from bis
rock. Orestes is absolved from bis mttrici le,
and Oedipus, though the evil he has done may
be entailed on his children, descends to bis grave
in peace.

PRACTICAL REMARKS ON DEAFNESS,
AND DISEASES GF THE EAR,

The DUadraataffs of Deatoeai.

Br S. W. SitvTii, M. D.

Deafness is a miifortune very much to be deplored
for we depend upon the sense of hearing tor the de-

velopment of sprech in childhood, and our in true
Hon and social Intercourse in after life. Speech i
acquired by the imitation of sound. ; if, therefore,
a child ii deprived of its hearing, it cannot

or imitatirely form articulate sounds,
though not the least defect exist in the organ cf
voice, because it i impossible to imitate a thing cf
which we have no idea ; or, in other words, which
the brain is prevented from coaceiVia g ; hence, such
children will be dnsnb.

Even after speech bat been completely developed,
it is sometime lost or forgotten, should total deaf-
ness sepervene in early childhood. Children hate
been brought to us for examination, who, having
become totally deaf at the age of ten and een twelve
years, forgot, by liejrrees. the words by wbu h they
were wont coney their idea, unul at length
every recollection of language being obliterated from
memory, they were dumb as those who had been
bora deaf. Neither hearing themselves or other,
speak, their memory wis unable to retain the knowl-
edge ofarticulation.

Such cases, though sad m the extreme, need not
be wondered at when we consider that individual
of ripe years articulate badly, and are una!4e m
properly pitch their voices, should their hearing In-

come ery defective ; they speak sometimes n a
loud, bellowing toce. and at cthtr times not above
a breath.
