He
argued that while the Hepublicnli party
in Vermont declared In tavor of temper-
ance, the pai ty at large was opposed to
prohibition. State laws could repress lint
never stamp out the tnilllc In liquor, be-

cause there were so tunny ways in which
tile State laws could be evaded through
the laws of the national government.
Liquors destined for another Statu could
not be prevented from passing through a
prohibition State, and if there were navi-
gable waters under the control of the
United States within or ail joining the
State the liquor tnilllc could be curried on
by that means In spitu of Statu laws.
Hence national piohibllioli was the L'onl
sought.

The speaker arraigned the Hepubllcun
paitv in Vermont for not stamping out
the tralllc in this State. He said that al-

though the party had been In power here
lor about tillyeais the platform adopted
by their Inst ."state convention was their
condemnation; for it showed that they
had allowed Democratic saloon keeper to
institute and carry on their nefarious
business to an extent which rendered
them unlit to hold ollice. The Uepubli-can- s

had power in this Slate if they so
desired to crush out the liquor tralllc and
he maintained that It. was Inconsistent
with their declarations for them not to
u.--e that power. The speech commanded
the closest attention throughout and was
frequently applauded.

At the conclusion of Mr. Finch's re-
marks the convention adjourned.

An Adilrrss Upon the Claims of the I'ro.

Iillilllim rmly hy Hun. .Iiilm It. I'lnt ll.

Last evening Hon. John Ii. Finch of
Fvauston, 111., addressed a small audience
in the City Hall. The speaker's theme
and eloquent delivery were worthy of a
crowded house. He began by cxpolng
the antagonism of both political parties to
prohibition, and said that in IsM tlie pro-

hibitionists asked eacli of the great iac-tion- s

to adopt the platform that all ques-
tions of fundamental importance to the
people should he submitted to a popular
vote. The Republican party sneered at
us, ami the Democratic party repudiated
us. Thu leaders of both parties know the
power of the liquor organization as a con-
troller ol votes ; arc acquainted with the
renior.selessiiess of its use, and fear it.
To show the ridiculousness of party limita-
tion the speaker instanced the State cam-
paign, in Kansas tour years ugo. The

nominated for governor a man
who was a L'liiou soldier, an upiigh',
Christian man ; tlie Demociats put in op-
position a man who had always opposed
progress In the State, a rebel (luring the
war, and a liquor man. One said it elect-
ed he would protect thu homes against
the grog shop. The other said if he be-

came governor he would pardon every
liquor seller convicted under his adminis-
tration. At tlie polls the l'liiou man went
down, uiid the other man went up. And
this in a Republican State. In the event
of an issue between liquor and no liquor,
tlie whiskey Republicans will deseil tlie
party in every instance as they did in
this.

No man, Mr. Finch said, who
was right on this question
could alfortl to continue in alle-
giance to cither of the two great par-
ties who hoodwinked at the liquor power,
mid in fact were compelled to, in order to
get votes ami avoid political death. It is
ioollsh to characterize the Republican
party us the one of temperance, lor after
you have crossed Mason's and Dixon's
line the Democratic parly is tlie espouser
ot the temperance cause, and .Mr. Finch
cited convincing llgures in proof of Ills
statement. Wisconsin, stiongly Republi-
can, is also a strong whiskey state.
CJeorirla, strongly Democratic, lias !iS pro-
hibition counties out of It;. A good mid-
dle ground which n Republican or Demo-
crat could assume without being called a
traitor to his party, is found in prohibi-
tion, and sooner or later this third party
would be establl-he- d. for it even now held
the balance of power. The speaker pre-
dicted that this time would arrive within
a decade.

from Mr. Murray's graceful pen.

FllIPAY, July 1(1.

A drizly morning, cloudy with some
rain. Left moorings at 8:31) a. in. and
drifted out. 01T lilufT Point ii llghtbreeze
sprang up from the south, southwest,
which gradually freshened. At 0:.')
ii. in. passed Applctreu Point, breeze
growing better. Off Valcour it had
become a good sidling breeze,
and the yacht was moving well
through the liter. Ran up toward Platts-btirg- h

expecting to run in for dinner,
but as the wind still freshened concluded
to keeti'on. Accordingly let her head oil"
anil winged the ails out. The wind wns
now fresh, and tlie yacht sailing dead o

It, wing and wing, ran very fast.
Ruiitul"d up into the cut with wind over
the beam blowing strong mid pttlly ;

water white and streaky as a yachtsman
could wish. How she Hew Maxts bend-
ing like s autl water under the lee
quitter hissing. Countrymen Ushing In a
boat anchored niidwnv between the two
buoy's off Knight's Landing. Signaled
them to glvu us free course as wns out-
right. Thev dltl it, lively enough at last,
as they realized tlie speed with which we
were coming. Our booms swept within
thirty feet of their heads as the yacht
dashed with her gunwale well down, be-

tween the buoys. They'll know the dif-
ference between a yacht and a canal boat
the next time. Swung around In front of
"Samson's" Lake View House at
1:1.) p. in.

July is.
Left moorings Samson's with light

wind, almost none. Two Indies on hoard,
one mi Invalid, cloudy with thunder all
around the horizon, sun scorching hot
when unclouded. A mile north ot Knight's
Ferry the storm burst over Us. Ran in to
ancorage in a heavy squall without reef-
ing but witli two men at the sheets. Tlie
wind was very heavy, and between the
crash of thitnder.the plunging ot rain, the
Hashes ot lightning and the roar ot Un-

wind, as tlie yacht with swelling sails and
masts ami booms well bent swept on, we
hud us pretty a (lush for cover its any
yachtsman cofild ask for.

July 1!.

A misty day. Thunder all around the
sky. Dead calms and sudden gusts, with
splashes of rain that levelled the hike us
It it rained oil. We had three squalls in
succession. Reeled once, when how it
blew The lake all black and white and
overhead black clouds with white scuds
Hying aoross them. What it day for yacht
lug! Hut the yacht worked well under
all conditions. Nothing was lost over-
board, and nothing parted or gave way
under Use and strain, and so we Moated
into moorings at i p. in., well content as
we should be. To this brief log we would
add thu following notes :

On this cruise the circumstances were
most trying for pleasure yachting. There
was much iuiii and high, sudden winds.
Rut no discomfort wns expeiieneed by
those on board and in none of tin- - squalls
were the passengers or Iurniliings wet
w ith water either iroin above or below
and no one was "nervous-- ' lest they should
be "up set."

In no squall was the gunwale of the
yacht ever within tour inches of tlie water
ami the opinion seems to lie justilletl by
the tacts of the case that when ballasted
properly her present ennva cannot upset
her. Not knowing who may sail her in
tlie tuture Mr. Murray begs leave to sug-
gest to her tuture commander the follow-
ing :

1. Hallast her down an inch or two be
low the painted water line mid trim her'
nv it. isnlia-- l needed, say uiou pouuus.

J, In squalls, single reel if ou have
time, but if not sail her up into them with
coullilencu at the helm anil two men at
tlie sheets and keep .our eye not on the
gunwale but on the masts ami sails. In
brief the canvas or masts or both will lie
blowii.out of her bufoieshe.thus ballasted,
will be blown over.

a. In sailing unknown waters work her
with half centre board uuless you have
a good lookout, and in sailing up for an-
chorage and in reefy water have no board
down at all. You w ill 'ind her work well
uiid miike verv little leeway with her
board wholly up.

1. A single reef in each sail will enable
you to lay your course wltii a beam wind
when blowing a gale. Thus reefed she
can sail the length ot tills hike with u
pleasure party on board when not a boat
on tlieso waters, big or little, except the
"Vermont'' would (hire venture out. Mr.
Murray gives it as Ids deliberate opinion
that nothing but gross mismanagement
on the part of the sailing master can ever
cause the yacht to founder or prevent her
bringing her company safely into port.

r. Mr. Murray had taken the liberty in
compliment to the city where shy was
built and is to be owned to name her the
"liiirliugton." Helms done this without
consulting the wishes of her owners, mid
hence subject to their approval.
