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ENGLISH SERVANTS,

THEIR RIGHTS, THEIR WRONGSTHEIR
FAILINGS'

Anil Their Oood qunlltles liollclous Ac-

ceptance of Servitude Old Sorvnnts
nml How They nro Cured For

Young Servant, mid How Tlicy
are Trained.

Next to Ivy covered rnlns the American
travelling In England admires those elll
clent servants by whose trained labor an
English home la kept up to tho highest
level of domestic science. Always on the
lookout for the best article In every de-

partment, the American eagerly Imports
English servants Into the United States,
only to And In tho conernllty of canes.thnt
his venture hns not been crowned with
success, and that tho foreign servant is
quite, as faulty, In many If not all respects'
hh is the homo reared competitor.

The Enullsh servant, like everything
else English, is au accretion of many cen-

turies. The common sayiun in England
is, that It takes three generations to make
n gentleman. Hut the truth is, that the
gentleman, like the poet, U born not
made ; while tho English servant come
not of three generations only, but of n

long line o ancestors in servitude. Thest-servant- s

also receive Individual trnlultig.
to lit themselves for the work they engage
to perform. Organizations for tho tuition
of duties necessary in house and home
work are exceedingly numerous in Eug-land- ,

nnd overy humble cottage is the
scene of daily drill of children by a moth-
er ambitious to see her offspring tnstalled
as petin inent, if humble, members of the
household of well to do people.

English domestic servants liavo a cer
tain social (status which is n matter of en
vy among themselves. Headers of Thack-
eray are iictiualnted with the coiistqiten
till humor of Jeem3 Yellow-plush- ; bill
Atnerlcatib find it difficult to understand
how any inan especially a tall, heavy,
tine looking man us these servants usually
are cau be proud o( occupying the post
tion of ti servaut. It Is all a matter of how
the community in which one lives regards
these things. In Eugland the upper ser-
vant, nmle or female, ha a higher social
rauk than thatof n mule or female arti-
san. The life of servants in wealthy fami-
lies is an exceedingly comfortable one, in
which almost all the pleasures of wealth
are enjoyed, without any of its dirking
cures. However they may bo looked down
upon by their employers, the servants of
f'iniilies of title are the potentates of their
own social world. The butler or valet, of
a duke meets with the same social defer-
ence in the world of servants, us does his
master in the exalted sphere in which he
ludividitally moves.

Why is it that thesp excellent English
servants are nottqually satisfactory when
transplanted to Ameiicau soil 1 The rea-
sons a1 various. In the llrst placo he or
shen .ger feels the sense of humble-uis- s

w . ion is cultivated so assiduously by
the upper classes in England in the minds
of those who servo them. There is a re-

ligious acceptance of servitude m Eng
land. From every pulpit every Sunday all
over the laud , drenched tho injunction
to "obey your pastors and your miuters,"
to endure in a spirit of devout content,
the position in life "ti which ('od has
been pleased to call you." Oougreve says :

"Nature to each allots his proper spl ere."
thus religion, custom ana poetry are all
agreed that be or s us who is once a ser-
vant should so continue nil through life,
making no effort whatever to change
their lot. The respect for "master" or
"mistress' is ingrained in the character
of the British servant. No matter how
worthless morallysuch au individual may
be, his right to his servants' respect and
honor is never questioned, at miy rate by
the servants themselves. Those who have
travelled in the fc'outh Seas and visited
the little i; land where live the descend-
ants ot the mutineers of "Tne Bounty"
tell us that, bad us was the ship's officer
who led these poole originally from the
right path, chnngi d as is the mental condi-
tion of the children of the men and wo-
men he wronged, nevertheless his name is
always mentioned with respect; never
without the prclU "Mr." sucn are their
English intuitions ; he was a gentleman ;
they, born to the position ot seivltude.

In America ot cottrhe, nous avons
rlmntjc font ccln. On arriving in the
United Mates, what does the English ser-
vant hear ? Why, admonitions in every
way opposed to tho-- e he has hitherto hail
preached to him. Instead of leeling that
it is the right ihing to be satisfied with
his position of servitude, he learns that
such aBeutiment is considered opposed to
all true progress In this country. Abra-
ham Lincoln was a railsplitter; Andrew
Johnson was a tailor. Up! Up I Strive!
Cultivate the demon of unrest and discon-
tent! "Get on I" He scls very likely that
his own employer Is but a common unedu-
cated man like hlmselC. The only differ-
ence between them is what is made by
money ; and that, there is a chimce of nnv
vigorous man acquiring, by energy or luck
In this wonderful country. So why bhould
he pass his time being a servant f espe-
cially as the mere title "servaut" is about
the only one which really carries a social
btlunia with it in America.

With women servants it is just the
Fame. The nice prim girl who was "quite
perfect" in Englaud, soon becomes "de-
moralized" by certain American influenc-
es. A leader ot New York society is
pointed out to her as a girl who ivaH n
chambermaid at a hotel w hen her rich
husband married her. Think of that now!
It may be her luck to repeat the experi-
ence, who knows ? The cheap story pa-
pers are full ot romances of mill bauds
marrying mill owners, and barefooted
farmers.' daughters capturing the hearts
of railroad kings. Naturally such a girl
no longer has any head for her work. She
btenmes listless, and her employer impa-
tient. A rupture Is the inevitable conse-
quence, und tho verdict goes forth from a
jury of matrons, "English maids aro no
better thnu any other servants In Amerl
ca "

English servants who have lived with
Americans dud It difficult to tret places
ag'iiu with English families. Naturally
tlie-'- latter dread the more free and easy
ways intn'which such servanth have lall-en- ,

and prefer to hire persons who have
not been brought under democratic iullu-ence-

The impression prevails, even
among Americans themselves, that Amer-
icans do not know iiovv to treat f ervauts,
being at once too lax ami too exacting
with them. There is a great deal of truth
in lids. Not within the limits of a book,
much less a single article, would it be
potsiblo to explain the many forms in
which English haughtiness and pride ot
position manifests itself towards Its servi-
tors, and succeeds In maintaining Its pow.
or when wealth has gone and even social
disaster has supervened. Great affection
often exists between employers and thilr
servants In England, just as it formerly
did between masters and slaves iu the
South ; aud exactly as iu this latter case
no loss of dlguity is sustained by tho em
ployers In the esteem of thu servant, bf
their sentiments of affection over no pro
found.

hike overy other condition iu the Eng
llsh econptny, the law of master and ser
vaut is clear and well deilned. The daya
of serfdom are long past. Scott's "Ivan
hoe" gives u picture of the period when ii

existed, and it Is a fortunate thing for hu-
manity that only on the printed page is
such thralldom to bo encountered. Now-a-duv- s

the relation of master and servaut
in England is thsstof two persons who
make a voluntary contract, which either
can break at will; with the usual conse-
quence thnt the party In the wrong is lia-
ble to pay damages for the breach. The
servaut undertakes to have competent
Bklll for tho duties, is bound to use duo
diligence, to conduct himself respectfully,
uud to obey all lawful orders of his mus-
ter during the engagement, if within the
scope oithe particular services for which ho
was engaged. A coachman is not bound
to do the duties of a cook, or vice vesa.
Every servant is bound to take due care
of his master's property, ami Is liable to
hu action nt the suit of his master for
ros negligence, nnd also for fraud and

misfeasance. Tlio grounds on which n
servaut may be lawfully discharged nro
wilful disobedience, gross immorality,
habitual neglect, and incompetence. Ho-

me stic servants are engiiKed generally by
tho month, and the engagement may bo
terminated nt any time by gviliig a
mouth's notice on either aide ; or on pay-
ment of a month's wages. Iu case of

without cause, a servant cau claim
a month's wages, but not board wages. It
the discharge is for cause, ot course no
wages can be claimed.

Iu tho matter ot givlnf a character to a
servaut an English oinployo must exer-
cise great caution. While not at all com-
pelled to glvo a character to a servant, for
It is entirely optional, If ho should decldo
to give It, it must be a perfectly true one.
Otherwise, if bad, mi action will lie for
defamation ; while on tho other hand if a
master knowingly gives n false ch tracter
to a servaut who is engaged on the
strength of it by a third party, such third
party can sue siich llrst party, (mould the
former have been robbed by tho servant
who was recommended. Servants show-tu- x

false characters are llablo to be sum-
marily convicted aud fined 'JO pounds, or
imprisoned in default of payment. Any
person writing such a character is subject
to the same penalty.

To keep a servant at all i3 something ot
a responsibility in E.igland. Tho master
is to a certain extent liable for his ser-
vant's actions. Thus if a coachman run
down a person ou tho highway the master
Is liable. If, however, ho was driving the
master's carriage without or contrary to
the master's orders,then the servaut alone
Is liable. To keep a man-serva- entails
a tax In England; gtealer if in livery,
L'teater still If he wear powdered hair.
For this reason, together with the annoy
atice brought about by drutiken men ser-
vants, many families iu England, some of
cotisldera de wealth, are dispensing with
the services of men in the house aud are
employing women as butlers, table wait
iesees, etc. If a master undertakes tc
clothe a servant, with livery or otherwise,
he must provide clothing suitable for the
season ; also proper food if he has engaged
to give food, Neglecting to do this he in-

curs a penalty not exceeding 20 pounds.
A master has some peculiar privileges

relating to his servant. Should any per-
son entice the seivaut away aud theteby
cause loss to the master, the latter may
sue such person for the injury. It a fe-

male servant is seduced, the master can
bring suit against the seducer for los3 of
the woman's services. In case of bank-
ruptcy ot the master a preference is given
to seivatits' wages if due aud unpaid, but
on y for two mouths' .vages, the servant
bMug au ordinary creditor nttr that sum
Tho death of the master Is u discharge o)
the contract.

Such, iu the main, is the law of uiastei
and servant iu England and Ireland. Ir.
Scotland the conditions are somewhat
more favorable to the servant, as the

understood generally to
be for six months instead of ono month
and in case of dNcnargo without cause
the servant cm cuuui not only the bix

months' wages, but board wages for that
period also. Forty days' warning of tlio
termination of the engagement is requir-
ed on either side in Scot land,

From my own experience in housekeep-
ing in England, which lasted several
years, I feel empowered to say that it is
principally through the difficulty wMcli
exists iu dissolving the engagement that is
due the general permanence or servants in
plRces. Iu a fit of temper mistress or ser-
vant may give the notice to quit :
but before the period for patting comes
around each takes a sober second view of
the matter, aud conies to t lie conclusion
that the old conditions may as well contin-
ue. The power to leave it mistress or send
off a servant without an hour's notice
which is possessed iu America is at the
very root of all the trouble concerning do-
mestic, service. Many a decent girl's char-
acter has been lost because she was turn-
ed off by a capricious mistress aud found
herself without a shelter; and many h
home has been sacriilced because the mis-
tress could not endure the burden of
heavy housework which had been thrown
ou her repeatedly by rebellious servants,
who left her without warning.

I have often heard American ladies
peak in unstinted admiration of the neat

nid pretty appearance of tho women ser-
vants who always opeu tho front door in
whht are known as middle class house-
holds in England. Greatfamiliesofcourse
have their butlers, their valets, their foot
men, iheir groom of the chambers ; but
modest households have generally onlj
two women servants, aud go when you
will, one or the other of these will be
found bright, clean and smiling, ready to
open the frontdoor. Au Inexorable though
unwritten law governs this matter, which
might with advantage be enforced in
some American houses. Ills this: The
cook must be dressed, and do no dirt
work from 0 to la every morning and bo
ready to answer tho door bell : the second
girl must have got through all her dim-wor-

and be dressed at 112, ready to taki
the cook's place In answering the door
bell. The cook then goes to her kitchen,
(after taking off her nice clothes) nnd there
she works until after the dinner is over
Evenlug door duty they take on alternat
evenings. Tho girl who is dressed is sup-
posed to do needle work either for the
family or for herself, in tho Intervals of
the door bell.

English servants speak ot my "master"
nnd my "mistress" exactly as tho South-
ern slaves used to do. Toaddrews an em-
ployer as "Mr." or "Mrs." So and so,
would be considered groat impertinence
on tho part of a servant. "Sir" or "Mud-am- "

is expected to accompany every re-
mark, aud while employers very rarely
say "thank you" to a servant, servants
frequently say "thank you" to employers
when there is nothing whatepr to thank
for. American listeners often look upon
this as fearful obsequiousness. In reality
it is only meant and received ns ono ot
the forms of politeness in vogue ill tho
tervant world ot Englaud.
