Mukethe. lamp shudo three times
tho circuinforence of tho frame on which
it i to rest; put alternately rows of lace
und of ribbon. When it Is of snlhcient
width shirr it with four or IIvq rows of
gathering Into shapo at the top, leaving a
littlo standing ruffle about an inch wido of
double satin ribbon. Tho shirring should
ull he in the satin on the ribbon. Tlio new
brass frames for these silk shades arc so
ventilated at thotop that the heat of a Ro-
