Wlth'tho
rnclllties now avall ible In Santiago linrhnr
the pilsoni rs could be imlwrked with far
lew dltliciilty than attend, d the landing
of the troops, notwithstanding the easo
with that feat was accomplls.!ied.

il is Mild that some English line" have
already expressed a willingness to bid.
and It Is probable that one at lea.n of the
eicrinan lines will enter the competition,
but notwithstanding this the oiinrtermns-ter'- s
