The settlement of the July corn cor-
ner and the break from 00c to (i.'.c was
the feature of last week In the grnln
market. Outside of July corn prices
have largely been under the Inlluence
of weather pondltlons. The latest ts

show that tine corn weather Is
almost universal, with crop ondltions
very favorable. Still, fluctuations have
been tho rule fora week.

Tho market on oats has rather sud-
denly advanced very sharply. At Chi-
cago July oats advanced from 57 Ulc
to time. This puts old cash oats In a
very strong position, Dealers well
posted seem to believe that oats nre go-
ing to be very high for the next six
weeks, or till new oats are well Into the
market. It Is even suggested that New
England dealers arp liable to have to
pay as high as 70c for oats within the
next few weeks.

BIRD'S EYE MAPLE.

wood that enjoys tho cognomen of bird's-ey- e

mnplc. Tho public prints havo also
taken tho toplo In hand and more than ono
newspaper has cast doubt upon tho exist-
ence of such a wood In tho natural state,
Tho "Sun' iN. Y.), however, which revels
in tho running to oarth such heresies,
scouted such nn Idea and In this
is harked up by "Scientific American "
The lntter recently mado tho following ref-
erence: ,

Whnt Is hlrd's-ey- o maple? That Is n
question which Just now seems to bo baf
fling not only people who uso furnlturo
made of tills particular wood, but oven
woodworkers themselves. In a recent
number of a woodworking mngazlno nu
article whs published which stated that
ulrd's-ey- o mnph' was not a peculiar maplo,
but simply ordinary maplo cut in a certain
way. In a recent Issue of tho Now York
Sun that statement Is refuted. It is there
stated, on the authority of a woodworker.
that hlrd's-ey- o maplo and curly maple aro
both cut only from the logs of tho rock
maplo tree, Acer saccharlniim, In which
a beautiful lustrous grain Is produced by
Dm sinuous course of tho fibers. This
tree Is not at all the common bard maple,
It Is a hard maple, but It Is full of little
gnarls called eyes. Men looking for
bird's-ey- e maplo logs so through tho
standing timber nnd pick out the bird's
eye maple trees, pnylng for them from
$30 to $50 a thousand feet In the woods.
Ordlnnry hnrd maplo logs nre worth only
from $6 to $7 a thousand feet, It would
be Impossible to cut a pleco of veneenr
with eyes In It from a common hard ma
ple log, and would no equally Impossible
to cut a blnl's-ey- e mnplo log, no matter
how you cut It, bo thnt It would .not shuw
the eyes.

DISCOVERIES IN EGYPT.

Valuablo Finds Nsnr alrirn, by Ameri-
can KxplororH.

News ot interesting discoveries recently
made by the Kcvptlan cxpeelltlnn of the
University of California which Is now
working near (Jlrga, under tho direction
of Dr. Beismcr, has Just Iven received
Some of these discoveries hnve Icel thnso
In charge of the expedition to believe that
tho prehistoric Egyptians W'ero of tho sumo
rnce ns tho Egyptians uniler the Dynas
tic kings. It has been asserted
by Erj ptologlsts that there were two dis-
tinct races.

Dr. llolsner's workmen, while excavating
recently In a cemetery, camo acror.s some
hoelles which had been prrscrvd In a re-

markable way. The people who used the
cemetery hail fortunately chosen a salty
bit of ground for their burying place, and
the soli had mummified the bodies so that
even the most delicate organs had been
prepervcel In many cases. Dr. Relsner
hopes to ho able to send ono of tho hoelles
here.

The greater part of the bodies, however,
are so fragile that they cannot be trans-
ported, nnd they have to bo examined on
the spot If nt nil. In this work much val-
uable assistance wns rendered by Dr.
Ornfton ElUot-Pmlt- to whom the Ithe- -

dlvc granted two months' leavo of abfenc"
from his work ns profcEseir In tho Kho-livl.- il

School of Medicine.
In one cemetery near ellrga Dr. Rclsner's

workmen found three groups of 10 figures
In all of household servants. Some of the
figures wire arranged as if they were car-rvln- g

water, others were making bread,
laying bricks, brushing flics from food. It
Is said that this Is the nrst time In 15 or
CO years that such figures havo been found
In position by European diggers.

In a funeral chamber, around the reflln
of a man of the Fifth Dynasty, were found
in wooden statuettes which nre described
as characterized by rather unusually har-
monious proportions and coloring. It is
slid that th"y represented tho dead man,
his wife and his children.

Among tho most picturesque of the dis
coveries were two ships of the dead of the
Sixth Dynasty fully manned, each with a
captain nnd six rowers a helmsman, a.
cotUn, a reading prlrst and a waiting wo-
man. Other finds were a very full collec-
tion of early Eighteenth Dynasty pottery,
containing some !') pieces, 23 small pois
of alabaster and blue marble, a child's rat-
tle made of baked clay and a number of
bends, knives and pots.

At nirgn the excavators also unearthed
over V houses of the Eighteenth Dynasty.
A number of the hoiibes had cnyly painted
wnlls nnd specimens of these will bo
brought hero.

A numlvr of the skeletons found will bo
presented to the Egyptian government for
exhibition at the medical congress to bo
held at Cairo this coming winter.

THE EARLIEST nOOKS.
A Greek book of the ago of Pericles, or

a Latin book of the age of Cncsar, was
very unlike tho books to which we are ac-
customed s. The material on
which it was writte'ti was paprus, a fab-

ric made out of the pith of the Egyptian
watcr-p- l mt ot that name. This gave a
smooth and pleasant surface' for writing
on with ihe soft reeds which were then In
use; hut unfortunately it was not tough
enough to withstand the disintegrating In-

fluences of time. In every country but one
the ordinary trials of book.s use, negleet,
damp, Insect, nnd tho like have caused lis
complcto destruction. It Is only In the
wonderfully dry climate of Egypt that It
has liee-- able to resist these agencies.
During tho last century, and Increasingly
during the last 25 years, researches In tho.
burled cities nnd cemeteries of Egypt havo
yielded great quantities of manuscripts
upon papyrus mostly fragments, it is
true, but yet sufficient to restore to us sev-et-

works of ancient literature which had
been suppo.-e- d to bo hopelessly lost, and to
show us by nctuiil examples, dntlng as far
bnck ns the beginning of the third cen-
tury U, C what an ancient book was
like.

In another nnd moro noticeable respect
than material, ancient books differed from
modern. Tho papyrus was not cut up Into
leaves and bound Into volumes, llko a mod-
ern book, but was manufactured In loi.g
rolls, which the lender unrolled as he pro-
gressed thiough the work he was reading.
Tho length of thc.sp rolls might bo any-
thing up to about 30 feet, but rarely

this limit; the height would nor-
mally bo nbout nine or ten Inches. A roll
of these dimensions would contain. In mod.
crate-size- d writing, nn ordinary Greek
play, or two books of the Iliad; but 'col-
lected editions of on author's work were
Impossible, except In the form of a great
quantity of separnto rolls. This fact ocs
far to explain why so many works by
writers of tho highest reputation hae
failed to come down to us.

The writing on a papyrus roll was divided
Into columns, the width of which was reg-ulnt-

by the lenKth of the verse, If the.
work transcribed was In poetry, but in
Dip case of pioso works It rarely exco.'dul
three Inches,

Papyrus continued to bo the principal
mnteiial in use for books of tho best qual-
ity until the fourth century of our orn;
but about thnt time vellum, which had pre-
viously been empbyed mainly for Inferior
purpose's, begnn to supersede It, and
theiueforw nrd the best copies of boeiks
were written upon this much more durablo
matcrl.il- .- Frederic George ICcnyon In liar,
pcr's Magazine for August.

SOME MARVELS OF THE TRIBES OF
FINS AND SCALES.

fit of science volunteered to count the
eggs of a codfish found hltnfclf confront-
ed with a remnrkablu proposition.

It is very evident to the statistical nnd
mathematical mind that if all these cod-
fish lived and all their descendant!, nnd so
on for live or six years that the Atlantic
ocean would become clogged by codfish,
Atlantic liners would be stopped lu mid-ocea-

and the resultant plague would
sweep the world of its human inhabit-
ants. This dreadful fate U happily avert-
ed by nature, who provides so delicate nn
adjustment that the supply of fish Is ap-
parently equal to the demnnd.

Nearly nil fish deposit ejrgs by the mil-
lions, the number being extraordinary.
The moment they hatch they constitute
tlie food for prcdnceoiiB fish. Sardines,
herrings, mackerel nnd countless small
fish feed upon their own spawn, and as tho
young grow they become the prey of myr-
iads of fish, birds and seals, so thnt the
survival of the millions produced repre-
sents but a fraction of the original de-

posit.
The methods of fish protection and di-

minution present nn interesting subject,
but In investigating the former one Is nt
once struck with the fact that in almost
every Instance the mother deserts her
progeny, leaving them to the care of the
mnle. Many of tho fish, as the mackerel,
swordfish and otheis, deposit their eggs
In the open sea, where they float along,
the prey of various animals. Others de-

posit them upon tho bottom, and among
the latter are many which erect struc-
tures of various kinds barricades or
forts, as it were for their protection.

An interesting illustration of this has
been noticed in the Saco river, where the
lamprey eel built n veritable fortress. This
was of rocks or stones, somo being hnlf
ns large as a brick, heaped up in the form
of a dam fifteen or twenty feet in length
nnd three or four In height, now the fish
brought the stones together was a mys-
tery until tho act was observed by rome
one. The eels fornged up stream and,
grasping a (.tone in their suckerliko
mouths, lifted themselves from the bot-
tom with u wriggling motion, allowing
the swift current to carry them down to
the heap, where the stone wns dropped.
If a stone was found too lar?e for one,
two lampreys would lift it from the bot-
tom and nllow It to be carried down
btream to the fortress. In this nirgregntlon
of rocks the eggs of the lamprey were de-
posited, and about them the young were
reared, so escaping their many enemies.

A number of fish conceal their eggs in
piles of stones which are heaped up in
this way. Tho dnce is one, the pile or
heap being very small. The stone toter is
another example. The latter fi'-- retains
the castlo year after year. The visitor to
Westminster park, in tlie center of the
St. Lawrence, will find by careful search
in the immediate vicinity piles of stone
three and a half feet in height, some
reaching so near the surface that the
writer touched the top of the nest, nnd a
boat would run Into it. The crevices af-
forded every possible security for tho
young fish.

Among tho ingenious methods for car-
ing for the young and protecting them Is

that in vogue by the lump fish. The ven-

tral fins form small suckers in the fish,
and by them the young cling to the par-
ent, often almost covering it nnd undoubt-
edly weighing It down. When the fish is
swimming, followed by countless num-
bers, it presents so singular an appear-
ance that It is called the "hen aud chick-
ens."

In 0110 of Dr. Livingstone's works on
Africa he refers to the legend or belief of
the natives that a certain smnll fresh wn-

ter fish carries its eggs and young in Its
mouth. This was considered a mere story
of the natives, hut. Inter investigation
showed that this was a habit of tho fish.
Professor Agasslx discovered n fish in the
Amazon which carried not only tho eggs
lu its mouth, but the young, and they re-

mained packed away in its clipfks until
they were literally forced out. The writer
hns observed the male stickleback take its
minute young into its mouth, hold them
for n few seconds and, approaching tlie
nest, literally blow them Into It, repenting
this day after day until the young were
too active to be controlled. A fish com-

mon in the Sea of Tiberius takes its
young into in mouth nnd holds them so
long that often the gills are pressed out,
giving the fish a ludicrous appearance.
The instances where fish endeavor to car-
ry their young or eggs nre many. A cat-

tish at the time of egg laying presses its
lower surface upon tha eggs, which o

to It, ultimately appearing to bo de-

pended from stalks, dangling ns tlie fish
moves along, nnd here they remain until
the tish nre hatched.

Tho male of the llttlo sea horse receives
the young into a pouch nnd holds them,
nnd one of the plp?ti-- hns n similar ar-

rangement, though not so perfect. A little
fish In tho Amazon seizes a root or vine
hanging in the water, attaches refuse ma-

terial to it ind in the Interstices conceals
its osks, which remain there until they
nre hatched. In these ways tho young
fish nre protected from the many enemies
that are looking for them.

Hut whou the eggs are hatched then
they become victims. In many Instances
they nre decimated by their own kind,
nnd few escape compared with the num-
ber hatched, and If nnturc were not so
prolific many tribes would soon become
extinct. New York 'limes.
