VERMONTERS IN OTHER STATES.

Bona and Daughters of tho Qroon Mouu-Btat- o

Prominent Elsewhoro.
Vermont hns contributed, In proportion

to her population a greater number of her
sons and daughters toward tho populating
of other parts of this country than any
other Stnte in the union.

The present populatkw of Vermont con-
sists of 248,130 who wero born In tho Stnto,
tO,7C7 who havo moved to it from other
States nnd 44,744 of foreign blrthmaklng
n total of 343,941.

Thero are also 1CS,542 persona now liv-
ing who wure born In tho Orecn mountnln
State, but who have romovcel to other
parts of the United States. This number
is several thousand greater than tho popu-
lation of Maho nnd nearly equals that of
Delaware, nnd Is almost 60 per cent, of tho
present population of Vermont.

Whllo tho other eastern States havo
given up the tiverago of less than 20 per
cent of those born within their borders
to swell tho population of other States,
Vermont has, In tho past generation,
given over 40 per cent of her native born,

Tho exact percentage of emigration from
tho New England States In the past deondo
In Vermont 40.4 pe.r cent, Now Hampshire
33.8 per cont, Malno 27.9 per cent, lthode
Island 2i3 per cent, Connecticut 21.6 per
cent, ana Massachusetts ICS per cent.

Of every five persons living now who
wore born In Vermont, two havo moved
outside tho Stato to new homes for every
tnree who nave remained In the old homes.

No comment Is necessary on the desira-
bility of Old Homo Weiok In Vonnont. and
it will be, observed during tha week of
August 10 to 18 this year.

An nnaljsls of the distribution of thoso
who havo moved from tho Stato shows
that tho greater part have established
themselves In tho smnlleer places rather!
than in tho large cities, ns there ure onlvi
threo cities outside of New Englnnd where1
they have settled In any considerable num-
bers.

Only 3,96ij havo gone to tho 17 States that
cemstltuto the South Atlantic and south
central groups, and Texas, with 841, henels
the list In the south, while New Orleans
with t'eO heaels tho list of southern cities.

More than tw.WiO, l'i times tho popula-
tion of Nevada, have gone from the tire en
Mountain Stnte to the great West, yet In
only two western cities are more than a
few hundred to be fouml, Minneapolis has
1,125, nnd there are 3.S22 In Chicago.

This Is but a handful In comparison with
the large number that Is distributed In
the great western agricultural regions. It)
eacn oi me states of Washington, Ore-
gon, Indiana anil South Dakota there tires
about 1,600 from Vermont. Both Colorado
nyt llecnii.l . U - 1)1..) i'....uu,, uitjiu eet.iii w.uvv, illlilKansas, Nebraska and Ohio havo upward
of 3,000 each.

Michigan, Wisconsin, Minnesota, Iowa
and California have a total of over 32.0-j-

very eepially dlvldeel between them, and
there are lO.Oue) In Illinois.

More than 4,0oej have gono to New Jersey
and Pennsylvania nnd 23,du0 havo gono to
New York State, yet New York city, with
4,12o to its creellt, Is the only city In this
group of States than can boast of more
than a few bundled Vermontcrs.

Tho other five New England States have
drawn tror than 70,000 from Vermont.
Rhodo Islanel Is the home of 2,97fi, of .vhom
1,210 are In Providence, ami Connecticut Is
the home of R.250 more, 7S3 of them living
in Hartford and 4.'.2 In New Haven. There
are 1,0 In Maine nnd lfi.C7 In New Hamp
shire?, ot wnom 1.M2 are in Manchester.

Massachusetts hns proveel meusr-- attract-
ive to those who havo left Vermont thanany other Stnte in the union, nnd more
than 40,000 have found homes within her
borders. This Is almost 2J per cent, of the
Vermontcrs now living outside their natlvo
Stnte nnd Is sufficient to make a city more
populous than Prockton and nearlv eouil
to Holyoko.

rrevod quite a contribution to their pop-
ulation from Vermont, there being 1,7'll in
Horton. 2.531 In Worcester, 2,f5 in Spring-
field, 1.S52 In Lowell and 1,171 In Fitchburg.

Eator.villo, Fla., Unlquo in the South.
Way down on the tip of tho Florida

peninsula is a little town wlib'h Is wholly
peopled and governed by negroes. It lin'i
a eity government, clubs, churches and
even a woman's club, and Is a splendid
ntyument for tho.e who plead that the
cedor.il man will be a success nnd a help-
ful citizen If he only ge-t- s a chance, says
the New York .Mall nnd Pxpress.

The city Is called Katonvllle, nnel is enie
mile from Mnltlnnd. Its population con-
sists of 13 families nnel n people. It Is
decidedly prerrpfrous, nnd there is not a
single one-roo- cabin In the town. All tho
ihve lllieg.s have three rooms and most of
iiicm more than thnt.

L. II. Iiwrencr, a resident of Maine,
who made his winter home In Florida.
was one time driving through the coun-
try a little ways out of Mallland. Ho saw
somo negroes holding n Sunday service
unoer some trees nnd a little farther on
