REVOLUTION'S FIRST BLOOD

Shod on the Spot Which ban Been
Designated Dedicatory Services

Fellows Falls. Sept. 17. The historic old
town of Westminster eltdicatcd y wlthi
appropriate ceremonies a marker erected
by tin' Hrattlcboro Chapter of the Daugh-
ters of the nicrle.ui Revolution and plac-
ed on the site ot the old court house, where
the fit st blood of the revolution was shod.
William French w is shot and killed horci
by torlos five weeks before thu battle of
I exlngti.n.

A special train at noon brought the'
Hrattlcboro delegation consisting of morei
than lO'i people. They were met ut tho
station bv the Walpole bard and escorted,
to the town hall by young ladles dressed
in white, wllh big bows of tin- - national'
crdors on their shoulders, and members of
the K. II. Stoughton Post and Relief Corps
followed by a long line of school children
carrying flags.

At tho town hall the ladles of West-
minster seived a bountiful dinner after
which the procession was reformed a: c

matched to the site of the old louit h ui-- c,

which Is on the terrace .iKislte the old
cemelrr.N and ovci looking the upper street.
Here a coveted platform had bo.-- erectel
and draped with bunting and Haas. On tin
platform was displayed the ancient drum
which was used on tho 13th ot M iron.
1773. the clay of the massacre, a chair
and window frame from the old court
house. Reside the marker was planted the
top Feetion of the old Hag staff raised from
the tower of the old building.
