One day n funinus scholnslle clergy-nui- n

was talking lo n noted practical
preacher. "How Is It." said he, "that
you can collect such great audiences to
hear you preach? 1 have one of the
best private libraries) in the world. I
upend nt least ten hours n day In my
study with my books, and yet ihe peo-

ple prefer to hear you preach instead
of me. They want to hear your ser-
mons, although you do not work n
third as hard upon them as I do. Half
of your days nro spent In calling and
In wandering about Ihe streets and in
the stores." "Ah." answered the prac-

tical minister to his scholastic friend,
"the dlfreienco between us Is that you
read books, while I study the stuff out
of which books are made. You breathe
the atmosphere of musty tomes; I, by
close association, study the hearts of
the men nnd women with whom I come
in contact.

He saw
that the men and women of his time
were living beyond their means and
struggling In the rtulcksand of debt
just as many people are doing In the
twentieth century; therefore he gave
in hN Itoman epistle the same advice
that Horace (iroeh-- once wrote: "Nev-
er run Into debt. Hunger, cold, rags,
hard work, suspicion, unjust reproach,
are disagreeable, lint tlebt Is Infinitely
worse than them all. Avoid pecuniary
obligations as you would a pestilence
or famine. If you have not more than
BO cents and can get no moro for a
week, buy a peck of corn, parch It nnd
live on it father than owe any man a
dollar." "Owe no man anything."
That means In .lolin Randolph's inter-
pretation of the philosopher's stotie,
"pay as you go." That means that If
yon have no money with which to sat
isfy your personal desires then let
them be unsatisfied. Allow no creditor
as a Jailer to rivet a heavy iron ball of
financial obligation to your limbs. Uo
not buy a feathered singer unless at
the same time you have money to pur-

chase n cage in which to let your song-

ster abide.
Debt the Offspring; nt I'rldo.

Debt Is generally the of. 'priug of
pride. The bare necessaries of life are
very small. Nearly every man can
make enough money to provide for
these necessaries if lie will only work
hard, do biR best and not waste bis in-

come on useless extravagances. Henry
Ward Heecher once made the declara-
tion that a man could feed himself and
wife nnd a family of growing children
upon $1.50 per week. For mnking this
statement Mr. Heecher was sharply ar-
raigned by thousands of critics. Many
newspaper editorials oflirmed that the
Plymouth pastor was advocating the
reduction of the laborers' salaries to
25 cents a doy. Ho was not attempting
any such thing. What .Mr. Heecher
tried to prove was this: The bare nec-

essaries of life nro very small; there-
fore most people can provide for their
ictual needs if they will only be ener
getic and at the same time be frugal.

Hut tills frugality, in many cases,
pride will not permit them to practice.
I'ride, with the smiling, supercilious
face and bodiamonded finger, usually
comes to tho young man's homo with
such insinuating words as these: "My
friend, you liavo no right to rear your
family as you aro doing. You should
not allow your wife to stand behind a
counter or to live In tho back room of
tho storo with hor two babies, as your
mother onco did. This is a different
ago from that In which your father
started out. If you do not let your
children grow up in a respectable
neighborhood and go to refined and ex-

pensive privato schools, then their
youthful associates will bo bad, and
refined people will have nothing to do
with tliu.ni." So tlio young man, who
was making a hurnblo income and wus
on the highroad to ultimate financial
kuccoss, hires a private homo on tho
boulevard. He moves his family away
from tho neighborhood of his store.
Ho hires a clerk to do tho work for-
merly dono by his wife, while he him-
self is visiting tho wholesale depart-
ments. The income, small before, he-

roines less nnd less; the expenses of
tho family sustenance nrc doubled and
quadrupled; n haunted, worried, anx-fou- s

ways In debt. While he had an
of IfL'.fiOO be was trying to live on

the scale' of those who hnd a $5,000 in-

come. When he was appointed a gem
oral superintendent of a large corpora-
tion, at ?05() per mouth salary, he im
mediately moved ins rnmiiy into a
now neighborhood and tried to associ-
ate with Chicago's millionaires. That
man, when he died, did not own the
home he lived In. He did not even own
the bed on which he died. Hvery parti-
cle of real estate held In his name was
plastered over with mortgage. I.ast
fall he even allowed Ills life Insurance
policy to lapse because he could not af-

ford to pay the few hundred dollars
necessary to keep It up, though he had
a salary of $9,000 per year. So we find
today thnt many a man who lives In
a fine mansion Is In the merciless clutch
of debt. The financial curse of this
age is that multitudes of people, on
account of false pride nnd pernicious
extravagance, are eking out a misera-
ble existence. Theso people may move
in the best society, so called, yet they
are far poorer than the humble clerk
with a paltry salary of $10 a week
who saves at least one'tentli of his In-

come.
Debt is not only Ihe offspring of

pride, lm) is often the parent of a
large family of criminal children. The
study of genealogical tables Is among
Hie most interesting of studies. Cer-
tain families nearly always have good
children; you can trace them down
from generation to generation. Other
families nearly always have bad chil-
dren; there is apparently Something in
their blood that is diseased and con-

taminated. As the waters falling down
the cascades near Duluth show the

contracted in passing
through forests of cedar and tamarack
miles away, so the blood of some chil-
dren is tainted with criminal tenden-
cies, inherited even before they are
born. They are born with a propensity
for lying, for stealing, for inebriety.
which they are seldom able to eradi-
cate. Hut, though those children may
not be able to overcome their evil tend-
encies In their own strength, they can
overcome them by the help of n super-
natural power, which Is offered to all
who are tempted.

Willfully IlnnnlliK Into DpIK.
Willful debt is that kind of debt Into

which many allow themselves to run
through useless and sinful extrava-
gances. Yv'hlle the young man is being
financially ground to pieces by the up-

per and nether millstones of this kind
of debt what Is often the most natural
tiling for li 111 to do? Ask that young
collector who is taking somo of his
employer's money to win, as he fool-

ishly thinks, a fortune at the gambler's
wheel. He is not at heart n bad young
man. He intends to pay that money
back. He expects to use it only for n
little while and then return it with in-

terest after he lias escaped from the
clutches of merciless debt. Ask that
young embezzler who lias just felt the
heavy hand of the law placed upon his
shoulder. Did he over expect that the
Into suppers, the theater tickets nnd
the attendance at tho races would yet
end In a prison cell? No, no! He was
led as a larnb to the slaughter by tho
e'vll wdrrylngs of debt, accumulating
Jebt. Ask thnt wildcat speculator In
Wall street.1 Did be ever think for ono
moment thnt he would lose the estate
confided to him In truttee form when
tie began to run into debt? No, no!
Theso men are being destroyed by debt
In the same way that the learned Lord
Itacon was led to accept bribes. They
lire being lured to destruction ns Hone- -

diet Arnold wns lured when Ills debts
drove him to embark in the plot to de-

stroy West Point. Tho bloodhounds of
delft had barked at his heels ever since
Ids Philadelphia extravagances, nnd his
debts not only made him a traitor
ngulhst his creditors, but at the last
they uindo him n traitor agnlnst his
country.

Crookedness, gambling, wildcat spec
ulation 'and' a betrayal of one's best
friends are often found among the mal
formed offspring of a hideous parent,
Debt. Hut without doubt tho greater
number of tho children of this infa
mous progenitor nro those with the fa-

tal marks of perjury stamped, Cain-like- ,

The man who wlllfqWy runs Into
debt Is n human vnmplro who Is suck-
ing the llfeblotid otit of his butcher
nnd baker, his tall1-'- - and landlord, his
friend nnd his en alike, lie cares
not how ho ots it ..ey so lang ns he
gets it. lie cares not who has tit suf-
fer so long ns his present desires are
satisfied. What is tho natural nnd In-

evitable result? There hnvn been thou-mind- s

of small retail merchants driven
Into bankruptcy because their custom-
ers, supposed to be honornblo men,
would not pay their bills. Thero have
been hundreds nnd thousands of poor
widows nnd orphans and nged ami
helpless depositors of smalt sums In
the banks who have lost all merely be-

cause the cashiers have become de-

faulters and cured not whom they
dragged down with them in their own
moral and spiritual destruction. It is
n contemptible net for a man to steal
from a millionaire. It is Inlltiltely
meaner for a woman to steal from her
poor dressmaker, her cook or her wash
erwoman) or for n man to rob his

or iceman or his coachman or
the gardener who sells to liliu his flow-

ers. It Is meaner because those who
nro robbed under such circumstnnces
must perhaps lose their all and bo

driven to starve and die.
Hut if It Is llendllko for the willful

debtor to steal from his butcher ami
baker, how much more criminal Is it
for him to destroy Hie spiritual and
moral life of his owii children! There
Is many a man who Is rearing Ills chil-

dren after the exalted style of a mil-

lionaire's children, who when he dies
will leave to them not one cent, lit
other wolds, lie is Instilling Into tho
hearts of ills boys and girls unnatural
desires, nnd then, when lie is gone,
those boys and girls, in order to grati-
fy those desires, may lie led to piling"
Into n life of dissoluteness and crime
To Illustrate, I would Introduce to you
a young man who was once 11 compan-
ion of my youth. He was the son of
the president of a large life insurance
company In the east. He came to my

home some time ago. "Why, ,Ioe," I

said to I1I111, "I have not seen you for
years. Whore did you come from':"
"From poverty nnd wnnt and drunken-
ness and from nowhere," he answered
gloomily. "I have como to you for help.
Will you help me?" What wns the
cause of thnt young man's downfall
The extravagant life his father led and
the life he allowed his children to load
While thnt boy was growing up lie
could hnvo anything he wanted that
money could buy. Ills father sent him
on pleasure trips across the sea and
willingly paid all his bills; then, when
his father died, .Too and his sisters
woro helples-d- stranded. They had
tho tastes and desires of millionaires;
they had the empty pockets of paupers
Preparations for such tragedies are be
ing enacted todny by selfish men all
round the world. As long ns those
wickedly foolish fathers can satisfy
their present waiits they care not what
mny become )f their children after
they are gone. 12 very wise father
hotild teach his children that the red

A "Well nrenK-i- l Villain.
Willful Debt Is often u well dressed

villain who pretends to be an honest
man. In olden times if a man could
not pity ills debts lie was looked upon
In the same sClise as a thief and sent
to jail. Under, the old Itoman law,
after spending a certain time in .lull, 11

he was still unable to pay his creditors,
he was sold into slavery anil nail to
pass Ills lire as a sen. homo one might
nay that such a condition is very hard
mid unjust, and so It Is. But. in many
cases, when n man will deliberately
enter a store and run up a heavy bill,
which he has no intention of paying.
ho is just as much a robber as tho
sneak thief who rushes into the bakery
find Meals a loaf of bread, and ho
should have little mercy shown to him.
The debtor not only steals the grocery-man'- s

goods, but he steals his time and
his service.

Many a man who for years has de
liberately run up all the debts he can
is today walking around our streets
claiming that in the sight of the law
In Is honest. After deliberately swin-
dling all the men ho could he puts the
little money ho hnd left In his wife's
nnmo. Then he enters the bankruptcy
court nnd asks tho Judge to free him
from nil theso fluunelnl obligations.
Now, I caro not whnt the bankruptcy
court may say In such case, no honest
man, In the wight of Ood or man, can
ever bo morally freed from a financial
debt until that debt is paid. It Is n
11111 it's business to pity what ho owes,
no matter how the bill was contracted.
Ono of the first slgnc. nf Ziicclunus' real
conversion was when he turned to tho
Saviour and said, "Heboid, Lord, tho
half of my goods I give to tho poor,
nnd If I hnvo tnken anything from nny
man by false accusation I restore to

signifies his Intention to repay to the
utmost of his nblllty all the money
borrowed by him and to cancel his full
obligations to every ono of his financial
creditors, Yotf cntindt love Ood nnd
nt the same time signify a willingness
to client your fellow men.
