ELECTRIC LIGHTS.

Mnyor Hns n Proposition from Somo One
Who Withe to Install n I'lnnt.

Mavor Burke has a now proposition
with reference to the municipal electric
light plant, the details of which aro not
yet made public but which ho promises
to dlscloso to tho voters as soon as ne
has them well In hand. The source from
which the proposition emanates Is also
withheld for the present.

Slnct; the agitation of a municipal ngiu-In- g

plant began, Mayor Burke has re-

ceived many letters relative to tho sub
ject. The latest proposition Is from a con
cern or Individual, It is not statea wiucn,
who wishes to como to Burlington, erect
a plant and Install an entiro system of
lights for tho city, Tho city Is not to
pay anything tor the plant until It Is
comploted nnd even then If If Is found
to bo Inferior to any of the stipulations
of the contract or specltlcations tho city
will not bo obliged to accept It. Tho plant
Is to bo operated by crudu oil Instead of
coa 1.

It is claimed that the cost of Installing
such n plan', would be less than the
amount planned for by the resolution re-

cently passed by the board of aldermen,
which called for bonds to tho extent of
$.000. Just what tho llgures aro tho
mayor does not state. It is also claimed
that the cost of operating each light
would be something over $3) per year.
Of course this does not include doprecla
tlon, interest, etc., nnd that would have
to bo added. It is claimed that those
Items would mean an increaso of about
13 per cent.

The mayor will glvo the details of the
plan when he has them In readiness and
tho proposition will probably bo sub
mitted to tho aldetmanlc committee which
has the matter In Of course no
action can be taken In tho mattor until
tho temporary Injunction, restraining
Mayor Burku from signing the bonds for
a municipal electric light plant, has been
dissolved.

The mayor still thinks tho majority of
the voters aie in favor of a municipal
electric plant and will petition soon to
have the injunetlon dissolved.

Mayoi Burke said yesterday that the
matter was such an Impottaut one that
It wins necessary to move slowly and
with caution, but that the papers would
be made out as soon ns possible.

WATER FOR ALMSHOUSE.

Sheriff Horton's attention was attracted
tu the grounds as ho drovo past by tho
peculiar appearance of ono of tho build-
ings. He drove to tho cook shacks and
found every ono of them open. Ho was
utmhle to mako an estimate of tho amount
of properly stolon as ho know nothing
about the amount lelt by the various com-
panies.

Each cook shack Is provided with an
opening at the end where tho soldlors
recelvo their rations during muster. When
camp Is broken tho openings are closed.
At every Bhack tho swinging doors, at
these openings, havo been torn oft and
left so that tho wind would sweep through
the shuck. Tho regular doors to tho shacks
have been battered and every knob is
brokon. Not content with breaking the
knobs, tho thieves havo, In some In-

stances, amused themselves by making a
target of the doors and lining them with
lead.

In several of the shacks a variety of
empty whiskey and beer bottles were
found and In ono a portion of a loaf ot
bread was found, beside a row of ale
bottles and some greasy plates. The chests
in every shack have been broken open
und the contents strowed about tho floor.

Thero has beno more or less troublo
overy year with thieves at tho camp
grounds and this year when tho com
panies went home they were instructed
to leave nothing of value In the shacks.
These Instructions were followed out to a
great extent, but thore aro many things
that could no be moved and that would
be easily disposed of at a pawn shop.

The lavatory was broken Into but thero
was nothing thero of nny value. Not
satisfied with gunlng admission, tho men
or boys who did tho work took a turn
at tho Iron roof and damaged It to a
considerable extent. The store house.
where th valuable equipments and tools
used durliis muster are stored, proved
more dllbi ult to enter nnd a bit had to be
brought Into use. --Several holes were bored
about the lock, the thlevos hoping to gain
admission In that way, but they were
unsuccessful and had to push the door In.
u. ls possible to estimate the quantity
of goods taken from tho storo houso but
cases havo been broken Into and it is
probable that valuablo tools havo been
taken.

General Gllmore has been notified of the
damage done hut no word has yet been
received from him. Thero Is no trace of
tho thieves and the camp ground ls In
such an Isolated spot that It Is difficult to
watch the buildings.

Toscano's evil record renders the theory

of a deliberate attempt at assassination
probable.
