tho carrying out of this dlct In their
respective Jurisdictions.

It Is worthy of note, however, that
tho Chinese government has shrewdly
embodied In the edict the assertion
that the United States government has
promised to rcvlso the treaty of ex-

clusion, so that as a matter of fact
while the boycott Is withdrawn offi-

cially It Is morally still held over tho
heads of Americans ns an Incentive to
action on the part cf Congress to In-

duce our government to remove the
most objectionable features of the law
restricting Chinese Immigration to the
United States.

A CIIITTEXnP.N COUNTY FAIR.
Why should Chittenden county neit have

a fair that would at least compare fav
orably with the agricultural exhibitions
that annually attract thousands of visi-

tors to Urattlcboro and Pittsburgh and
Middlebury7 This Is a question that has
been discussed In this vicinity recently,
and it is a matter In which the farming

interests of Chittenden county, and par-

ticularly the breeding interests havo a
direct concern. Grand Isle county now
has close connections with tho main land
by means of the Rutland railroad, and
the farmers on the Islands would also
he interested in an exhibition In which
they might have a direct part.

One of the chief reasons why fairs at
Howard Park were not more succe-ssfu- l

was the extreme ditllculty experienced in

reaching the grounds from the city. It is

true that railroad trains mado special
trips to and from the city, but for many
residents it was necessary to pay the
price of admisoton almost to reach the
station and ride to the park, the other
alternatives being walking or hiring
teams. After the State fair had practi-

cally become moribund the street rail-

road was extended to the grounds, hut
it was extremely, limited In those days.

The extension of the Burlington, Trac-

tion company's lines and the provision
of ample power for the handling of largo
crowds has completely revolutionized con-

ditions in this respect, and if Howard
Park were In use y for fair purposes
It requires no argument to show that our
residents would be much more ready
than fornierljo attend exhibitions there.
There are various locations on North
avenue or Sluiburno street where tho
necessary grounds could be secured for
a fair ground, nnd If tho breeders and
others interested were to get together
for the purpose a project of this char-
acter might be carried out.

Burlington and other towns in this
county formerly boasted of their fine
hroe ding horses and other stock, but tho
general public hears little of line animals
at the present time. An agricultural ex-

hibition would afford opportunity to show
stock as well as arouso competition, and
tills city would again become the market
for line drivi'rs and other blooded stock
that it wn formerly, a result in which
nil breeders throughout the country would

materially interested.
Why not form a Chittenden county

drivers' association and have a county
fair, or if that can not be done let Bur-
lington profit by Brattieboro's experience
and a have a Champlaln valley fair?

CHURCH BELLS JOIN REFRAIN

The Russian and Japanese Plenipoten-

tiaries In Session Just Five Min-

utes Urnnpert Kach Others

Hands nnd Drnnk Healths

When It Wns Finished.

Portsmouth, N. H Sept. 5. The
"treaty of Portsmouth" was signed
shortly before four o'clock this after-
noon In the- conference room of the
navy general store" at the navy yard.
The tiring of a nntionnl salute of 21
guns was the signal which told the
people of Portsmouth, Kltterey nnd
Newcastle that the peace of Ports-
mouth was an accomplished fact, and
the church bolls in the three towns
were soon forth a joyful re-

frain.
Por 47 minutes those outside tho

conference room were anxiously
awaiting the signal. Suddenly an or-

derly dashed to the entrance of the
pence building, and waved his hanel
to the gunner, a few feet away, nnd
the opining shot ef the salute rang
out on the clear air of tho soft Sep-

tember cfternoon, proclaiming pence
Setweer. Russia and Japan.

It was just 3:15 when the plenipo-
tentiaries entered the conference room
from theip respective offices. They
bowed to eiieh other and took their
accustomed seats at the long table
around which the negotiations have
been conducted. Instead of tho is

sitting next the plenipoten-
tiaries, however, these chairs were

occupied by the remaining delegates.
Mr. Wltte sat at the center ot the
table facing the window. On his
right was Baron Do Ro-e- n nnd Cap-
tain Rousslne, the latter occupying
the seat of Mr. Martens, who was de-

tained nt his hotel by Indisposition.
On Mr. Wltte's left sat Mr. Pokotllolf
and General Pcrmnloff.

Directly opposite Mr. Witte was
Baron Knmurn with Mr. Tnknhlra and
Mr. bato on his right and Mr. Denni-so- n

and Mr. l'amaza on his left. At
one end of the table sat Mr. Plstncon
with the Russian originals of the
treaty In Prench and Kngllsh, and the
final protocol. Grouped around the
tabic were the other members of the
two missions and tho invited wit-
nesses, Mr. Pelrce. personal represen-
tative of the President, Admiral Mead,
Capt, Wlnslow, the governor of New
Hampshire and the mayor of Ports-
mouth.

When the delegates were seated, 'Mr.
Sato handed Mr. Wltte the Japanese copies
of tho treaty. At the same time Mr.
Plancon placed the Russian copies beforei
Baron Komura. Almost at the same mo.-men-t,

the two men selected pens from th
center of the table and signed their names'
hrsl to the Prench and then to the Eng-
lish text. The copies were then signed
by Baron Dc Rosen and Mr. Takahlra. Mr.
Sato returnul the Japanese copies for tho
signatures of Baron Komura and Mr.
Takahlra. Mr Wltte and Baron Rocn
iiflixed their slgniittnes to the Russian
copies and the treaty of Portsmouth was
signed, the ceremony being completed at
.1:50.

Pp to this moment no word had broken
th- - silence of the conference room. Throw-
ing his pen aside, Mr. Wltte, without a
word, reached across the table and grasp-
ed B.iron Komur.i's hanel. His confreres
followed and the Russian and Japanese

remained for a moment in si-

lence, their right hands tightly clasped
across the conference table. The war was
over Russia and Japan were once moro
friends.

There is nothing "stagey" about this
simple ceremony. It rang true and
deeply Impressed thu attaches and sec-

retaries of the two missions, who with
the Invited witnesses, had formed a largo
circle around the delegates tit
the table.

BARON DK ROSP.N SPP.AKS.

Baron DeRosen was the lirst to break
the silence. Looking straight at llaron
Komura and Mr. Takahlra, he began by
saying that he wished, on behalf of Mr.
Wltte and liini.-el- f, to say a few words.
"We have just signed," continued the
nmbassadur, "an act which will have
forever a place In the annals of history.
It Is not for us active participants in
the conclusion of this treaty to pass judg-
ment on Its imiHirt and significance. As
negotiators on behalf of the Umpire of
Russia, ns well as the Umpire- - of Japan,
we may, with tranquil conscience, say
that we have lone all that was In our
power in order to bring about the peace
for which the whole- civilized world was
longing. As plenipotentiaries of Russia,
we fulfill a most agreeable duty In ac-

knowledging that hi negotiating with
our hitherto adversaries and from this
hour our friend", wo have been deal-
ing with truo and thorough gentlemen
to whom we nre happy to express our
high esteem and personal regard. Wo
earnestly hope that friendly relations
between the two empires will henceforth
be firmly establlhed and we trut that
his xcellency, Baton Komura, as min-

ister of foreign affairs and one of tho
leading statesmen of his country, will
apply to tho strengthening of these re-

lations tho wide and wise
statesmanship ho so conspicuously dis-

played during these negotiations, which
have now bien to auspiciously con-

cluded."

BARON KOMPRA'S RPPI.V.

Baron Komura replied, expressing like
regard for the Russian plenipotentiaries.
The treaty of peace which thev had
lust signed was In the Interest of hu-

manity and civilization ami le was happy
lo bellevo that It would bring about a
