TDK WIIOLKSOMH ItAW ONION.
While nearly every one lias a natural

craving for iaw onions In the early
spring, many foibear on account of the
odor, while others think they cannot
eat them without tasting them for it
long time afterward. If those who think
they cannot eat onions raw, will try
this meat hod of treatment they wilt llnd
their objections melting away. .Select
Spanish, Hetniudns or young home ginwn
onions. Peel, slice, cover with boiling
water, and let them stand covered half
in hour. Then turn off the water, pour

mi as much more cold and leave another
half hour to crisp. Drain, dtess with salt
and vim gar or a French diesslng with
oil, and servo. It must be but no In liilnd
that theio. Is a gient illffereiice In onions.
Old ones air- - natiiiallv much stronger
than new and led ones than while, Itoth
Hie Spanish and nie more deli- -

ate ami less odoriferous than our home.
grown ones-- , theiefore preferable for eat
ing raw. To relievo the luc.ith trom
nisplelon, a little sugar eaten aller the
onions will banish the odor, as will also
ooffeo or parsley moistened wllh vinegar.
A pioiiiinent physician, who ha them
often upon his own table, has parsley
served lit tiny illsln-- after the. onions no
mutter lunv they an- - cooked. Follow
the. parsley with a thoiough rinsing of
tin- mouth and teeth with a few drops
of tinctuie of niyiih In water.

In India drunkenness hrcamn so pre-

valent at one lime that both Hindu and
Muddhlst religions rf.quitiid total abstin-
ence, which In. the union of church and

state became a icIIrIous precept and a
civil law.

Mohammed's prohibitory law In the
Koran anln.t drunkennes, lltst nppllid
to hns spread abstinence among'
millions tu Asia and Africa, which as
part of a religious creed Is more or lens
.studiously observed to this iy.

F.tirly Oreeco ami Home were founded
on a Ii.isIh of hostility, sentimental and
legal, to the lue of Intoxicating liquors.

Plato taught that one-- should not drink
wine until thirty, and should nover al-

low himself to become intoxicated until
uflcr forty.

The curly Homan law ranked drunk-
enness In a wire along with adulteiy.
and permitted the husband to kill hli
wife If gullly ot cither.

Libations to tho boiIb weto ordlnaly
with milk, l- -i tcr wine was used. Finally
in the worship of Macchus drunkenness!
hftainc mo rife it stands anions the
chief evils that attended tho death of
Hie empire.

In Pliny's time It became notorious.
Onests at a fca-- t vied with eacn other
In seeing who could diink tho most. One
man Is recorded as having a capacity
of threo gallons, und later ho was sur-
passed by one who could drink twice as
much. The drink ot those times was
fcimcnleil wine, the art of distilling not
having been Invented.

The ejily ttibts of Germany and Great
Hrltaln were given to great excesses
in using the. ffrniented drinks made from
wheat and Ktrley, the waking of which
they had learned from the Homans.

In O teat Hrltaln the drinking houses
became such centers of drunkenness, the
clergy wen; put In charge with the view
of their being conducted mote properly.
Hut the clergy themselves became ad
dicted to th" habit, and It is recorded
that a penance lasting tluee days was
linpo&ed on priests who sot drunk when
about to go on duty at tiie altar.

Immediately after tho Crusades the
l'tumlus knights, lacking excitement and
the diversions they had enjoyed, resorted
to intoxicating dtltiks. and drunkenness;
beeaiiin alarmingly common.
