FEDERAL BUILDING OPENED,

- 1, - -

Postal Service Not Interrupted by

the Transfer.

Ample unit Finely Finished quarters
l'rolilrd for (ioi prnment onielnls

Strtieltire Cos! Jlln.llOO
Completed .Ve.it .Spring.

The new federal building at the corner
of Church nnd Main streets was yester-
day opened us a public building and tho
ollkes which are to have u dome there,
were trans ferted from tlio temporary
structure below the county court douse.
It will be .some time before the work of
moving all of the effects of the various
departments will be completed. Tlio most
linpottant chance was tlie occnpincy of
tho lower tloor of the building by tho
iKistotlice. The change was mndo In tho
early morning nnd no serious Interruption
of the postal service ensiled.

The new building, which Is as yet un-

finished In all Its details, has been !n
process of construction for some over
three and one-ha- lf years. It occupies the
site of tho old federal building. In the
spring tho murhle cornice nnd balus-
trade will be added; the federal court
room on the third tloor will be finished;
the grounds will be graded and the side-
walks Insta-lled- .

The original approprlat.on for the con-
struction of the building was JXO.OVi but
a change In the plans as to the cornice
necessitated nn additional appropriation nf
JIO.CiO. The exterior construction of the
building Is of white marble, with tho In-

terior finished in quartered oak and mar-
ble, with doors of maple and terrazo,
Whether tho exterior of the building Is
beautiful from an architectural stand-
point Is nn open question, with most of
the urguments on the negative side, but
it Is agreed that the Interior is artistic
anil elegant.

The structure has a fronlaqc of 111

feet on Main sttfrt and a depth of 81.3
fi et on Church street. The building Is

three stories, with a basement and Is f.

There are entrances from both
ttie Main street and the Church street
sides.

The tliet tloor Is given over entirely to
the postofllce department. No detail tend-
ing to promote edlcleiicy of the service
has been omitted, so that the otllce is as
well equipped as tho best In the country.
Commodious offices are provided for the
postmaster and assistant postmaster, ad-

joining the large work room of the de-

railment. Quarters are also provided for
the money order and registry depart-
ments Thero aro .HI metal lock boxes,
each hearing on Its face tho 1'nlted
States shield. The furnlshlngo in tho
work room nro of the mo'Nt modern. A

large rack for despatching outgoing mall
of the second, third and foiirtn clas.s
stands In a prominent position. This
rack will hold M sacks and has double
the capacity of the one in use In the u!d
building.

The postofllce depaitment and the other
offices or the building aro approached by
a lobby of magnificent proportions, This
lobby is finished In heavy, quartered oak
panelllns, the panels being lcllevej by
massive carvings. Sl electric light pend-

ants each holding a power
globe, hang from the celling and afford
artificial light. The floors in the lobby
and In tlio corridors of thn building are
of terrawi, a combination of stone chips
and cement, The floors in the rooms aie
of hard maple. The walls of the corri-

dors are walnscotted with light green
Vermont marble; below aie the
baseboards of darker green marble. Tlie
casing of the floors open'ng into the cor-

ridors aie of light green marble. The
building Is equipped with an electilc ele-

vator and a marble staircase.
The second floor contains the general

offices of the customs department for tho
district of Vermont. Then theie are tho
offices of the collector of customs, spclal
deputy of customs, and postal Inspector's
room, civil examination room, offices for
the collector of Internal revenue, the spe
cial agent of tho I'llltcd States tieasuiy
depaitment and the clerk of tho l nltcl
States courts.

On the thin! floor will be thp quarters
for tho federal courts, including a court
room, now unfinished, nnd quarters for
the grand and petit Juries, the Judge, the
district attorney, the Cn'ted States mar-

shal and witnesses.
IMaUirate fire places are part of tho

equipment in the offices of the collector
of customs, special deputy, general cus-

toms office and grand Jury room.
In the basement aro boiler and storo

rooms, lavatories, shower bath ami a
club room for the letter curlers when
not on duty. The building Is heated by
steam, wired for electricity and piped for
gas. naeh office hns an electric clock and
Is wired for telephone. The general o

of the building Is of heavy quar-

tered oak, supplementing the general In-

terior finish,

TRAFFIC ON GREAT LAKES,

Iimiiriine Strainer nnd l)oekn II11II1- I-

lnB for Iron Ore Trnde.
The season of IDOO In the production of

Iron ore and In the t raffle of tho Great
Lakes was tins most tremendous, in his-

tory.
For nearly a decade now the 'ron ore

traffic has been Increasing by leaps and
bounds. In eight years, says the Van
Norden Mngnjlne, Great Lakes ships
have grown from 400 to GOO feet in length.

Dock companies have vied with one
nnother in Installing automatic machin-
ery that would take the place of band
shovels and give the growing vessels
quick il'spatch. Railroads, beginning at
tho banks of tho ITkes and terminating
In the furnace districts, havo doubled
and redoubled their rapacities only to
tlnd that they must keep on doing so In-

definitely.
Ashtabula harbor, for example, Is tho

greatest ore receiving port in the world.
It has doubled Its capacity In the last
two yen re.

With the new improvements complet-
ed It will ho doubled again. This, it Is
already predicted, will mean tlio four
tracking of the ore carrvlng branch of
the Lake Shore HaHroad.

Durlnr the last season a new record
for nu Iron ore cnrifo was established.
The steamer J Pierpont Morgan entered
South Chlcigo with 13,4 tons aboard.
