1HE FEBRUARY SKIES

Sunlight Xnt Xccrmirtly Increased
Ileal for Is The Flzrd Stars

Magnificent Constellations.

At the beginning of February the sun
stands at the same height and the day's
length is the same as in the early por-

tion of November. At the end of Feb-
ruary the sun will stand about 31 de-

grees higher than at the end ot Novem-
ber. Yet the mean temperature of No-

vember In ordinary years, at New YorK.
is 43 decrees, while February averages
H degrees colder. This creat difference
is in spite of the fact that February, in
Its usual 2! days, has about as many
hours of sunlight as November in its
30, and the further fact that February as
a whole' has a'xonsidcrablo advantage In
the sun's declination. The reason is not
hard to find. In November the earth is
like a warm brick, giving out the heat
It acquired during the months of sum-

mer. In February" It Is a chunk of ice
requiring to bo thawed out. This,' of
course, applies only to the surface which
h affected by weather changes to only

an inconsiderable depth.
All through the late summer and fall

and early winter the earth goes on losing
Its stole of heat, and when February has
been reached Its snpplv for further radi-
ation has been red mod to the lowest
point reached during the Hut there
is consolation In the fa ft that when ilia
lowest Is reached It cannot go any lower,
and tl;e Increasing heat leceived upon
our hemisphere eluring the daytime soon
l caches a degree which more than equals
the loss of radiation during tlio night.
Thus it happens that while during the
rarly days of February we usually have
our bitterest weather the middle of the
nrfipth sees the backbone ot winter fairly
broken.

I,EAT YUAIt.

This being leap year, Fobruary has of
course, 29 days. The reason that this
month has been chosen for the Inter-
calary day Is that In the earliest calen-
dars .the year began with March, and
not January. Thus February being the
last month of the year seemed especially
fitted for whatever corrective treatment
was noccssarry to preserve the corre-
spondence of months and sea-son- In
Caesar's reform of the calendar February
had 2! In ordinary and .V In leap year.
January had 31 days as had March, and
so throughout the year, every odd month
being longer and the alternate months
with emly 31 days, The unimaginable
silliness nnd servility of the Roman sen-

ate In naming August after Augustus
Caesar and then giving it 31 days a

month being too short to name after
so great a man compelled the readjust-
ment of the length of the remaining
months of the year. Thus February per-

manently lost one day, which waa given
to August, and the four last months of
the year were altered from their former
to their present length.

So far
does Venus outshine ai.y of the other
planets or stars that there Is no pos-
sibility of a mlstukn In Identification,
and nltboiiKh the planet reaches her
prcw.nl iposltion every IS months, thorn
are never lacking persons who think that
the brilliant object Is something uiiher-akle- il

neur Venus. They will draw gradually
neater until on the evening of the 10th
they will h less than three, moon
bieueltlci Uwt. From this time on
Saturn, setting earlier and earlier each
f telling, will soon be lost In the mists of
the horizon, It Is therefore deslrahln to
make the aciiuaintance of the rlngcl
planet early In the month.

Mnrs, thn mysterious and fascinating
neighbor world, Is also In thn western
sky, standing somewhat higher than
Venus or Saturn. The red color of this
planet la very marked and serves as a
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help to Identification. Mars follows Venus
b ntmut two hours. There being no vety
bright sluts In Its Immediate neighbor-
hood, there should ! no diMlculty In
making the ldeutlllentliin. Jupiter in In
tho eastern sky, slikilng with a splendor
second only to that of Venus. Ills sur-
passing brilliance I'euves no doubt as to
his Identity. Tho moon will pnss near
Venus and Saturn on tho 4th, Mars on
tho nth, and Jupiter on the l.Mh. Mer-
cury may possibly be espied, If the
weather should bo exceptlottnbly favor-nbl- e,

on Hie evenings of the 2th, 13th and
Hth. As soon as possible after sunset
on threw evenings look near the western
horizon for a star bright enough to be
seen In that nnfaveirable position. If
such is found It Is the planet Mercury.

Tho official piognosticator in
Washington cheereel up a chilly com-

munity by predicting warmer weather
for Tuesday night and yesterday, but
he provi'd to he only an ofTli iil pre-

varicator. During Tuesday evening tho
mercury by elull thuds and
the thuds continued all night long un-

til, at about seven o'clock yesterday
morning, just as old Sol appeared to
see what had been going on during bis
.ibsence, the liquid stepped opposite tho
IT below zero mark on Uncle Sam's
tin rmomoter, temporarily In Mr. Alex-

ander's keeping. An hour later, when Mr.
Alexander made his customary eight
o'clock observation of things meteoro-
logical, he found an Improvement of
one- - elegree.

II EH HIS LIFE.

Benjamin Hilliard of Evansvilk
Had Been Missing for Seven

Weeks.

HAD BULLET HOLE IN HEAD,

Mass., December HI.

Uarton Handing, Feb. 4 After art
agonized search of seven weeks, the dis-
appearance ot Henjumin Hilliard, an
llvansvlllo man, was explained thin
morning by the finding of IHllard in a.
comatose condition in a gravel pit Just
below Kvansvllle. Ills fei't and lower
limbs wore frozen sollel and a bullet hoio
In the head showed the manner of hw
attempted death.

Tho last communication received from
him was December IS, when he wrote hN
wife from Laidlow. The next day ha
went to Somervllle, Mass., called on hi
former employers, visited relatives ami
then disappeared. Tho Boston papers
contained elalsirate accounts ot his dis-
appearance and an extensive search was
made without avail as nothing more was
heard of him until this rooming.

On his person was found a receipt for
a gun, elatv ut Arkansas City.anel a bot-
tle of mcsllclno evidently bought at a
town bordering on Oklahoma. He camtt
in on the night train at this station from
tho West last night, reaching hero at one
this morning. From this place ho walk-
ed to Ilvansvllle, five miles distant. Tlio
intense cold must havo benumbed him
and made his wall- - ono terrible agony.
Two empty cartridges were found unde--

him though but ono bullet wound was
found in his head. Help was summoned
and ho wis carrW. to a nearby hous
but ho never rsxvenl consciousness.

Hilliard had been in the employ of
Dwinell, Wright A-- Co., of Boston for
some 17 years but becauso of 111 health
came to Kvansvillo, his oM home, last
spring and there purchaseel a small farm
and a mill. While at work In tho mill ho
received a tcrnblo wounel on his hanel
anel it is thought by somo that It van
the indirect results of the blood poison-
ing caused by this wound that led to his
disappearance.

He leaves a wife and three sons at
llvansillo anel a married daughter at
Northboro, Mass.
