RHODES SCHOLARSHIP.

IteturiiliiK StiidcnlK llnvr Varying
Opinion-- . st.r.OO Dollar Is .Not

Cnntish In Spend nt Ovforil.

Most of the first batch of the Rhodes
scholars who went from the United States
to Oxford three years ago have, returned
to this country ami arc engaged In
teaching or In research work.

There Is great diversity in their views
concerning the real value of an Oxford
training, some of them maintaining that
the time spent ut the Ktigllsh Institu-
tion Is practically wasted, and others
asserting thu contrary, says the lloston
Globe.

Upon the point, however, there Is
substantial agreement among all the
returned Oxford scholars, namely, that
J1S00 a year Is not a cent too much for
necessary expenses at the Kngllsh uni-
versity. Some even think that J.Vk) a
year would be a mere appropriate sum

Expenses vary at the different col-
leges In the university, th" poorer col-
leges, with small endowments, having
In depend more upon tuition fees than
the richer colleges. Tho university
gives the Ithodes scholar the right,' to
name a list of colleges, In order of
prcfuronce, with which he wishes to
bo enrolled, and the university officers
consult tho desires or the student as
far as possible In the matter.

If a scholar gets into one of the most
expensive colleges his l.Vw goes during
the year, leaving him little or nothing
for vacation travel. Tho cost of living
In a university like Oxford Is much
greater than in an American univer-
sity. The class of men entering the
large universities in England is differ-
ent from the class of college men In
the United States, They are generally
men of great'i' Income ami are not
oblige, to pay such close attention to
expenditures.

One returned Rhodes scholar is quoted
as saying "1 so-o- found th.it me vari-
ous living expenses which I could not
avoid were too much. 1 was forced to
borrow money. My parents were not
wealthy but they assisted me as much
as possible. I found tuat $:n00 wad
nearer what 1 needed than and I
doubt if tiler; are jnany men In Ameri-
can colleges who spend that sum for a
year's education in the expensive dor
mitories and living a gay life.

"I rl. I not throw my money away,
and 1 did not dissipate. As far as the
money question Is concerned I have
found Oxford a handicap on my future
life. I have these debts to pay off, and
my education points to no particular
way in which to rid myself of them.

"That Is bicause I devoted myself at
Oxfoid, as I had at my American col-
lege, to the study of classics That
Is aNnit all that Oxford offers. The
scientific courses I do not consider com
parable with tho'se in many American
Institutions. After tlir e years at Ox-

ford in spite of my diligence, I have
not advance,! markedly in my work. I
do not consider that three years of time
are worth what 1 received by spending
them at Oxford."

To tills pessimistic view of the Rhodes
institution another returned American
scholar replies: "If the Rhodes scholar
in question got nothing out of Oxford
but debts, he lias had a unique experi-
ence. Mos' of the other Rhodes schol-
ars of his year managed to live within
thrlr scholarship Incomes."

A third returned Rhodes scholar, who
takes tho conservative attitude on the
question, says:

"Fifteen hundred dellars is assuredly
little enough for a year's study at Ox-

ford, and that sum Is by no means suf-
ficient if the student Is going to do any
vacation traveling. 1'nles.s he travels
on the continent during vacation, and
unless he woiks conscientiously during
teim time, he might perhaps as well
take postgraduate work at an American
university as go to Oxford. Facilities
for studying the classics at Columbia.
Yale (,r Harvard are fully equal to
those at Oxford, If by facilities you
mean libraries. In some other respects,
however, Oxford has the advantage.

"For instance, on account of the
smaller size of the Oxford colleges as
compared with an American university,
the student has more opportunity for
personal instruction and guidance.
There were about 2'il students nnd 3)

teachers In the college at which I

studied, a ratio which woi Id scarcely
be found In any American college.

"Then, tho Kngllsh young men enter-
ing Oxford from the best preparatory
schools ar-- farther advanced and more
mature than tho average American col-le-

graduate, so that the work, es-

pecially In classics at Oxford, is more
advanced than the average American
postgraduate work.

"Of course, at Oxford, as everywhere
else In the world, the advantages which
a student derives depend mainly upon
himself. I do not thlnn that the major-
ity of the American Rhodes scholars
take examinations for degrees nt Ox-

ford which aro rather expensive nnd
are hedger around with many restric-
tions. 1 made no attempt to tako a
degree for that reason.

"In my opinion the chief benefits
obtained by three years at Oxford lie
first In tho amount of hard, earnest
work which tho Rhodes scholar does,
and In tho broadening of his views and
the enlarging of his horizon by vacation
travel, and In the rounding out of his
character through the delightful asso-
ciations of English social life,

"As a rule American Rhodes scholars
return to this country. Just as patriotic
Amet leans as they were when they
went nway During my three years nt
Oxford I hentd only one man say that
he wished he hud been born nn Eng-
lishman.

"I certainly have returned with my
belief in republican Institutions un
shaken. Hut even If wo all come back
nrlsUicratle Englishmen anil monarch-
ists, our numbers aro too Insignificant
to have much infiuencn upon American
university life. About 30 will return
each year, nnd what are they nmong
tho thousands of university nnd college,
Instructors In this country?"

COOKING AND SERVING.

VEAIj RALLS WITH Cl'RRY SAUCK.
Chop very fine one and one-ha- lf pounds

of veal nnd one-four- pound of salt pork,
Add one and one-ha- lf cups fine cracker
crumbs, one-ha- lf level teaspoon salt, one-four-

level teaspoon pepper, a few drops
of onion Julee, half a cup of milk, two
eggs well beaten, and one tablespoon
lemon Juice. Shape Into balls, roll light-
ly In flour and saute In butter until gold-
en brown and well cooked. Remove to a
hot dish and arid more butter to the
pan to make about one-four- th cup. To
this add one-four- cup flour and two
level table npoons curry powder. When
well blended add two cups hot milk slow-
ly nnd stir until thick and smooth. Cook
five minutes nnd season to taste with

Arid the balls and rook slowly for
forty-fiv- e minutes, covered. If there are
any bones and trimmings from tho veal,
make n pint of stock to use Instead of
the milk, or water may be used.

RAKED CAHJJAGE.

This Is n delicious way of preparing
cabbage and does away with the unpleas-
ant odor.

Cut a firm cabbage Into quarters nnd
let stand in cold water for one hour.
Drain, remove core, and cut In thin
shreds. Pack In a baking dish, add milk
to nlmo-- t cover and cover dish closely.
Pake until tender. It will require from a
half to ar. hour. When done add salt,
pepper .ind butter.

Plac" on a
butteV"d baking sheet a half Inch apart
and bake ten or twelvo minutes In a
moderate oven.

A CANNED PEACH DESSERT.

Cut stale sponge cake Into round pieces
nn inch thick. Place these In a glass
d.sh and moisten them with tho syrup
from a can of balf peaches. Place
a half peach nn each pie, e, witli the in-

side up. Sweeten some whipped cream
and Ilavor it with vanilla. Then blanch
smile almonds and chop them very line
and add them to the cream. Heap this
on eaeli half peach. Serve and that re-

mains in a separate dish.

WHAT TO DO WITH YOLKS OF EGGS.

There are a variety of ways in which
one may utilize tho leftover egg yolks.
First we think of various cakes, cookies
and gingerbreads, muffins, corn cakes
etc., where two yolks may be used in
place of one whole egg. Hut here are a
few ways which may not have occuricd
to some of our readers.

When the sh,s get broken drain nut
the whites and if the yolks are whole slip
them carefully Into a saucepan of salted
water. Tho water should be at the sim-
mering point, but not liolllng. Conk the

olks well done; then one may be placed
in each plate of soup plain broth of any
kind or consomme. Or tho cooked yolks
may bo pressed" through a slevo and
added to cream llsh, oysters, chicken,
peas, etc.

Tho uncooked yolks may bo slightly
beaten and diluted with a little milk and
added to any kind of cream soup, allow-
ing two yolks to a quart of soup.

Four yolks will thicken a pint of milk
for a boiled custard; while four yolks
with one whole egg will thicken n pint
of milk for a baked custard, either pie or
cup custards

A very attractive way of using left-

over yolks 'ts to beat them and add .in
equal measure of thin cream or meat
stock, seasoning with salt, tapper and
onion Juice If liked. Pour this mixture
Into a buttered dish, set In a pan of hot
water and hake llko a custard. When
cold remove from the dish and slice Chin.
Cut the slices Into cubes or fancy shapes
and serve In soup1!, tlsh sauces or cream-
ed dlshrs.

The clash Is preelpatod by the organi-
zation if two colored lodges of Klks In
Minnesota, one of which is located in
Saint ;"aul and Is largely composed of
Pullman porters, colored barbers nnd
cither colored men. The first intimation
of the birth of the new colored frater-
nity came when a prominent officer of
Saint Paul I01I50 (white) which has l.oftO

members, woke up one morning and no-

ticed that the Pullman porter who wns
brushing his clothes was wearing the
familinr elks tootli charm. lie pro-

tested nnd found that the colored brother
was a member of a colored bulge and
that the colored lodge was an Flk
organization. Searching investigations
followed at once which developed i!ie
fact that the colored ritual is copied In
part from Ideas gained from the white
order, though is It but a poor iui.ta-tlo- n

The organization of the second colored
lodge has preelpated the battle. Fully
half tho horde of Pullman porters who
makn their headquarters In Saint Paul
when off duty, aro members of these,
lodges nnd tho whlto Klks aro bitterly
protesting ngalnst what they term tho
descrcaUon of their emblem and th" In-

fringement of tho colored 'contingent,
The whlto order hns always drawn tho
color line, although it Is extremely
liberal and patriotic in Its principles nnd
ritual.
