Pillnrn of Scottish Rile Tpmph

in Washington to Be of Fa-

mous "Windsor Oroon."

Windsor, Oct. 20. iJist week o

block of stone wan blasted out of th.i
Norcrosa quarries on Ascutnoy Moun
tain, as large as an ordinary house,
tho largest block of the famous
"Windsor Green Granite" that has
ever been quarried In this section.
Tho mass was 21 fro' lonR. nnd some
thing over 1C feet square, and was
estimated to weight Gin tons.

It wan taken from the top of the
quarry and fell 100 feet, rolling
over severnl times In Its descent and
landlnrr right able up nt the foot of
the cliff, where logs had been placed
to break the fall. The large block
Is split Into smaller pieces, the holes

bclns drilled nnd the amount of pow-

der used In blasting bolng calculated
so nlrely that the break Is within a
fraction of an Inch of tho line maris- -

ed out. . .

The smaller blocks are about six ieei
long by thrco nnd one-ha- lf feet square,

and are sent from hero to Stony Creek.
Conn., where they are turned In power

lathes and then highly polished. When
finished thev will bo shipped to Wash-

ington, D. C, nnd used In the Scottish
Rite Masonic Tomple. which Norcross
RroH. Co., contractors, aro building In

that city. There are to be ten columns,
each thirty feet long. In tho building,

the base and cap to be of some lighter
colored granite, probably of Mllford
(Moss.) pink.

There are fifteen men working on the
Job at preent, James McConnachlo of

Mllford, Mass., being superintendent, and
it will take two or three months to fin-

ish quarrying the stone for the job.

MAINE DESTROYED

FROM OUTSIDE

Records Show Battleshrn Had No

Smokeless Powder on Board

at the Time.

Washington, Oct. IS. Washington I
Cappj, fermer chief constructor of tut
navy, has nubmltted a report to Secretary
Meyer tending to corroborate tho opin n
of the court of Inquiry that the battle
ship Maine wns destroyed In Havana
harbor by an external explosion Me
Capps was sent to Havana by Scerotarv
Meyer to Identify certain parts of 'ho
wreckage which had been exposed through
the lowering of tho water ln tho coffer-
dam rurrnundlng the Maine.

The testimony before the court o'
Inquiry, which met in IMS Immediate!)
following the destruction of tho vessel
wn.s based upon the reports of naval unt
civilian divers who examined the lull,
Mr. Cspps, however, had much better
opportunity to Inspect the wreck. H
was especially familiar with the Maine's
construction, havlns superintended her
building, and was selected for thlR reason
by Mr. Mover. His report will probabp-b-

made public, and naval ofllcers wl.o
have read It say that Mr. Capps con
firms the decision of the court of Inquiry
that the condition of the wrockago lendi
to the-- conclusion that the primary ex
ploion was beneath the hull of tho Maino
nt about frame 15.

"It Is to be deplored," said Seoretary
Meyer "that pnrallels havo
been drawn between these two

to French iossels and ceraln
accidents which unfortunately occur-
red In the Fnlted Stntos navy in which
tho combustion of powdr was tho
known or alleged cause of tho destruc-
tion of vessels or loss of life. On
February 15. 153S, the V S. S. Malno
was destroyed by an explosion ln tho
harbor of Havana. The. cause of tl.o
explosion which destroyed her h.n
never been ascertained definitely, hut
the naval court of Inquiry which In-

vestigated the circumstances renortod
that the Initial explosion was due to
a mine or othor cause extcJival to tho
ship.

"In spito of these facts statements
are frequently made In the press and
elsewhere that the destruction of th
Maino was or may havo been due t)
spontaneous combustion of smokelevs.s
powder on board. That su h onld
not conceivably hnvo been tho case
Is shown by the. fact that mere was
nn smokeless powder on board ! o

Maine at the time of the explosion
This fact Is a matter of record In the
bureau of ordnanco, where an accur-
ate record Is kept of the distribution
of all powder belonging to th naw.

"Whether or not examination of tha
wreck of the Mnlne will dlseloso tho causo
of her destru tlon. It Is Impossible that
It should Indicate as the cause the de-

terioration of smokeless powder."
