Since my expulsion from Agadlr by
order of the Khalifa of Kuld Ghllloull I
has-- been learning slowly but steadily
something of the tvpe of man to whom
1 owe that humiliation, and nlso n new
reason for the expulsion of IhiglNhmen.

I fancy that Knld Ghllloull and his
khalifa realized two things. They saw- -

that It Is perfectlv safe to Insult an F.ng- -

llshman or any number of Englishmen,
localise, as the Moors hereabouts put it.
"tho English have no force." Hut thev
saw something else, too. They realized
that It might tie unaafe to have English- -

men traveling In their country and pee-

ing Its administration. For the English
have the name of being champions of
the oppressed, nnd this N one of the dark
places of tho earth, where oppression and
unutterable crueltic5 nr. rife.

BLOW FOR NEW LAW.

.Jury Acquits I'lrm Who U.icil SeMtlen

m4ciiiued by Inspector.
Hy a Jury which needed less than 10

minutes to reach a decision Monday
afternoon, tho llrm of J. H. Uessey &
Son, druggists, wero acquitted of tho
charges preferred against them for a
violation of thu weights and measures law
inuilo a the result of visits to their store
of Inspectors Mohur and A, rf. Floury a
few weeks ago. Tho questions Involved
wuro purely technical and no iittompt
was inalo by the prosecution to show
that tho firm had, either Intention-
ally or unintentionally, defrauded uny of
their customers.

Tlio Jury was tho Ilrst to be empanelled
In the court for many mouths and tho at-
torneys agreed upon II vn men, 0. A. liar-be- r,

J. W. Jones, F. li. Perklnt, H.
Hutchinson and N. A. Hero. Attorneys
M. G. Lcury nnd 11. 13. Hrown appeared
for the defense and Grand Juror S. It.
.Moulton hud chcirgo of tho prosecution.
A riumbor of witnesses wen introduced
by tho State, Including a scaln expert
trom St. Johnsbury and two Inspectors,
so that the trial occupied the greater part
or the afternoon. Tho scalos worn con-

demned and sealed at a visit of Inspector
Floury sovernl months ago, but In the
belief that thoy were accurate the pro-

prietors of the store had continued to uso
them.

Mr. Mohor first took the statwl and tes-

tified that he had purchased a qunrbsr of
a pound of salta at the storo nnd that

Following him, came the testimony of
Mr. Floury, who did tho condemning.

ligent purchaser would be likely to stand
for. and even If It were practiced, the
merchant would be as likely to lo de-

frauded as the customer. In fact. In all
of thu experiments performed by Mr.
Floury, such was tho case. One of the
puns was found to be slightly heavier
than the other, but for many years this
evil hud been cotrected by placing
papers under the lighter one.

P. K. Laughlln. an expert scale tester
from St. Johnsbury, testified next and ho
showed how the scales might be made to
weigh correctly, If the : orekeeper were
so disposed.

Max C. llessey was tho last witness nnd
bo testltled that the scales had always
bad the paper under ono of tho pans to
make I hem weigh properly.

In the arguments the attorneys for both
sides occupied the time with tho technical
points. Grand Juror Moulton said that
tho question was not whether or not the
weights wcio Incorrect, and that the hon-

esty of Mr. Hesy was not questioned.
The State, however, bad gone to the ex-

pense of a commission to determine what
scales were correct and upon that point
ho rested the question a to whether or
not tho Hessey scales should be used. The
placing of imper to make them balance
was evidence that they were Incorrect.

The attorneys for the defense main-
tained that when the scales wero properly
used they were accurate and that was
the Intention of tho law. Any set of
scales might tie so manipulated that they
would be Incorrect and tho same was true
of the scales In questlr.n.

Within 10 minutes after the close of
tho arguments the Jury, through its fore-
man, C. A. Harbor, reported a verdict of
not guilty.
