WINDSOR MAKES PROTEST.

Illislnrxs Interests Opposed to HhvIiir
D. & M. Station ncriM lUvrr.

Windsor, June 12 At .i meeting of tho
business men of Windsor, presided over
by Gilbert F Davis, a committee waa
appointed to represent them at the hear-
ing before tho New Hampshire board of
railroad commissioners In session at

House, Cornish, N, II. Tho
committee, consisting of II. P McClary,
Bert F,. Cole, Gilbert A. Davis, Oeorgo
I). C'lough and S. A. need, will have wit-
nesses to object to tho board's granting
the Sullivan county railroad, a subsidiary
of the Boston & Maine, a right to extend
Us tracks tniough Cornish and Plnlnfleld
to West Lebanon N. II , on the oast sldo
of the Connecticut river.

The reasons for thesn objections are
that It would l a great detriment to
the business Interests of Windsor to
locnto the railroad station on tho Comlsh
side of the river nnd compel local people
to go there to do the hevy business re
quired. Tho committee will endeavor to
bring about some compromise between tho
Central Vermont rnllway and the Boston
& Maine such as hau been effected at
llrattleboro, so that a double track may
be laid between Windsor and White ntver
Junction and thus do away with building
on the New Hampshire side.

TAFT EVERYTHING

Dr,y of Victories for President in

Arizona, California and Mich-

igan Contests.

MINORITY POLLS FULL VOTE

Delegates Still to Be Seated

Number 112 As Compared

vdth 88 at Similar Time

in 1908.

Chicago, June 1!. President Tnft gain-
ed 40 more votes In the republican na-

tional conxentlon to-d- through the
settlement of contest enses by the na-

tional committee.
It was a day of Tnft victories ex-

clusively. In tho cason of the Cali-

fornia, Arizona and Mlrhlgnn contests,
the Iloiisovelt forces made a fight nnd
voted their full strength ngnlnst tho
Tnft delegates. In Uie California case
they secured a roll call, losing hi to 37 j

in the Arizona contest they fnlled to get
a roll call and In the Michigan cases
none was asked although they voted
ngnlnst sontlng the Tnft delegate.s-at-larg- e.

Tho contests settled y In favor of
I'resldent Tnft wore; Arizona delegates-at-lfiig- e

Pearl Wight, national committee-
man fiom Loulslnna and the lloose-ve- lt

leader there, lost In the fight to
seat the Hoosevelt delegntes from that
State. An effort was made by Commit-
teeman Harry S. New to end the long-
standing differences among Louisiana
republicans by officially recognizing
the Lolsol faction, now controlling tho
State republican organization there,
but Mr Wight headed off such action.

GOVr.RNOTt OSBOBN I'NSKATBD.

Governor Chooo S. Osborn of Michi
gan and his Koosovelt dclegates-at- -

large were unseated by the decision
of the Michigan case for Taft. Tho
contest over tho fourth California dis
trict, decided for President Tnft, fur-
nished the most bitter exchanges of
the day, Pranois J. Honey leading the
Hoosevelt forces and Insisting upon
recognition for tho Hoosevelt dele-
gates there.

The national committee hRd before It
when It adjourned 112 contested
seats still to pass upon. Chairman Victor
Ilosewater, In a statement at tho end of
the sesplon, sold the committee was not
keeping pace with the work of the last
convention In lfnK, but SS contests re
mained to lie decided on the Wednesday
night preceding thn convention. Mem-

bers of thn committee fear that the con-

tests will run well over Into tho opening
day of the national convention.

The remainder of the Mississippi con-

tests and thos from the States of Mis-

souri, North Carolina, Oklahoma, South
Carolina nnd Tennessee will, It Is be-

lieved, be disposed of
I'NIT MILK THE LAW

Prod C. Bryan ot Washington opened
thn case for the Taft delegates from tho
sixth California district. He said tho
Taft delegates, had received tho majority
oi votes In thn fourth district. Cutler thn
California primary law, however, tlio
"unit rule" applied to the whole Stato
delegation.

Mr. Bryan stated that two Taft dele-
gates, because they claimed to havo a
majority, declined to be bound by the
Roosevelt vote In tho State nt large.

"Tim law provides does It not," asked
Mr. Kellogg, "that all delegates shall
he bound by the majority In the Stato
at largo?"

"Yes. It does."
Governor Hndley of Missouri asked Mr.

Bryan If he thought the call of tlio
republican national convention was
superior to n State law.

"When tho State law interferes
with tho party law. the national com-

mittee's inline Is f.upreme," said Mr.
Brynn.

Mr. Heney presented certificates
and affidavits showing that a confus-
ion hnd existed In the voting registers
and that later oxamlnatlon showed
that Roosovolt men had received a
majority of votes.

Jnmes A. Tawney declared the rec-
ognition of States, Instead of con-
gressional districts 1n sooting dele-
gates, would completely overturn re
publican principles.

"Can you glvo to a voluntary or-
ganisation," ho demanded, referring
to tho national committee, "greater
power than Is Invested In a sovereign
Stale? You are making It Impossible
for a republican to preside over this
nation for tho next four years. It Is a
greater question than the election of
Taft or Roosovolt, It Is a question of
tho perpetuation of the principles for
which Lincoln lived and dlud."
