The republican
State convention lecoinmendcd
n special national convention to change
the method of nominating candidates for
president. The plan proposed Mould re-

duce the number of national delegates
n i of thethe democratic States

South anil attain the end sought by the
followers of Theodore Hooovilt at tho
Chicago convention.

Tho convention was called to nanu- -

candidates for chief Judge anil nssoeluto
Judge of the State court of appeals and
It pei formed this duly 'by nominating, re-

spectively, William K. Werner of Hoohes-tc- r,

now an associate Judge by election,
nnd Frank II. Hlseoeli of Syracuse, a
supreme conit Justice who Is serving on
the court of appeals bench by guberna-
torial designation The only other can-

didates offered for the nomination wore
former State Senator Edgar T. Hrackett
of Saiatog.i for chief Judge and Supreme
Court Justlii Kiodcrick E. Crane of
Hrooklvn for associate. Tim vote was:
Wermr 117. Hrackett 131, not voting 11!;

Ilisoock 141, Crime ITi", not voting nine.
The Interest of the delegates was

loused chiefly by questions of part
polioi toward nntlnnal Issues and tow-
ard the Progressive party. Tho plat-
form and tho speeches all expressed
towaid tho progressives an attitude of
conciliation. The platform made no
ii reienco to Colonel Iloosevelt although
it denounced tho doctrine of the re-

call of Judges and Judicial decisions.
The coming municipal election In

Vow York lecelved frequent loference.
Platform and speakers supported John
Purroy Mltchel. fusion candidate for
mayor. A significant incident was the
enthusiasm roused by tho appearance of
District Attorney Charles S. Whitman
of New York. Tho platform opposed
tho democratic currency bill and
piophesieil that the tariff bill would
not bring the relief promised by its
introducei s.

The convention adopted the platform
Just as the l solution committoo pre-
pared It.

Tho convention adjourned at 11:35
and the State committee met imme-
diately and intlfled tho nominations
mad by the delegates. The law

"Our next governor" was the cry that
predominated during the Whitman dem
onstration, which was the most Impres-
sive of tlie convention. Hats were tossed
in the air nnd the blare of the band could
hardly bo heard above the shouts ot those
who were making It clearly apparent
who their choice was for the guber-
natorial nomination next year.

The district attorney's speech was
mainly devoted to the Stilzer case. Ho
did not attack Tammany Hall content-
ing himself with declaring that right nnd
Justice and fair play must lie recognized
and practiced.

Senator Dillingham Presides at
Meeting of American Fidel-

ity Co.'s Stockholders.

Montpelier, Sept 23. Dellnlte action
looking to the rehabilitation of the

of the American Fidelity company
of this city was taken y at a meet
ing of stockholders of the company. The
lncreiu.ed demands of Insurance laws re-

cently passed, affecting companies doing
liability business In several States, have
made it necessary for companies engaging
In tho liability Held to materially In-

crease their reserve funds or cense to do
business.

Tho meeting, which was laigely attend-
ed, was presided over bv Senator Wil-
liam P. nilllngham In the absence of
President James W. Hrnck of tills city,
who Is In ill henlth. '. ie larger part of
the session was devoted to tho report of
the committee appointed to investigate
the condition of the company as to Its
leserve funds. Judge C. II. Darling of
Hurllngton, chairman of the stockholders'
committee, made this statement at the
close of the meeting:

"A meeting was called for this after-
noon of the stockholders of tho American
Fidelity company here to consider the
affairs of the company nnd to hear tho
report of the committee appointed to In-

form the stockholders as to the situation
of the nffalrs of the compnny. In the ab-
sence of President lirnek, Senator W. P.
Dillingham presided over the meeting.

"The committee's report was ma lo
orally. The committee, recommended
thnt the stockholders take steps to
make the reserves comply with tho
requirements of the Inws for n period
of yenrs. The committee's report was
accepted and adopted unanimously.

"The stockholders agreed to leave
It to the committee to make all

"The committee's report wan har-

LOSSES BY FIRE

L QWEST IN YEARS

About (50,000 Acres of National
Forests Burned Over

2:K),000 in 1912.

Washington, Sept. 23. With the middle
of September the lire season on the na-
tional forests has come practically to an
end with less damage than ever record-
ed. There Is nlways some danger fiom
carelessness of campers or of settlers
burning brush and clearing land, but tho
real danger season extends only from
the middle of June until the middle of
September.

Forest officers throughout the West are
congratulating themselves on a season
so markedly free from heavy losses.
They feel that the Immunity from loss
has been due to two principal causes,
partly to a favorable sea-nn- , but largely
to a much better organization for llr
prevention than has been attained hereto,
fore. The effectiveness of the organiza-
tion is shown particularly by the fact
that while there were In all approxi-
mately 2,2iV) Hres, as against 2,170 last
year, yet the area burned to 'ar this
year Is only about ri,((l acres as aealnst
230,01 acres In 1012 and "Sf.0"u In 1011.

A single administrative district, which
covers the Intermountaln region of south-
ern Idaho, western Wynmlne, "rah,
Nevada and western Arizona, gives an
example of the most favorable situation.
Only 43 llres worn encountered, 29 of
which originated In Idaho. Tho total
area binned over amounted to only IM
acres, which Is considerably less than
four of tho to-

tal area patrolled by forest officers In
these Stntes

California, Arizona anil New Mexico
havo suffered most during the pan sea-

son.
The various cauMS of fires have not

changed greatly In their relative propor-
tions Railroads and lightning head tile
list, with campers next. There has been,
however, a marked decrease in the num-

ber of fires caused by burning brush,
which, according to the forest officers,
Indicates a closer with the
settlers In and near tho forests nnd with
tlmbeii.uid owners In lire prevention and
control. It Is still true, nevertheless,
thnt a large piopoitlon of all llres start-
ed are duo to human agencies and may
generally be charged against careless-nes- s.

Fires cnused by lightning nro ot
course not preventable, but the system of
lookouts by which they may be detected
Immediately after being set Is greatly
lessening tho loss from this source.

Exhaustive Argument on Extra-

dition before Governor of
New Hampshire.

JEROME THE BUTT OF ATTACK

Counsel Charge Him with Ul-

terior Motives and Question

His Statement Regard-

ing Indictment.

Concord, N. II., Sept. 23. The duty of
the State of New Hampshire toward
Harry Kendall Thaw was the subject of
exhaustive argument befoie Governor
Felker

The legal battle. In which William
Travers Jerome, special deputy attorney-Meiier- a!

of New York State, which seeks
to obtain the extradition of Thaw as a
fugitive from justice, was pitted ngnlnst
three of the fugitive's array of counsel,
was dramatic at times and nenr the close
came dangerously ipar to being l.

To the charge that h" had resorted to
subterfuge nnd whs moved bv ulterior
motives In his determination to retrrn
Thaw to tho Mntteawavi Insane asylum,
Jerome retorted with ususunl feeling thtit
the State of New York would vrt porm't
Its Justice to be defeated by tlie corru.it
use of Thaw money.

At the conclusion of tile arguments,
the Governor gave counsel until Mond'iy
to (lie supplementary briefs so his dci-slo- u

will not be known for a week at
least.

Seated beside the Governor In the
Senate chamber of the cnpltol, where
the hearing was held, was Attorney-Gener-

Tuttle by whose opinion the
executive lias said ho will be guided.

During Jerome's arguments new
angles In the celebrated case developed.
One that appeared to take the oppos-
ing counsel by surprise wan his state-
ment that Thaw was now under In-

dictment In Dutchess county, charged
with conspiracy to escape from tho In-

sane asylum. Former Judge William
M. Chase of New Hampshire and former
Governor William Stone of Pennsyl-
vania, pleading for Thaw, hud em-
phasized the common belief that no
bill had been found against their client
and that accordingly there was no evi-
dence before tho Governor that New-Yor-

Intended to place him on trial.
Jerome went further and gave his word

that Thaw would be placed on trial If
returned to New Vork State.

These assertions were coupled with the
explanation that the returning of the In-

dictment had been kept secret In order
that evidence might be piesented to the
Jury against "the instigator of tills plot,
a man of more Importance than any one
yet mentioned in this proceeding."

Judge Chase, In turn, suggested'!! new-Idea-
,

declaring thnt New Vork State had
no right to cniitine Thaw who, he said,
was a citizen of Pennsylvania and should
by right, have been returned to that
State when he was adjudged Insane.

It was a trying day for Thaw Ills his-
tory at Matteawan and his three futile
attempts to establish his sanity were re-

hearsed. Never during his trials for the
killing of White did he exhibit the emo-
tion shown He gazed stendllv it
the fare ot Jerome, not oie-- tliuehlng
under his grilling, but when i.lge Chu
pleaded for his return to his old home,
Thaw's eyes tilled with tears. His moth-
er, Mrs. Mary Copley Thaw, and his
brother, Jo.iab, were seated beside him
throughout the day.

Mr. Jerome left for New York
Hefore his departure he said that ho was
ilrmly convinced that the request for the
extradition of Thaw, was because of com-
mon practice, mandatory In effect upon
the executive of the state.

S. AMERICAN CATHEDRALS.

Their timnlireenee unit Their Archi-

tectural Merit.
(Promt the Pittsburgh Sun.)

Going to the length of the southern
half of the. western hemisphere through
tho cities and villages of tho cultured
areas of what is vaguely known In the
T'nlted States as Central nnd South Am-
erica., the one striking tiling met with
everywhere Is the church, the cathedral.
No plnce seems too poor or too small
for It and the least of the many cathe-
drals lu the numerous republics would
be considered worthy of a great city in
tlie 1 'nlted States, being of high cost
enough, nnd of more than ordinary archi-
tectural merit.

First of nil to consider, not so much
for Its supeiloilty as for Its history, Is
the cathedral at Lima, Peru. It was
