One Cnllapeil When linker Plmck

Philadelphia, Oct. S. Whltu watch-
ing an electric scoreboard during

game between tho Giants
and Athletics, .John Shnrrlck col-
lapsed on the sidewalk and died a
few minutes later. It was during
the first Inning 'and witnesses de-
clare that Sherrlck had yollo.1
