Fully 100 priests and altar
boys formed the personnel of tho Cathe-
dral officers. Tlie deceased was formerly
n chief justice nnd was for many years
a member of parliament. At the funeral
there was a notable gntherlng of states-
men, tlie clergy nnd others. Mr. Diibnc
lenvos a wife nnd ten children. u addi-
tion to the brothers named, he leaves a
niece, Mrs. .1. W. Courtney, and a
nephew, Jerome .1.

Given Term at Windsor.

Chittenden county court practically
Mulshed Its extra term yesterday whoa
llarlco Hcnson, the negro indicted for
murder 111 the killing of Alexander Cote,
a fellow woikman on the lCssox Junction
ihini, pleaded guilty to manslaughter, ami
was sentenced by Judge Stanton to not
loss than 23 nor more than SO yeais in
prison. Henson was expected to
light the case, and ns the State's wit-
nesses were a motley assortment of negro
workmen It was thought that a hard-foug- ht

legal battle was In store.
Hen?on had been Indicted Tor murder

In tho tlrst degree by the grand Jury,
and evidently decided that It was lietter
to take a prison sentence thnn to risk
hanging. For the State It was nn

nrrnngement to nccept the
confession of the lesser crime as the only
witnesses were of a typo not likely to
tell a very consistent story In the wit-
ness box. Hy this menns the uncertainty
and expense ot a trial wcro avoided.

Henson pleaded guilty In tho forenoon
and nfter that, as the work of the term
was practically concluded, Judge Stanton
dismissed the Jury.

Sentcnco was pionounce.1 In tho after-
noon, and previous to the fixing of tho
amount of punishment the counsel for
the defense, J. J. ICnrlght and V. A.
Hullard, mndo vigorous appeals for
rlumeney.

Mr. Knrlghl snid it was a drunken row
.mil that when It was nil over Colo wsis
found to have been shot. Mr Knrlght
went on to argue that tho defendant
himself was not sure that be had shot
the man but only that be had llred oft"

bis gun and that after Cole had gone out
of the place and returned agnln. ho
that he was shot. The counsel nttempted
to prove that the shot was n.it likely
to have been llred by a man in the posi-
tion Henson was in at the time of the
shooting. It was further argued that
Colo might have been shot while outside
Tiio court was urged to show clemency
because of the prisoner's youth and be-

cause he was only one of a cla-- s neither
better nor worse than many others.

In reply to the arguments In favor of
clemency 1: was answeied by State's At-

torney Hopkins that the r.u-t- of the kill-
ing weie ralrlv ilear and hail been

The State also slum oil that Hen-
son had been a notoriously
man, and had been guilty of ci lines of
violence before.

Thi' facts developed tended to show-tha- t

ton or a dozen negroes had been
throwing craps in a shack when some-
thing hnppinid to anger Henson at a
man named Sapp; that all had been
drinking and Henson went out of the
shack, leturnlng with a gun; that Sapp
was behind Cole, who got the bullet by
mistake.

Judge Stanton, in sentencing Henson.
quoted Mr. Hnrlght's words that it was
a "drunken row," ami said that It was
Just one more illustration of the terrible
effeet of liquor. Ho said that without
tiio drinking then- would have been no
homicide.

The judge said that tlie arguments of
counsel for the defendant had affected
the court deeply, but that, owing to the
alarming and inci e.islng rate of homi-
cides, it was tin- dutv of tlie court to
be severe III such eases.

The senteni Is for not b ss than 23 nor
more than ttn years at hard labor In the
State prison at Windsor. It Is one or the
longest sentences for manslaughter ever
impo-o- d In this jui isdictinu.
