QUESTION OF MORE REVENUE AS WELL AS PATRIOTISM

The attraction of summer residents and of auto tour-

ists is not tho only industry to which the green hills of Ver-

mont are well adapted. Thousands of acres of land which
cannot be tilled could be made to support countless flocks of
sheep, thereby increasing the income of our farmers to a
manifold degree.

When we heard a Chittenden county farmer say at the
merchants' luncheon to our road makers that he had sheep to
sell, but he would want $10.00 a head in place of the $3.00
to .$5.00 sheep were worth a few years ago, wc wondered
why Vermont was not producing more sheep, thereby provid-
ing itself with rich and wholesome meat in this period of high
prices for beef as well as producing wool for market.

The usual answer in a word is "dogs." We instantly re-

verted to the concise but vivid diagnosis of the South's
troubles made by the late Congressman Roswell G. Horr of
Michigan, a republican orator, who delighted an earlier gen-

eration of Vermonters with his wit and political eloquence
on the stump. He said the South would flourish if it would
raise more hogs and hominy and less hell.

The people on a thousand hill sides in Vermont would
flourish more than at preseift if they would raise more sheep
and less dogs. Yet strange to say whenever Vermont as a
whole is confronted with the duty of choosing between sheep
and dogs, it has invariably chosen dogs.

Nearly every recent session of the Legislature in Ver-
mont has witnessed the introduction of measures calculated
to protect sheep from dogs. Thereupon every owner of a
measly cur throughout the State would raise his voice in pro-
test in unison with the female fondlers of the despicable lap
dog, and impress the "wisdom and virtue of Vermont." official-
ly supposed to bo embodied in our General Assembly to a
point where the outcome in effect would be a vote to protect
dogs instead of protecting sheep.

The time will come when the fanners of Vermont will
join hands with the consumers of meat in our cities and vil-

lages and encourage tho great industry of sheep husbandry.
Action will be forced by selfish interests our own pockets
but the benefit to the State as a whole will be none the less
marked and wholesome.

To the appeals of our own pocketbooks, which are usual-
ly found sooner or later to be irresistible, will be added the
demands of patriotism. Indeed, patriotism may lead our
pocketbooks in this struggle for the means of making our-
selves self-sustaini- in a time of possible war as well as in
peace.

The American Woolen company, which has just led the
way in advancing wages in textile industries and thus help-
ing thousands of homes in Vermont and elsewhere to solve
the problem of meeting the high cost of living, has done an-

other commendable public service by emphasizing the neces-
sity of meeting a threatening situation in the United States.

Acting on the assumption that "something must be done
at once to increase our flocks" of sheep, William M. Wood,
president of the American Woolen company, has sent a let-

ter to the department of agriculture and State boards of
agriculture and to the senators and representatives in Con-

gress and members of the Legislatures of New England
States, setting forth the urgency of the situation. This
move is in accordance with a statement by Mr. Wood in a
letter to A. C. Bigelow, president of the Philadelphia Wool
& Textile association, saying that he would take such ac-

tion.
Mr. Wood is in hearty support of the campaign by the

Philadelphia organization for increasing the number of do-

mestic sheep, as "the great war is making our supply of wool
and mutton a matter of very urgent importance to the peo-
ple of this country." Accompanying the letter to the vari-
ous parties mentioned is a statistical record of the wool pro-
duction. The letter is in part as follows:

"I would most earnestly commend to your attention the
campaign of the Philadelphia Wool & Textile association for
'more sheep and more wool.' Though the population of the
United States is rapidly increasing, the number of sheep
and the amount of wool produced here are falling off. In
1909, 328,000,000 pounds of wool were grown in this coun-
try; in 1915, only 288,000,000 pounds, a loss of 12 per cent,
in seven years. In the last fiscal year, out of a total of
591,015,495 pounds of wool available for consumption in the
United States, foreign wools represented 300,000,000 pounds,
or more than one-hal- f.

"So critical is the situation that Great Britain, which
controls nearly two-thir- ds of the world's wool, is contemplat-
ing the imposition of an export duty on this indispensable
raw material when bought by any but British purchasers.

"National prudence demands an immediate increase in
the locks of the United States. The American people need
more sheep for food and clothing. In spite of the rapidity
with which the cheap lands of the West have been taken up,
there are still great areas in this country where sheep can
be grown with a profit, by the exercise of intelligence and
perseverance. Sheep can be grown again in larg.'; numbers
on the abandoned pastures of the New England and other
Eastern States.

"Australasia produces neai'ly three times as much wool
as our own country chiefly because in Australasia wool
growing is a modern, systematized business, ana because
all laws are made to favor it and worthless dogs are not al-

lowed to harry and murder valuble flocks. National and
State governments with us have done much to encourage
agriculture and stock raising, but sheep and wool have not
l'eceived their proper due. There is urgent need of a search-
ing investigation of the whole question by national and State
authorities. May I not ask you to take up this subject and
do your share to the end that there may be more food and
more wool for the American people?

"All this is an essential part of any patriotic national
movement for preparedness, for the position in which this
country would find itself in war dependent on foreign
sources for more than half its wool is appalling to con-
template."

Here is an accurate and concise summary of the whole
wool situation throughout the world. It enables us to gauge
the future of the sheep industry with remarkable precision.
We know there will be no danger in going into the sheep
business so far as the demands for wool and meat products
are concerned.

We of Vermont have been making new efforts under
the able leadership of Commissioner of Agriculture E. S.
Brigham to secure additional and broader markets for all
Vermont products. Mr. Brigham has shown us that we
must not only market more intelligently but we must also
meet the requirements of markets in quality and handling.
That is true especially of the sheep industry.

President Wood has shown the farmers of Vermont
clearly and roncisely how they can increase their revenue
manifold by raising more sheep. He shows that our coun-
try is to afford a great market for wool as well as for lamb
and mutton. New economic and market conditions are to
follow the great European war. The victors, no matter
which side wins, are certain to establish a great commercial
union, and wool and meat products will be among the com-
modities they will seek to control. Steps in that direction
are already being taken abroad.

It will be up to the people of the United States as a
whole to meet this new and tremendous competition. Pro-
tective legislation will be demanded, but if we fail to take
advantage of the situation, it will be necessary for us to im-
port sheep and cattle from South America instead of impos-
ing duties (o keep sheep and cattle out of this country.

We must educate public sentiment in Vermont and every
other State up to an appreciation of our opportunities. Wo
must realize that it will be absolutely necessary here as else-
where, to determine, and to write our determination into
laws of the commonwealth, that it is our duty to begin by
protecting sheep instead of dogs.

ficult to obtain seems ever to havo
proved an irreslstlblo lure to adventur-
ous man. To possess It he will suffer
the hardships of the highest mountnln-cllm- b,

or risk the almost certain dan-

gers of disease In tropic zones; he will
darn death nt tho hands of savage ene-

mies ana pursue his quest fnr Into tho
regions of unknown wlhln. Now Into
the depths of shark-Infeste- d seas bo
dives with tho hope of securing a
lustrous pearl: then to tho topmost
Alpine peak he climbs for a rare speci-

men of the edewelss. A glittering Jewel
in an Idol's head may tempt him to In-

vade the sacred precincts of an Indian
temple, or a beautiful flower lure him
fH.r Into the primeval forests of Hrn7.ll.
Colombia or Peru. To this spirit of dar-
ing and adventure tho civilized world
owes not only Its greatest geographic
discoveries and Important additions to

scientific knowledge but to It Is nlso
Inrgely due tho discovery of many of
nature's choicest things of beauty,
things whoso prnctlcal value may be but
slight but whose appeal la to the artistic
anil nesthetic sense. Among all tho
things of fragile beauty that natuto has
produced perhaps nono has greater charm
nnd Is more highly prized than that
radiant, gorgeous flower of rainbow
colors nnd softened shades and tints and
Infinitely varies forms the orchid. For
Its rarer species men hnve traveled far,
suffered much, and often died; nnd yet
In Its commoner forms few flowers aro
moro widely scattered throughout the
world,"

Whereupon he enters Into an account
of where they grow, how they grow,
how the flowers aro fertilized by cer-

tain Insects, tho peculiar structure of
tho flowers, nnd numerous other phases
of orchldology of a moro or less In-

teresting character. Ono of tho most
striking facts, however, In connection
with this tremendously largo order of
plants Is thnt although there are no less
than lfi.Oeu different species, belonging
to something over 400 genera, thero U
hut ono genus that has known practical
value, and concerning this genus Vanilla
tho artldo states:

"Of this genus thero nro but few
succles, nnd of theso tho most Impo-
rtant Is vanilla plaulfolla, from which
tho vanilla beans of commerce aro deriv-
ed. Tho eciiUB 1h native In tho wurmor

parts of Mexico and portions of Central
I America, but has been Introduced and li

extensively cultivated In some of the
West Indies and In tho Islands of the
I'.T't Indian Archipelago. Tho several
specie. of vanilla are all climbing plants,
their slender stems emitting aerial roots
bv means of which they climb upon
the trunks and limbs of trees. Tho
flowers have thick, fleshy, dull-color-

haves and are Inodorous. The fruit con-

sists of long, slender pods, shaped Ilka
a thick, somewhat flattened lead pen-

cil, firm but slightly wrinkled Thesa
puds are gathered and dried before they
aro fully ripe, the drying process bclns
the most important feature of their
preparation, which develops their pe-

culiar odor and gives them their vnlua
as a flavoring extract."

Of tho rarer and more beautiful or-

chids no less than ir"y. speciex have been
gathered hi the forests of Urazll, whllo
Colombia has furnished something over

species of this (pieon of all flowers.
1'eru. Kciiador, Venezuela. Bolivia, MeI- -

o, nnd all the Central Amerban coun-
tries are also pindtieers of magnificent
varieties, and the world thus owes to
the Americas the most variegated as
well as the most gorgeous specimens of
this creation which Is veritably "a thins
of beauty and a joy forever."

Tho nnnu.il losc of llvestoel. on th
national forest r.uu'es of the West due
to predatorv animals are over 0.o;V. vn
organized campaign Is now going on 'o
exterminate these animals. Wolves aro
responsible for about Te per cent of tho
rattle Iosm-s- . while tears cause most of
tho remainder. Approximately S3 per
cent of the sheep losses ate duo to coy-

otes, 2 per cent, to bears, and !i per cent,
to Ivnxes and wild cats. Mountain lloni
nre charged with killing only a few head
of cattle and sheep.
