the President Concludes.

Washington, July 11L.—President Wilson
Wpealed to the country’'s husiness Inter-
jeta to-night to put aslde every mselfish
conelderation and to give their aid to the
nation ag freely as those who go out to
offer thelr lives on the battlefleld.

In a statement addressed to the coal
operators and manufacturera he gave as-
surances that just prices will be pald by
the government and the publle during the
war, but warned that no attempt to extort
unusual profits will be tolerated,

“Your patriotism," sald the President's
mppeal, “in of the same self-denying stuff
a8 the patriotlam of the men dead and
malmed on the flelds of France, or it I8
no puatriotism at all. Let us never speak,
then, of profite and patriotism In the same
sentence,

“1 shall expect every man who Is not
& nlacker to be at my slde throughout this
great enterprise. In it no man can win
honor who thinks of himself.”

The President declared there must be
but one price for the government and
for the public. He expressed confidence
that business generally will be found
Joyanl to the last degree and that the prob-
lem of war time prices which he declared
will “mean victory or defeat" will be
solved rightly through patriotic co-opara-
tion.

In unmeasured terms,

however, Mr,

Y7ilson condemned the ship owners of the |
country for maintaining a schedule of |

ocean frelght rates which has placed
*almost insupernhle obstacles™ in the path
of the government.

“The fact Is," he asserted, “that those
who have fixed war fraight rates have
taken the most effective means In thelr
power to defeat the armies engaged
against Germany.”

THE PRESIDENT'S APPEAL.

The Presldent's appeal follows in full:
“My fellow countrymen:

“The government Is about to attempt
to determine the prices at which it will
ask you henceforth to furnish wvarlous
supplies which are necessary ‘for the
prosecution of the war and wvarlous ma-
terials which will be needed In the Ine
dustries by which the war must be sus-
tained. We shall, of course, try to deter-
mine them Jjustly and to the best advan-
tage of the nation as a whole: but Justice
Is ensier to speak of than to arrive at
and thers are some considerationa which
1 hope we shall keep steadily in mind
while this particular problem of fustice
is belng worked out, I, therefore, take
the liberty of stating very candidly my
own view of the situation and of the
principles which should guide both tha
government and the mine owners and
manufacturers of the country in this diM-
cult matter,

A JUBT PRICE DEFINED.

“A Just price must, of course, be pald
for everything the government buys. By
a just price 1 mean a price which will
sustain the industries concerned in a high
state of efMclency, provide a living for
those who conduct them, enable them to
pay good wages and make pou!hle the
expanslons of thelr enterprisen which will
from time to time become necessary as
the stupendous undertakings of thia great
war develop, We could not wisely or
reasonably do less than pay such prices,
They are necessary for the maintenance
and development of Industry, and the
maintenance and development of indus-
try are necessary for the great task we
have In hand.

*“‘But I trust that we ghall not surround
the matter with a mist of sentiment,
Facts are our masters now. Wa ought
not to put the acceptance of such prices
on the ground of patriotism. Patriotinm
has nothing to do with profits in a case
like this. Patriotlsm and profits ought
never in the presant ciroumstances be
mentloned together. It Is perfectly proper,
to discuss profits as & matter of business,
with & view to maintaining the integrity
of capital and the efMciency of labor in
these tragical months when the liberty
of free men saverywhere and of Industry
ftaelf trembles in the balance, but it
would be absurd to discuss them ns
motive for helping to serve and save m.l?
country,

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OUTGOME OF FOOD
BILL UNGERTAIN

Gore Substitute with “Dry”
Clause of First Bill Favor-
ed by Committee.

‘Washington, July 11,—Considerable prog-
rear toward a compromise on food control
legislatio? was made to-day In the Senate
but several important features still ara to
be worked out and the whole outlook re-
mains uncertain

On the floor perfunctory debate contin-
ued on the administration bill, which lead-
ers virtually have agreed to abandon, but
in the agriculture committes such head-
way was made with consideration of Ben-
tor Gore's substitute measure that mem-
bers sald fnal committee approval was
withheld only hecause of minor detalls,

The committee, however, virtually wash-
ed Its hands of the troublesame prohibition
iasue, voting to put Into the substitute ths
game regulations which the Senate al-
ready hae approved, These prohibit the
manufacture or Importation of distilled
liquora and would also provide for govern-
ment nequisition of all llquor now In hond
at cosl plus 10 per cent. The latter provil-
sion, embodied In the 8moot amendment,
has been under repeated attack both from
wets and drys since (ts adoption.

Whether the committee's action on
that point will be satisfactory to the
Senate or will re-open the whole pro-
hibition fight is problematical. Some
chrnges were made In the Smoot pro-
viglon In order to meet criticisms re-
rFarding its consatitutionality and com-
mitteemen said they hoped that would
quiat its opponents,

Te-morrow the committee will meet
again and may give formal approval
to the measure: and report It & =
substitute for the administration bilL
The democratic steering committee al-
8o will hold a conference on the sub-
Ject In an effort to make certaln that
legislation finally is put before the
Senate, which will command & ma-
Jority when a vote Is taken under
agreoment on July 21.

Sentiment in the agricultural com-
mittes to-day was sald to be over-
whelming In favor of legislation
along the lines of the Gore hill re-
stricting the general scope of the leg-~
Islation to food and fuels. The com-
mittea Informally approved amend-
ments extending federal licensing pro-
vislons to fuel. limiting absolute gov-
ernment control to wheat and fuel and
changing the language of the distilled
boverage commodity section so as to
remove technical objections to the
price fixing clnuse,

Whether the Gore substitute or a bill
along similar lines will be offered finally
with the administration's backing Is yet
to be determined. It is probahble that
President Wilson's advice will be sought
by leaders before a substitute Is formally
recommended,

Among amendments to the original bill
tentatively adopted to-day by the Benate
was one designed to permit appointment
of food administration employes without
regard to clvil service rules, but limiting
their salaries to a maximum of $3,600.
republican leaders vigorously objected
to employment of persons without observ-
ance of civil service requirements, Senator
Lodge protesting that any attempt “‘to
draw political lines on persons serving
the country” would be a great mistake,
and Benator Penrose declaring this “an-
other wonderful opportunity to give sine-
cures to deserving democrats' while re.
publicane are conscripted Into the army.,

Benator Gronna, republican, and a mem-
ber of the agriculture committee, declared
there had been no partisan politics in the
amendment to limit the civil service ex-
amination. The action of the committee,
he sald, was unanimous.

The Benate wvoted to retain a section
providing that persons employed In ad-
ministration of the measure shall not be
jexempt from military service. The agri-
culture committes had ellminated this
section,

Senator King charged that many young
men were seeking employment with the
government in order to escape military
service,

UNTIL NEXT WEEK

Only 21 States Have Reported
Organization of Exemption
Boards Complete,

NEW CENSUS ESTIMATES.

Dummy Populations TUsed for Detere
mining Apportlonmenta—=Vermont's
“Fopulation,” 398,428,

Washington, July I1lL—Postponement
untll next week of the drawing of num-
bers of men who will be called for axams
inption for the national army seemed
probable to-day when it became avident
that States are not completing organiza-
tion of their distriet sxemption boards
as rapldly as war department officiala
had hoped. Only 21 States have reported
their organiaation complete, although In
mo#t others only & few districts are miss-
ing. The drawing will not be made until
the lists for the country are complete,

A so-called revised census estimate for
the entire country, compiled on the basis
of the draft registration, will be for de-
termining apportionments. Each eclty,
county or State must furnish two-thirds
of one per cent. of Its paper popula=
tion, according to the new estimates,
which were made for the purposs of
equalizing the draft rather than to rep-
resent accurate population totals,

Thus New York city, with an estimated
population of 6,604,185 must give 43483 of
647,000 young men to be called on the first
draft. A city with 25,000 population would
be required to glve 168 men, Thess appor-
tionments would be subject to slight al-
lowances for alien enemles, for men who
have volunteersd and for other causes,

The population estimates, far from ate
tempting toshow actual populations slmply
ars Improvised figures reached by conside
ering the number of registrants in each
sub--division as 9.3 per cent. of the popu-
lation, since the total registered, 5,659,388,
was 9:32 per cent. of the total estimated
population, 103,685,300, The process result-
ed In large dummy popuiation showings,
for cities with war industries where there
has been a recent inflow of workmen with-
out thelr familles, Bince the flgures are
based on the number of men avallable for
military service, however officials consider
the estimates fair as basis for appor-
ment.

Pleas for exemption :2 any man need
not be made by him, but may be enterad
by & wife, other dependent, employer or
any other third person, the provost mar-
shal general's office explain in & statee
ment. It aleo explained that any registered
man absent from his home distriet nesd
not return for physical examination but
may be ordered by his homs board to be
examined elsawhere.

Washington. July 11.—Small men make
as good soldlers as big men in the revised
opinion of th ewar department, which has
the ranks of the regular army to men no
more than five feet ons inch in height and
who welgh only 110 pounds,

The order was {ssued on the bases of &
recommendation made by Surgeon-Oen-
eral Gorgas, who advised that good men
were being kept out by the minimum
helght and welght limit of five fest four
inches, and 12 pounds. As a matter of
fact, however, recruiting ofMcers had been
Instructed not to enforce rigidly the height
and welght minimum limits and there are
a considerable number now in the army
who are below the five feet four requires
ment.
