successful undertaking may be attributed
to the fact that they havo had extremely
good management and also because
having erected a suitable building. This
last year they have sold chceso. butter,
"earn, whole milk and skim milk at
different seasons, the cheese being mado
especially during tho surplus period. This
accounts for the fact that they havo been
able to pay so high prices. At the mect- -
