Stw York city tpcak on the wubjeel,
"Sonss That IA e." .Mr?, jrorsan deplored
the tendency of the times In thl country
to turn toward ragtime as an expression
of the musical life of America. ,hr spoke
of the assertion which the late Colonel
Theodore Roosevelt once made that If
the people of this ountry want to find
distinctive American nncs that will live,
they will have to study the necro
melodies. Mrs Morcan expressed ngiee-mcn- t

with this opinion.
Outllnlnir her early Kltihood experiences

with the music of the home. as. It camo
to her in their mlddlensteni homo, Mrs.
Morgan told of solnir to Boston to studv
music and of nn experience with her
father aftci her return home In tvhieh
h disapproved of some of the things
vhlch she learned In the r:ast Then she
toll of BOlnc abroad to study music and
to learn what It Is that makes sontrs live.
She found the answer In Italj, In Ireland,
in Scotland, and in Germany, where the
fervid devotion of Hie common people to
thfi great national airs like "Santa I.ucta."
and the Irish and Scotch folk songs, as
well as "The Vatci on the Tthine," mnkes
theff sonfrs 0f the people live forever.

Mrs. Morsrnn deplored the tmidency in
this rcmntiy to take up popular sours to-
day and let them die .She has
made a study of American soncs and the
finalities which make certain ones live.
