REV. DR. TALMAGE RETURNS TO
THE TABERNACLE.

The Combined Shadow of Invalidism and

Financial Embarrassment - Thte World

Fattens thie Hore It Wants to LDrive.

1lHome Troubles-Outside Perrecutlon.

Il H,,KLY.N, Aug. 19.-The Rev. Dr. T.
!Do Witt Talmage's subject today was
* Trouble on Ioth Sides," and his text
"There was a sharp rock on the one side,
and a sharp rock on the other bide,"
I Sam., xiv, 4.

The cruel army of the Philistines must
be taken and scattered. There is just
one manI, accompanied by his Islyguard,
to do that thing. Jonathan is the hero
of the scene. I know that David
cracked the skull of the giant with a
few pebhbles well slung, and that 300
Gideonites scattered lt,000 Amnalekites
lyv the crash of broken crockery;
but hero is a more wonderful con-
flict. Yonder are the Philistines on the
rocks. Here is Jonathan with his body-
guard in the valley. On the one
side i, a rock called Blaez; on the other
side is a rock called Seneh. These two
were as famous in olden times as in
nIrelernl times are Plymouth Rock and
Gibraltar. They were precipitous, un-
scalable and sharp. Between these two
rH'ks Jonathan must make his ascent.
The day comes for the scaling of the
height. Jonathan, on his hands and feet,
begins the ascent. With stramn, and
slip, and bruise, I suppose, but still on
and up, first goes Jonathan, and then
goes his bodyguard. I3ozez on one
side. Seneh on the other. After
a sharp tug, and push, and cling-
ing. I see the head of Jonathan
above the hole in the mountain; and
there is a challenge, and a fight, and a
sulernatural consternation. These two
mI.n, Jonathan and his boldyguard, drive
back and drive down the Philistine- over
the rocks, and open a campaign which
demolishes the enemiss of IraeL. I sup-
pose that the overhanging and over-
shadowing rocks on either side did not
balk or dishearten Jonathan or his body-
guard, but only roused and filled them
with enthusiasm as they went up.
,*There was a sharp rock on the one side,
and a sharp rock on the other side."

My friends, you have been, or arenow,
some of you, in this crisis of the text.
If a man meets one trouble, he can go
through with it. He gathers all his en-
ergies, concentrates them upon one point,
and in the strength of God, or by his own
natural determination, goes through it.
But the man who has trouble to the right
of him ned trouble to the 1,' of him is
to be pitied. Did either trouble come
alone, he might endure it, but two
troubles. two disasters. two overshadow-
ing mi-fortuns. are &BZz and Seneh.
God pity himn! "There is a sharp rock
on the one side, and a sharp rock on the
other side."

In this crisis of the text is that man
whose fortune and health fail him at the
samn. time. Nine-tenths of all our mer-
chants cal i.e in business before they
come to f,.rty-five years of age. There
is some collision in commercial circles.
and they stop payment. It shems as if
every lman must put his n:une on the
back of a note iwfrn' he leamrs what a
fool a man is who risks all his own prop-
erty on the irospe't that some man will
tell the truth. It ,eems as if a ma mulIIIst
have a large amount of unsalai,le goods
on his own shelf before he learns how
much easier it is to buy than to11 ll. It
seems as if every man must be completely
burned out before he learns the import-
ance of always keeping fully insured.
It seems as~ if every man must be wrecked
in a financial tempest before lie
learns to keep things snug in case of a
sudden eur'elydon. When the calamity
does come, it is awful. The man goes
home In despair, and he tells his family:
"We'll have to go to the poorhouse."
He takes a dolorous view of everything.
It seemms as if he never could rise. But
a little time passes. and he says: "Why,
I am not so badly off after all; I have
mny family left."

Ilfore the Lord turned Adam out of
Paradise lie gave him Eve, so that when
he lost Paradise lie could stand it. Per-
mit one who ha~ never re.ad but a few
novels in all hii life, and who has not a
great deal of romance ni his compositior.
to say, that if. when a man's fortunes
fail, he hIs a gotl a ife-a good Chris. I
tian wife-he oughl net to Ie desplndent.
"Oh," you say, "'that only increases the
embarrassment, since you have her also
to take care of." You are an ingrate.
for the woman as often supports the man
as the man supports the woman. The
man may bring all the dollars. but the
woman generally brings the courage and
the faith in God.

Well, this man of whom I am speak-
ing looks around. and he finds his fanuly
in left, and he rallies, and thelight cotme
to his eyes, and the smile to his face, and
the courage to his heart. In two years
h,, Ia quite over it. He makes his finan-
'ui:l I:dlamity the first chapter in a new

e1'a of j'rosl.rity. lie met that itne
irtIlh!e-ovpquered It. le sat down for
a little while under the grim shadow of
thIu r,'k 1kmse-. yet he son rose. and be-
-mi. like Jonathan. to climb. But how
fiutn it is that physical ailment coms
v.ithl lnancial eumbarrasment. When
I,, fortune failed it broke the man's
,,Iirit. ilis nerves were shattered. H
brin wau stunned. I can show you
Ihum!rn,'.s of men in New York whoe
for1tune told healthi failed at the sae-
tilme. They came pmaturely to the
ataif. Their hand trembled wits
:iljldenlt lprall ' They neer sw
a well dy since the hour wha•
thev elled their creditors to.
g,-tiher srr a oomfptmmle. If osch mra
ure impatient, and pecular, and irrita-
ble, escusi them. They had two troubh
either one of which they could hr \,
sucoge ully. If, when thie '

the fortune had been retain,.i. ,. '.uld
not have been so had. The im:: could
have bought the very best medical advice
and he could have had the very best at-
tendance, and long lines of carriages
would have stopped at the front door to
inquire as to his welfare. But poverty
on the one side and sickness or the other
are Ikz z and Sench, and they interlock
thrir shalows and drop them upon the
peor man's way. God help him! "There
i- a sharp rock on the one side, ar-l a
sharp rock on the other side."

Now, what is such a man to dot In

the name of Almighty God. I will tell
him what to do. Do as Jonathan did-
climb; climb up into the sunlight of
Cld's favor and consolation. I can go
through the churches and show you men
who lost fortune and health at the same
time, and yet who sing all day and
dream of heaven all night. If you have
any idea that sound digestion, and steady
nerves, and clear eyesight, and good
hearing, and plenty of friends are neces-

aary to make a man happy, you have
miscalculated. I suppose that these over-
hanging rocks only made Jonathan
scramble the harder and the faster to get
up and out into the sunlight; and thin
combined shadow of invalidism and
financial embarrassment has often sent a
man up the quicker into the sunlight of
God's favor and the noonday of his
glorious promises. It is a difficult
thing for a man to feel his dependence
upon God when he has $10,000 in the
bank, and $50,000 in government securi-
ties, and a block of stores and three
ships. "Well," the man says to him-
self, "it is silly for me to pray, 'Give me
this day my daily bread,' when my pan-
try is full, and the canals from the west
are crowded with breadstuffs destined
for my storehouses." Oh. my friends, if
the combined misfortunes and disasters
of life have made you climb up into the
arms of a sympathetic and compassionate
God, through all eternlity you will bless
him that in this world "there was a
sharp rock on the one side, and a sharl
rock on the other side."

Again, that man is in the crisis of the
text who has home troubles and outside
persecution at the same time. The world
treats a man well just as long as it pays
best to treat him well. As long as it can
manufacture success out of his bone, and
brain, and muscle, it favors him. The
world fattens the horse it wants to drive.
But let a man see it his duty to cross the
track of the world, then every bush is
full of horns and tusks thrust at him.
They will belittle him. They will cari-
cature him. They will call his generos-
ity self aggrandizement. and his piety
sanctimonio,usness. The very worst per-
secution will some time come up. n him
from those who profess to be Christians.

John Milton-great and golod John
Milton-&- f,.rgot himself ai to pray. in
so many words, that his eneltllie might
ie eternally thrown down into the dark-
est and dtepe•t gulf of hell. and le the
undermost and most dejlual and the
lJwest down vassals of perdition! Antd
Matin Luther so far forgot himself a• t,
sa., in re;ar l to his theaological oP

latt-
.int-: "'Pat them in wlatevtr sauce vo'

phlase. roate, Io. r fried. or bakied or
stewed,. r I.ob-de. or Ia:I~hl, they are
nothin; hun t a ! Ah. frind, i friend. t

Now". a certain am' eiit oef lkroecutiofl
rous• a nuall's defiance. stirs his bledx
for ml:gniticent battle, and makes him
fifty times imlore a man: thani he would
have been without the persrcution. Si,
it was with the great rcfo.rmer w hen lih

said: "I will not be put ,down; I will Ila
i~.lrd." And so it was with Millard.
the lreacher, in the time of Louis Xl.
When Luui+ Xl sent word t', him that
unl~s he stpled preaching in that stlyl
he would throw him into the lrver. he
replied: "Tell the king that I will rtwch
heaven sooner by water than he will
reah it by fast hor*we." A certain
amount of lersecution i1 a tonic and in-

spiration. but too much of it, and too
long continuedl, llleones the rock
Bl37'z, throwing a dark shadow over
a iian's life. What is he to do
then.' (io hounit. you say. tloxl advice.
that. That is just the place for a man to
go when the world abusese hin. Oo
home. Illeswlc be (thl for our quiet and
symtpathetic homes. But there is many
a llan who has the reputatioln of hlaving
a howlu when he has m•ne.* Through ul-
thinkinguesi or precipiltation tihere are

anyllV Illiatchelt made that oughllt never to
have been umade. An olfcilating prist
cannot alone unite a couple. The lird
Almighty must proclaim banns. There
is many a horme n which there is no
svmpathy and no haPljnnes and no good
cheer. Thel clamor of the battle may not
have been heard outsilde but (kd knows,
notwithstanding all the playing of the
*.Wedding Mrch" sad all the odor of
the o blosom and the benedictio
of the tiang ptor,no theme aa been

no marrrage.
Sonsotlnews men have awakened to find

on one siie of themI the rock of persecu-
ton, and on thie other side tie rock of
domwestk infelicity. What shall much an
one doh leo as Jonathan did--cl"ib
(et up the heights of (lad's ounolatio,
from which we may ioonk dotn In tri-
umph upon outslde persecution and bome
trouble. While goad and gret John
Wesley was being sienoed by the magis-
trbe, and bhaying his anae writen on
the b rd fa mi of A0daAI il dAa le

him as miserable as she could-acting as
though she were posseeed of the
devil, as I suppose she was; never
doing him a kindness until the
day she ran away, so that he wrote
in his diary these words: "I did not for-
make her; I havo not dismissed her; I
will not recall her." Planting one foot,
John Wesley did, upon outside persecu-
tion, and the other foot on home trouble,
he climbed up into the heights of
Christian joy, and after preaching forty
thousand sermons, and traveling two
hundred and seventy thousand miles,
reached the heights of heaven, though id
this world he had it hard enough--"a
sharp rock on the one side, and a sharp
rock on the other."

Again, that woman stands in the cries
of the text who has bereavement and a
-truggle for a livelihood at the same time.
Without mentioning names, I speak from
observation. Ah, it is a hard thing for a
woman to make an honest living, even
when her heart is not troubled, and she
hu a !air cheek and tLe magnetism of
an exquisite presence. But now the hue-

band, or the father, is dead. The ex-
penses of the obsequies gove absorbed all
that was left in the satvi gs bank; and
wan and wasted with weeping and
watching, she goes forth -a grave, a
hearse, a coffin, beLind her - to
contend for her e:i tence and
the existence of her ch.l'ren. When
I see such a battleas that o;.n I shut my
eyes at the ghastliness of tiue spectacle.
Men sit with embroidered dippers and
write heartless essays about women's
wages; but that question is imade up of
tears and blood, and there is more blood
than tears. Oh, give women free acoes
to all the realms where she can geta live-
lihood, from the telegraph office to the
pulpit. Let men's wages be cut down
before hers are cut down. Men have
iron in their souls and can stand it.
Make the way free to her of the broken
heart. May God put into my hand the
cold, jitter cupof privation. and give me
nothifdg but a windowless hut for shelter
for many years, rather than that after
I am dead there should go out from my
home into the pitiless world a woman's
arm to fight the Gettysburg. the Auster-
litz, the Waterloo of life, for bread.

And yet how many women there are
aested between the rock of bereavement
on the one side. and the rock of destita-
tion on the other, Boaes and Seneh in-
terlocking their shadow and dropping
them upon her miserable way. "There
is a sharp rock on the one side, and a
sharp rock on the other side." What
are such to do? Somehow, let them
climb up into the heights of the glorious
promise: "Leave thy fatherless children;
I will preserve them alive, and let thy
widows trust in me. "' Or getup into the
heights uf that other glorious promuise:
'"The Lord preserreth the stranger and
relieveth the wilow anl the fatherless."
0! •e sewing woman on starving wages.
O! ye widows turned out from the
once Ibeautiful home. 0! ye female
teacher,. kept on niggardly stipend. 01
ye despairing woman, seeking in vain for
work. wandering along the Ihr'ks, and
thinking to throw vyourself into the river
la.t night. 0! ye wonmn of weak nerves
and aching sideo. and sdhrt breath and
broken heart, you need something more
than human l•sympathy; you eIrd the
sympathy of G(id. ('line' up into his
armts. He knows it all. and 1w loges you
more than father, or mother, or hulsbnd
ever cou l, or ever did; and instead of sit-
ting down, wrs'linE your hands in des-
pair. you had hettr betin to climb.
There are heiglhts of consolation for you,
though now --there is a sharp rock on
the one side. and a sharp rock on the
other side."

Again, that man is in the erisis of the
text who has a wasted life on the one
side and an unillumined eternity on the
other Though a man may all his life
have cultured deliberation and self poise.
if he gets ilto that position all his self
possession is gone. There are all the
wrong thoughts of his exi.tence, all the
wrang deeds, all the wrong words-
strata above strata. granitic. ponderous,
overshadowing. That rock I call Bocr.
On the other side are all the retributions
of the future, the thrones of judgment,
the eternal ages, angry with his long de-
fiance. That rook I call Seneh. Between
these two rocks Lord Byron perished, and
Alcibiades perished, and lerod perished.
and ten thousand times ten thounmd
have perished. 0! man immortal, man
redeemed, man ,lood-bought, climb up
out of those shadows. Climb up by the
way of the cross. Have your wasted
life forgiven: have your eternal life e-
cured. This morning just take one look
to the pa.t and see w hat it has been, and
take one look to the future and see what
it threatens to be. You can afford to
lose your health, you can afford to lose
your pnrowrty, you can afford to losm
your reputation; but you cannot aford
to lose your soul. That bright, glam.
ing, glorious, recilous. t ternal
you must carry aloft in the day wwm
the earth burns up and the heY
burt.

You see from my suhject that when a
man ,oes ilnto the safety and peaoe o
the Ohwpel, Ih, does not demean himelf.
There is n lthing in religion that leads
to Ume.WIannf or unnmanlinoes. The aGo.
pel of J(,us Christ only asks you o
climb as Jonathan did-climb toward
God, climb toward heaven, climb into
the sun•lhine of (od's favor. To beoms
a Christian ir not to go meanly dowan
It i• to c 'me glorlounly up-up into th•
communion of midnts. up into the peace
that passeth all understanding. up lato
the companionishlp of angels. ie l Uv
upl; he (ia up.
