In years gone by so many supersti-
tios and conflicting stories were cir-
e•mbted about Gibraltar pass, formerly
Deeeptiou pass, that it was difficult to
gst any truth about it. Even the
width was not known, nor even ap-
praoimated in the calculations, and it
was commonly reported that it was
hat sixty feet wide. To settle this

uestion, George L: nch and Arthur
White took two skiffs and a line and
masured Gibraltar pas at the nar-
rowest part of the throat, and found
it to be 300 feet, and it may be widen-
e. forty feet more by a shot of dyna-
mite in blasting off a point of rock.
The narrow portion of the pass aver-
ages 500 feet in width, and in re-
