Chinese laborers who made such dispo-
sition of their savings, although not
actually engaged in mercantile business,
claim to be merchants, and thereby en-
titled to leave the country and return.
The department desires you to closely
scrutinize certificates which may be pre-
seanted at your port of returning Chinese,
to require evidence of the standing of
holders as bon tide merchants actively

I engaged in business. In no case should
Chinese be permitted to enter as mer
chants unless their right to the privilege
is clearly established, and where it ap-
pears that the practice herein referred
to is attempted, certificates presented

should be ignored, holders arrested, and
the facts reported to the department."

Early in the nmorninh word came to
town that W. (;rimes and wife. who live
just back of Old Tow: n. were in danger

from the flood. and Sheritf Hawkins,

place to rescue them. This was done.
but with much difficulty. as it was nec-
essary to swim the horses most of the
distance for fifty yards in going and
coming, nothing being visible of the
horses but the backs of their necks and
heads.
