impression in so doing that they are rep-
-esenting the president. Secretary
Oresham has informed Blount that the
president repudiates everythingasid and
done by these gentlemen. It will be re-
membered that Sewell was an applicant
for the position of third assistant secre-
tary of state under the present adminis-
tration, but failed to secure the appoint-
ment.
