The reason for the depositing of the
matter in valleys is an easy one to ex-
plain, but how it came to be piled into
hills has never yet been discovered. The
professor is at the present time making
this the subject of & special study, and
he hopes to solve the mystery before he
concludes the work of making a map of
the state of Massachusetts, showing the
location of the 1,500 dramlins within its
