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THE FAIR CLOSED.

Instead of a Festival of Song,
Oratory and Flowers There

Was Sadness.

Memorial Easreses In restival rall-

CHICAoo, Oct. 31.-The omficial life of
the World's Fair has ended. This even.
ing was to be one of dazzling brilliancy,
but the awful untimely death of Mayor
Harrison changed all that. Appropri-
ate action was taken at a memorial meet-
ing in festival hall. as described below,
in memory of Chicago's beloved chief
magistrate, and all ceremonies, except
those mentioned, were abandoned.

The day opened with beautiful weather
but a pall hung over the great exposi-
tion, and its myriad flags floated at half
staff. Instead of the scene of dazzling
splendor that was to' have crowned a
day of brilliancy in speech and song,
only the necessary lights burned tonight,
and the White City was shrouded in
darkness at an earlier hour than since
its opening. So, with the tragic death
of Mayor Harrison, the life and gayety
of the exposition went out forever. In-
stead of thefestival of oratory and music
which was to have filled in the afternoon,
memorial services were held in festival
hall, at which tributes were paid to the
memory of Chicago's most character-
istic Chicagoan by the World's fair offi-
cials, national and local, and by the rep-
resentatives of asuembled nations.

The great audience. some of whom
had come from far distant states to as-
sist at the rejoicings over the successful
ending of the great exposition, filling
every seat and occupying every foot of
standing room, were hushed. President
Palmer. of the national commission, pre-
sided. Rev. Dr. Harrows delivered the
prayer and read an address prepared by
President Higinbotham. of the fair di-
rectory,. previous to the Mayor's taking
off. After Mr. Higinbotham's speech.
appropriate resolutions concerning the
taking off of Mayor Harrison, and pay-
ing to his memory a tribute of respect
and admiration were adopted. En-
grossed copies will be sent to the family
of Mr. Harrison.

Then President Thomas W. Palmer, of
the national commission, announced that
in view of the sad circumstances which
brought the assemblage together the
closing of the fair would be marked only
by a salute of cannon and the hauling
down of flags. When that took place.
he declared, in obedience to the act of
congress, that the exposition would be
officially closed.

The total paid attendance at the fair,
from opening to close, has been 21,458,-
910. Total free admissions, which in-
clude employee, all kinds of exhibitors,
concessionaires. etc.. have been 5,953,818.
Today's admissions were 242,575. of
which 208,173 paid.
